H E GOOD KEWS IS, \V ITH 

Apple's latest product introd uc­
tions, Macintosh prices arc now 
so re:1sonable that it doesn 't 
ma ke sense to wait any longe r 
to bu v a Mac. It's been a di ffi­
cul t );ear fo r Apple, bur t hat's 
good for users: the company 
has now closed tl1e price/per­
fo rmance gap with inexpensive 
\Vi ndows clones. \.Ve have n 't 
had :1 chance to compl ete ly 

benchmark the new low-cost M <1Cmodels 
with the 68LC040 processor ag~1in st com­
peti ng 486SX machines, but ea rly testing 
indica tes tha t these i'vlacs mav actua ll y be 
fas ter. Ifso, low-cost !\hes a r~ for the .Fi rst 
ti me actually a better price/perfo nrnm ce 
bargain th an lo w-cos t \ Vindows ma ­
chines, whil e stiII o fferin g the unique 
i\focintosh virtues. (See "New 040 i\l{acs" 
in this issue fo r pri cing and more derails.) 

The bad ncws is that for the b1st yea r 
or so, Mac intosh mode ls and prices ha ve 
changed so ofte n th at users ' he:i ds arc 
spinn in g. T his mo nth, Apple is in troduc­
ing more mode ls and is repricing, renam­
ing, and upgrnding many others. All these 
changes make it h,1rd to figure o ut which 
i\.foc to buy, so he re's a quick guide to help 
you throug h th e maze. Pl ease note tlia t 
the g rades a re not intended as defini t ive 
overall rati ngs but as quick takes.

How­
ever, once you know there arc only six o r 
seven bas i ~ ma chines worth consi~l c rin g· , 
it's a lo t easier to know whi ch to buy.

The 650's expandability is 
also good if you can't quite afford the top­
of-th e-line power of the Qu:idra 840A V 
but need the extra room for cards an d 
storage req uired by publishing or other 
production-oriented appli cations. I give 
tl1 e Quadra 650 an A for being the best 
overa ll business workhorse. 

The Quadra 660AV and 840AV 
T he AV Macs lay tl1e groundwork for in­
te resting new applicat ions-including 
voice and data telephony, video, and pre­
sentations . They continue tl1e Mac tradi­
tion of making vanguard technology ac­
cessible to mainstream users. You can 
expect to pay a little more, but tl1ey are 
good values if you want. those technolo­
gies. T he Quadra 660AV is good for 
people more interested in being users than 
mu ltimedia authors, who might need 
more expansion .

T he Quadra 950 is sti ll the only Mac if 
you need to acconunoda te a disk array or 
you need lots of slots.

I woulcb1't be surprised if 
Apple upgraded or discontinued it. 

Now's the Time 
Put si mply, if you are in the market for a 
Mac, now is a very good time to buy.

I don't anticipate tl1e kiJ1CI 
of precipitous price cuts we've seen over 
the last year as Apple played catch-up 
with \Nindows PCs.

ware theft." As a buyer of software and 
sometimes as a producer of copyrighted 
work, I follow the rules of copyright law. 
But as a worker in a government director­
ate, I cannot stop ilJegal software pro­
liferation unless my manager understands 
what is going on-he's the boss and my 
job depends on his will. 

I have seen many tl1ings while work­
ing here. For instance, I have seen my 
boss buy software and install it on (at least) 
four machines, at work and at home. I've 
seen him use an upgrade offer and install 
ilie upgrade on many machines (at work 
and at home!). He treats oilier copy­
righted materi als, such as ed ucational vid­
eotapes, similarly. He is the boss, you 
know. If you want to write about how 
managers can stop software theft, the first 
dung you must do is educate them about 
what a coprright is, what it has to do with 
software, and what constitutes an illegal 
act witl1 software. I tried with my man­
ager, but it didn ' t work.

John Sculley did not resign as Apple's CEO-he was 

forced out by the board of directors, who believed the 

CEO focused too much on long-range strategies and not 

enough on day-to-day operations, according to a law­

suit filed by Albert A. Eisenstat, Apple's former execu­

tive vice president and secretary. Eisenstat's claims con­

trad ict previous statements from Apple and Sculley that 

Sculley voluntarily stepped aside as CEO. The suit against 

Apple and new CEO Michael Spindler alleges that Eisen­

stat's termination financial package was inadequate 

(his job was cut in last summer's restructuring). Apple 

said all of the lawsuit's allegations are "without merit." 

Newton Update Apple, which says it sold 

50,000 Newtons and 1500 copies of the Newton soft­

ware-development kit during the palm-held digital assis­

tant's first two months on the market, is offering a free 

upgrade to the Newton 's operating system. Version 1.04 

fixes display problems and has better power manage­

ment.

Money. If the deal is completed, the companies plan to 

maintain all operations in their current locations.

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Ifyou have System extensions that swell 
the basic system size to 4MB or so, you'll 
find little elbow room in which to use a 
RAM-intensive graphi cs program. Apple 
provides the hig h-end versions of the 
840AV with a standard J6MB of RAlvl. 

Apple's new scheme of putting sys­
tem software resources in ROM, and tl1e 
company's hardware machinations to eke 
out as much performance as possible, 
haven't been entirely painless for third­
party manufacturers. Mon itors that "sync 
on green" (provide horizonta l synchro­
nization on the green video signal) won't 
work properly with the new AV Macs. 
Some video boards may need ROM 
upgrades to be compatible witl1 the Nu ­
Bus 90 format. I've run across a smatter­
ing of reports about software problems, 
too, with products including Adobe Type 
Manager, Apple's PC Exchange, Globa l 
Village's TelePort software, Stac Elec­
tronics' Stacker for Macintosh, and oth­
ers. Many ofdiese products will be updat­
ed by die time this review is published. 
Ifyou're in doubt, call the vendor or man­
ufacturer about compatibi li ty issues to 
avoid any nasty surprises. 

T he applications that ship with the 
840AV mainly demonstrate the possibil­
ities of the technology and are not full­
featured reali za tions. For example, al­
tl10ugh you can capture tl1e full frame of 
a video image , you cannot capture a mov­
ing video picture, except at low frame 
rates, witl10ut a tl1ird-party adapter board. 
Also, the suppli ed QuicKeys 3.0 soft­
ware's functionality is limited to its Open 
Scrip ting Arch.itecrure, which enables you 
to activate macros by voice. You have to 
upgrade to die full program for the rest 
of its macro-creation capability. 

You can display a video image from 
a camcorder, laser-disc player, o r VCR 
(or even your TV se t) in its own window, 
and at the same time prepare a spread­
sheet or word processing document, 
without sufferi ng any performance hit 
tl1at is noticeable. 

App le's ads for the AV Macs em­
phasize the Pl:tinTa lk feature , which 
enables you to issue voice commands to 
activa te basic computer functions, such 
as "Computer, restart" or "Computer, 
close window." You can also trigger 
macros by voice, have the computer read 
selected tex t for you, and even have it 
respond to you r questions with prepro­
grammed answers. During my tests, 
PlainTalk followed most of my com­
mands (made in the large ;rnd somewhat 
noisy Macworld Lab), but whe never I 
asked the 840AV to "S hut down," it 
opened the Sharin g Setup control panel 
instead. PlainT;ilk at this stage isn't train­
able, but you can make some adjustments 
to its recognition threshold . The artifi­
cial voices produced by the 840, howev­
er, still sound artificia l. After the excite­
ment wears off, you might find yourself 
going back to the keyboard and mousc­
at least for now. Once Plain T alk is fully 
developed it will be able to take over more 
and more tasks now done by hand. 

T he Macworld Lab ben~hmarks indi ­
cate that the 840AV performs slightly 
faster, overa ll , tl1an tl1e Quadra 800. More 
surprising is that an 800 equipped with 
D aySrar's $399 Fast Cache Quadra PDS 
board (with L28K of ultrafast RAM) can 
approach, and in most cases exceed, the 
performance of the 840A V (though with­
out the A V's fancy audio and video capa­
bilities). The 840AV, aldiough fast, lacks 
die performance-boosting memory-inter­
leaving capabi lity of tl1e 800 (which works 
when two or four SIM.J.\1s of the same 
capacity and speed are installed). 

GeoPort Observations 
Apple's $ L 29 GeoPort interface allows 
you to use the 840A Vas both a telephone 
and a modem. Apple's Express Modem 
softwa re (a n updated version of tl1e soft­
ware that ships with App le's Express 
i\1odem for PowerBooks and Duos) emu­
lates a 9600-bps V.3 2 modem , diough it 
seemed a little finicky at getting reliable 

connections. \Vith 14,400-bps modems 
about to drop be low $200 now, howev­
er, you may opt to skip this convenience, 
or wait until a third-party publisher pro­
vides faster throughput. The 840AV also 
has ApplePhone softwa re, which allows 
you to place and receive calls on you r Mac 
and keep a phone log. 

The AudioVision 14 Display 
The screen is Apple's 14-inch RGB Trin­
itron, but the rest of the package is any­
thing but conve ntional. At the bottom of 
the case sit two loudspeaker gri ll s, with 
severa l digital controls between them to 
control contrast, brightness, volume level, 
speake r muting, and the microphone. 
T he mike's grill is a part of the front 
bezel, sitting just above the screen. 

T he speakers are optimized for nea r­
fie ld use, unlike home audio systems, 
which are designed for the best listening 
point to be several feet in front of the 
speakers. The sound quality is surpri s­
ingly rich and fu ll-bod ied for such sma ll 
speakers, althoug·h I wouldn't suggest that 
you dirow out your stereo just yet. 

T he microphone recorded sound 
cleanl)1 and crisply. The picrure was a near 
match to the regular 13 - and 14-inch 
RGB monitors App le has produced, but 
fo r the kind of multimedia work the 
840AV is designed for, tl1e AudioVision 
is just too small. One hopes tl1at both 16­
and 19-inch AudioVisions aren ' t too far 
off in Apple's production plans. 

Summing Up 
Anyone who has accused App le of losing 
its touch for innovation should look to 
the 840AVas a promise of the future of 
audio and video on personal computers. 
Even though some of its nifty audio-video 
features need further development, the 
840AV is the best all -around Mac yet. It's 
ve1y fast, fun to use, and wi ll help you get 
your work done in a more productive 
fashion- and isn't that what it's all about?

F WHAT USE, SIR, rs A NEW£10R1' 

baby?" Michael Faraday supposed­
ly said to a businessman who remarked 
that one of Faraday's early experiments 
in electromagnetism seemed pretty point­
less. It helps to keep this quote in mind 
when evaluati ng the Newton Message­
Pad, Apple's latest premature offspring. 
Using the Newton, you can see a universe 
of future possibilities-during your first 
alternoon you' ll think of three new appli­
cations you'd like to see. But those appli­
cations don't exist yet. Apple got nea rly 
everything right about the Newton except 
the release date, producing a first few 
months of disparaging press (cartoons, 
even) and hundreds of disgruntled cus­
tomers coast to coast. 

This review refers to version I .04 of 
the Message Pad software and version 1.0 
of tl1e Newton Connection Kit for Mac­
intosh. Many of the early complaints 
about the Newton have been fixed in 1.04, 
and the Com1cction Kit lets you do your 
heavy start-up data entry (name files, first 
month's ca lendar) with a Mac screen and 
keyboa rd . I just missed getting the ver­
sion 2 .0 upgrade of the Connection Kit 
(free to 1.0 users) , which will let you 
tra nslate darn files into ~ewton files­
tliis kind of software capability should 
have been avai lable at launch but wasn't. 
T he uni t I reviewed was also electro­
mechanically perfect, with no freeze-ups, 
AC adapter glitches, or otlier flaky elec­
trical behavior. 

Getting It Write 
T he first issue, of course, is whether this 
thing can actua lly read handwriting. 

If you walk up to a l\'ewton and sign 
your name, the probability is less tlian 
I 0 percent that the Newton will read it 
correc tly. There are three reasons for 
this. First, your handwri ting is essentia l­
ly a font, and the Newton hasn' t been 
trn ined in your font yet. Second, yo ur 
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name is unlikely to be in tl1 e Newton's 
dictionari es, which it consults to make a 
probabi listic guess at word identifi cation. 
Finally, your signature is likely to be 
the least "normal" bit of handwriting 
that you do-look at the individual let­
ters and compare them with the same 
letters in other words tl1at you write and 
you will see that a signature is usually 
quite di stinctive (that's why they don't 
ask everyone simply to write n/bntross on 
credit card forms). 

However, ifyou embark upon a coop­
erative venmre with the Newton's hand­
writ ing- recognition software, yo u will 
find that it eventually recognizes your 
slightly-Newton-adapted writing witli 
about 96 percent accuracy, and tl1at you 
can find substimte words (ones that are 
somehow easier for the Newton to rec-

terms, specia lt)' words, and the names of 
your friends on the pop-up keyboard 
screen and saving them in your user dic­
tionary, you will have a system that's quite 
acceptable at reading handwritten notes. 
On a sa mple dictionary of 100 biochem­
ical, engineering, and geo logy terms, and 
Nlacwor/d editors' last names, the test 
Newton read 99+ percent correctly. As an 
index of th is software accomplishment, 
the Newton does better at recognizing 
handwriting, after training, than most 
OCR programs do at reading scanned 
printed material. The advantage incor­
porated in the Newton software is tim ing 
recognition-whereby the program isn't 
just reading a bitmap, it's looking at the 
order of appearance ofcharacter fcamres. 
This is a problem ifyou habitually pause 
in the midd le of words and n ever cross 

t's, but it makes highly accu­
rate recogn itio n possible if 
}'OU make a few compromises 
with the Newton \Vay. T his 
timing recognition may mean 
that tlie big winner in the 
pe r so n a l-cl igi t a 1-assis tan t 
game is Apple's manufactur­
ing partner, Sharp. Japanese 
written characters are set 
down in a precise stroke order, 
and bad handwriting is not a 
source of personal pride in 
Japan , so Sharp may be able 
to offer nearly I 00 percent

ognize) fo r the remain.ing4 percent. Coop­
erntive implies four basic steps . U nder 
Preferences in the Extras drawer, you 
must first set the sliders under Hand­
writing Style for spacing and recognition 
speed- tl1ere 's a trade-off between speed 
and accu1«1cy, since higher accuracy 
requires more time-consuming match 
ana lysis. T hen you go through the Let­
ter St)rles in Preferences, picki ng the let­
ters tliat look like your writi ng. The third 
step is spending about a hal f- hour in the 
Handwriting Practice section , which 
offers you insight into the mechanics of 
the recognition process by showing you 
the N ewton's conclusions and reporting 
statistical near-misses. Finally, it helps to 
play a few hours of the game Calligraph­
er, from the same Russian company tl1at 
sold Ap ple tl1e recognition algorithms, 
and then review tl1 e material in Instruc­
tor (these are botl1 on the N ewton's Get­
ting Started card). 

If you do all thi s and additiona lly 
res ign )'Ourself to typing in technica l 

recognition with no special 
machine training. 

Some points in recognition remain 
puzzling, however. There seems to be lit­
tle chance that tl1e Newton will ever read 
the word I'll correctly (I tested tliis with 
eight users, resetting the recogni tion 
training each time). The Newton recog­
nizes the replacement phrase "I will," a 
seemingly similar co ll ection of loops, 
nearly I 00 percent of tl1e time. Recogni­
tion of paragraphs is inconsistent, and it 
takes extra skill to get punctuation 1ight. 
At the Handwriting St)rle recognition set­
ting that's fast enough for the user to take 
notes in an inten 1iew, accuracy becomes 
unacceptable. Many users report turning 
o ff tl1e handwriting recogni zer for fast 
note-taking, but this just saves an image 
of tl1e handwriting that tlie Newton can't 
recognize later. As a helpful hint for the 
speed-obsessed, pl ease note that if you 
turn off tl1e N ewton's sound, you can clip 
along on the pop-up keyboard at nearly 
20 words per minute, witl1 practice. Witl1 
Panorama-style "clairvoyance," the key­
board could be an important asset. 



Geometry recogni tion is a simpler 
task, and the Newton does a very good 
job of cleaning up circles, lines, and poly­
gons. Since these drawing parts are stored 
as objects that ca n be positioned inde­
pendentl y, it's fa irly si mple to construct 
small but precise diagrams. You can also 
turn off geometry recogniti on to make 
notes of free-fo rm sketches, bu t the tidy 
appea rance of" recogn ized" forms makes 
it likely t hat you'll leave recognitio n 
working most of the time. 

Objectivity 
T he data-handling secti on of the New­
ton consists of a general-purpose Note­
pad, a I a mes file, and a Calendar. Since 
pieces of data are stored as objects rather 
than in strucrured files, it's easy fo r the 
Newton to swap data among the three 
ca tegori es . Thus, in the Notepad, you can 
write "Ca ll Bill Hansen," tap the Assist 
icon, tap Do, and the Newton will look 
up Bill Hansen's phone number in the 
Names fil e and dial the phone number, 
either through the Newton fax modem or 
into a smnclard phone through the New­
ton's tiny speaker. T hi s impressive facil­
ity was marred in the test Newton by a 
tendency to insert the number 16 at the 
beginning of each telephone number it 
found in the Names fil e (we simply hancl­
erasecl the l 6 each time, but further sys­
tem patchi ng beyond version 1.04 is 
needed). Assist is fu ll of useful tricks: you 
can also wri te "Meet Tim Schweig at 5 
PiV1 on Oct. 7," tap Assist, then Do, and 
then tap Schedule in the next dialog box, 
and th e Newton will pop ".l\1eet T im 
Schweig" into the correct spot in the Ca l­
endar (a nd set an audible alarm if you 
like). You can drag infonnati on from :m y 
of the three data files to another file; 
there's a simple filing system for orga­
nizing notes into folders, and you navi­
gate the fo lder system as if the Newton 
were a miniarure i\i[ac. 

T he Connection Kit, besides offer­
ing a delivery method for system updates 
and third-party software, enables you to 
archive your Newton info rmation for

backup, enter da ta at a rea l keyboard, and 
synchronize you r desktop fi les and New­
ton fil es. T his last function is important 
to the rea l business use of the Newton, 
and will be especially so when vers ion 2.0 
ships, all owing direct im port of files from 
other ap plications. The point of hand­
writing recognition is not to allow you 
to scribbl e in 400 names, phone numbers, 
and addresses-the poi nt is to let yo u 
ma ke easy, sma ll additio ns <llld modifi­
cations t~ your main desktop contact 
database and your ca lendar when you're 
away from yo ur desk. 

Hard Wear 
Si nce the Newton isn't rea lly at its best 
as a free-standing Filofax replacement but 
rather as a portable window on the data 
in your larger computing environment, 
the Newton Fax/Modem is an importa nt 
part of the picture (users report that other 
v.32bis fax modems also work with the 
N ewton). ~Ti th the fax modem (2400-bps 
modem, 9600-bps fax) you can currently 
send out documents from the Newto n, 
and Newton's own E-mail facili t ies are 
schedul ed to be set up by the end of the 
year. E-ma il , messaging cards fo r the 
PCMCIA card slot in the top of the New­
ton, and wireless fax modems under 
development will all ow business docu­
ments to slosh lnck and forth between 
business offices and Newtons out in the 
field. For now, the fax modem performs

adequately, generating a nice cover sheet 
if required. Received foxes print some­
what smaller than the sta ndard pag·c, but 
the Newton's fonts generate a crisp, busi­
nessli ke message. 

T he Newton's future as a mobil e 
business partner may be compromised at 
the moment by battery problems', a theme 
fa miliar to PowerBook users. C uriously, 
I got nearly a week of use, 3 to 4 hours. a 
clay, from a set of alkaline batteries, but 
the battery in dicator showed NiC:id 
rechargeab.le packs running down to 50 
percent after 2 Y2 hon rs. T hi s is a crucial 
parameter because the Newton appears 
to lose IQ points when the batteries run 
down-recognition takes longer and 
accuracy decreases. 

T he batteries also run down faster 
when the Newton drives a printer (I used 
an Apple Personal LaserWriter 300) o r 
writes to a PCMCIA fl ash-sto rage card 
(the Newton 2MB ca rd) . A bigger, bet­
ter battery so lution is needed if trnvelers 
are going to use their Newtons with 
portable ink-jct printers, and fl ash stor­
age is also critical because the stock New­
ton offers just 250K of free RAM. 

Summary 
In a few months, brave pioneers wi ll 
introduce software to make the Newton 
usefu l far beyond the DayTimcr/Rolo­
dex/portable- fax level (for a list of New­
ton software in the works, see News, in 
this issue). Software n ow bei11g clemon­
strn tecl includes special calculators to aug­
ment the Newton's basic calculator and 
financial formulas, a spreadsheet, srndent­
reco rds softwa re for teachers, listi ngs and 
loan-calculation software fo r Realtors , 
expense-report and sa les-contact software 
fo r business purposes, and accounting/ 
time-billing software for profess ionals. 
For these applications, the fact is , the 
Newton is perfect. To single out just one, 
th e Newto n w.ill be the greatest hand­
helcl calculator the world has ever seen, 
with pen entry of numbers and the com­
puting scope of a small Mac. And if some­
one fabricates a decent battery pack, a 
Newton/ messaging card/portable-print­
er combination will be the least obtrusive 
and most help fol piece of teclmology ever 
offered to Realtors. It won't, in contrast, 
revolutionize life for tl1e journalists who 
have e:-..-pressecl their cliss:nisfaction- if an 
editor wants 2000 words tomorrow, it's 
tim e for a PowerBook, not a Newton. 
Although Apple released the Newton 
abo ut four months early, and marketing 
claims led to mistaken expecta tions about 
the details of handwri t ing recognition, 
the Newton iVlessagePad is an intelligent 
piece of work with an impressive variety 
of serious business uses.-CHA RLES SE IT ER

!NALE WAS THE FIRST i\-fACIN­
tosh product to perform all the fimc­

tions of musical composition and pub­
lishing, from input to playback and part 
extraction-a revolutionary accomplish­
ment hera lding the birth of a new prod­
uct category. But it burst on the scene in 
1988 to mixed reviews. Back then, a pro­
gram that required a manual was consid­
ered an apostate that veered from the 
True Macintosh Path. People objected to 
fi nale's learning curve and its confound­
ing array of nested dialog boxes. 

Coda Mus ic Technology quickly set 
about clearing up the program's prob­
lems. After five years and several versions, 
the result is Finale 3-the new standard 
aga inst wh ich all other music-notation 
products must be judged. 

Since version 2, Fina le has come with 
great documentation. Vers ion 3 boasts 
three superb volumes-nearly 1000 
pages-printed on recycled paper. T he 
lnstnllation and Tutorials volume is the best 
I've ever seen for a piece of software this 
complex. T he tutoria l exercises make 

third-party exercise books unnecessary. 
T he two other tomes organ ize the mate­
rial by musica l terms and by program 
functions. T he index at the end of each 
book wisely covers all three volumes, and 
the visual index tells you what to look up 
even if you don't know the name of some 
nmsicai squiggle or doodad. 

A 1988 veteran of F inale would scoff 
in disbelief to hear thi s, but F inale's pro­
gram interface is splendid . Gone are the 
nested dialog boxes, the hidden clicks, the 
ridiculous asterisked text buttons. Instead 
there's a floati ng, reshapable tool palette; 
on line help everywhere; and convenient 
controls for navigating measures, pages, 
and staff layers. 

T he program is 32-bit clean, balloon­
help rich, background-processing happy, 
with technical help ava il able by phone, 
fox, CompuServe, and America O nline. 
Finale has always come with a free Post­
Script music font; now you get a True­
Type version too. (Unli ke in any other 
program, you're free to substitute Sonata, 
Crescendo, or any oth er font you prefer.) 

Some of the new feamres are potent. 
The number of windows you can have 
open is limited only by your computer's 
RANI. You can view different scores, dif­
fere nt portions of the same score, a full 
score and ex tracted part, or all of the 
above si mul taneously. Playback controls 
and MIDI instrument assignments have 
been elegan tly simplifi ed. You also get a 
li brary of 3 5 templates, from lead sheet 
to full orchestra. It's like having a music 
paper emporium on your bard drive. 

Most dramatica lly, however, f inale 3 
offers something call ed Smart Articula­
tions . T hese are musical markings-

acce nts, staccatos, fermatas, and the 
like-that jump into place on the note you 
click, perfectly centered, perfectly dis­
ta nced, and (if you wish) placed to avoid 
overlapping the staff }jnes. Furth ermore, 
these markings move as their associated 
notes move, ~md even flip upside down if 
the stems change direction. (Yet, unlike 
in rival programs, you're sti ll free to move 
markings anywhere you wish.) T he 
improved Mass Mover tool makes it easy 
to add articulations to groups of notes­
and, because this tool can now select par­
tia l measure, its usefulness is quadrupled . 

The Shape Designer, Fina le's bnilt­
in draw program, has been completely 
overhauled. You .use it to make up your 
own musica l symbols, such as harp pedal 
diagrams and little "watch me!" eyeglass 
icons. The new Shape Designer is a mini­
ivlacDraw, easy enough for a child to use. 

T he manual covers over 7 5 other 
enhancements, new features, and inter­
face improvements. A.11of this joy doesn't 
come without a price, however. Users of 
the initia l 3.0 release were di stressed with 
its nasty bugs; many users scurried back 
to fina le 2 until Coda sent the cleaned­
up 3.0 .1 versio n to registered users. 
MusicProse (Coda's midrange music pro­
gram) and Fi na.le for \<\findows can't open 
Fina le 3 fi les. Until those programs are 
simi larly upgraded, converting their doc­
uments to Finale 3 format is a one-way 
street. And worst of all, Finale 3 is slow·­
er than its predecessors, making use on a 
J\·Iac P lus hopeless and on an LC II 
impractical for anyth ing but sma ll scores. 

So, as with any professional product 
Oil the Macintosh, think carefully before 
buying; while Fina le makes tl1 e mechan­
ics of composition easier, it won' t make 
you a composer, an arranger, or a copy­
ist. If your needs don't rnerit the invest­
ment in time, money, and training, con­
sider an intermediate-level program such 
as MusicProse (which has un upgrade 
path to Fi nale) or Passport's Encore. 

On the other hand , Fi nale sti ll does 
what it's always done best-turnin g your 
live keyboard perfonnances instantly inro 
standard sheet music; printing gorgeous 
scores; converting i\!llDI files from you r 
sequencer program into standard not<l­
tion-and it's now infinitely more pleas­
ant to use. It's sti ll the only program that 
uses calibrated widtl1 tables for spacing 
tl1e notes of the music; still one of tl1e few 
to let you freely move or resize any musi­
cal e l~ment, from a single note. to the 
entire score; and sti ll the one least li kely 
to Jim.it your notational ambiti ons, no 
matter how bizarre. Ifyou find you have 
high-end needs for notation , no product 
on the market can match Fina le stride for 
stride.

with the performance of th e 
40MHz Turbo 040 wou ld have been a 
success even with a hefty price tag. Now­
adays it's a lot tougher to justify spend­
ing S 1899(plusS 11 9 for the ad:ipter ca rd, 
if required) to upgrade obsolete systems 
like the Mac ITci or the Ilcx. vVith the cur­
rent CPU price cuts and Apple 's 3 3i\1Hz 
Quadra 650, upgradi ng to a faste r Mac 
seems to be a better choice. 

The 40i\!lHz Turbo 040 is equipped 
with the fastest 68040 processor ava ilable 
today-the same one used in the new 
Quadra 840AV. T he new boa rd has the 
same design as the other T urbo 040 
boards from DaySrar (the 25MHz and 
33.MHz vers io ns). But unlike its slower 
siblings, the 40MHz version comes stan­
dard with 12 SK of secondary cache to 
boost performance. The 68040 processor 
already has two built-in caches, one for 
instructions and one for data. But due to 
their sma ll size--4K each-the CPU can­
not avoid frequently accessing the 
motherboard memory for instructions or 
data. Ifa secondary cache is avai lab le, the 
processor wi ll look there for instructions 
or data before accessing the slower moth­
erboard memory.

memory. i\!facworld Lab found up to a 50 
percent performance improvement with 
the secondary cache turned on. 

As our benchmarks show, the 40MHz 
Turbo 040 was at least as fost as, if not 
foster than, the fastest Mac avai lable, in 
processor-intensive routines such as re­
ca lcul ating a spreadsheet, sharpening a 
Photoshop image, and fi nding and replac­
ing words in text. However, when it came 
co disk- and video-intensive routines, the 
Q uadra 840AV, 800, and even 700 per­
formed much better than the Turbo­
equ ipped ITci. T he slower SCSI port and 
video on the llci gave the Quadras the 
edge on overall I/O performance. To get 
a Jici equipped with a Turbo 040 to 
achieve the video and disk performance 
of a Quaclrn, you need a foster video card 
and a SCSI accelerator-rather costly 
additions. When we tested the Turbo 040 
with tl1e Ilci's internal video, the overa ll 
speed of the T urbo 040 was a bit slower 
than that of the Q uadra 800 . Using an 
E -Machines ColorLi nk card inst~ad of 
in terna l video, the Turbo 040 \va ·slight­
ly foster than the Quadra 800. 

Installation of the Turbo 040 is 
straightforwa rd. For Uci, IIvx, or Per­
forma owners, si mply open up your 
CPU's cover, find the Processor Direct 
Slot, and insert the board into the slot. 
For other CPUs, vou will need the $119 
adapter card fro~1 DayStar. When you 
boot up your i\tfoc, instead of the usual 
h appy Mac, yo u'll sec one with a tiny 
Turbo 040 across it, which tells you the 
board is up and running. To activate tl1e 
T urbo 040 and man::ige the cache, you use 

you can set up the Turbo 040 to turn off 
its cache if your application doesn't sup­
port the 68040's Copy Back cache mode 
(the fastest mode) and turn it back on 
when you quit the appli cation. [r also has 
a feature ca lled Enhanced PowerMatl1 
that speeds up mathematical operations 
by trapping SANE ca ll s and r~dirccting 
them to the 68040 floating-point unit. 

As with od1er DayStar products, we 
experienced o nl y minimal compatibili ty 
problems. T he DayStarTurbo 040 is cur­
rently the only 68040-equipped board 
that supports virrual memory- not exact­
ly an easy engineering task, s ince it 
involves patching some of Apple's mem­
ory-management routine. There is a 
minor bug when virtual memory is turned 
on, however: the AuroCache fearure is 
disabled-a nuisance if }' OU have appli ­
cations that don't support ome Turbo 
040 options. You can manua ll y deselect 
these features, though. And as is true for 
other 040 cards, you won't be able to use 
A/UX with vour Turbo 040 ca rd. 

The do~umentation includes detailed 
color ph oros that guide you thro ugh 
insta llation. T he Turbo 040 carries a 
product wananty of three years, plus a 
toll-free tech-support line and an upgrade 
path for moving up to future products . 

DaySrnr usua lly delivers ~lcceler:itor 
products with excellent performance at 
reasonable prices. This time, howe,'er, its 
Turbo 040 seems overpriced. DayStar has 
indicated that as the 40MHz 68040 chip 
becomes widely available, the price of the 
chip will drop, in turn leading to cheap­
er boards. But for the time being, tradi ng 
up to a faster Mac seems a more logical 
solntion.-MARK HURLOW

ICROTEK'S SCA'.'!MAKE.R 35T AND 
Nikon's Coolsc<111 LS-lOe are 

desktop scanners for working with 35mm 
film. T he toaster-shape Scani\1aker mea­
smes about 7118 by 71/4 by 11/4 inches. T he 
Coolscan comes as an interna l model that 
fits into the drive port of the Quadra 900 
mid 950, the Centris 650, and the Ilvx, 
and as an externa l unit (reviewed h ere) 
tlrn t measures 5114 by 12% by 2 inches. 

These scanners look like very simple 
devices. Each has SCSI-~1ddress controls 
loca ted conven iently on the rear panel 
and status lights on the front. Botl1 scan ­
ners are principa lly for handling mount­
ed 3 Smm slides, but they also come with 
holders for loose film. T he Scan.Maker's 
holds more and is easier to use than the 
Coolscan's. But the Coolscan's holder is 
sturdier and holds t11e fi lm fl :m er. 

Inside, the two differ more sign ifi­
cantly. Like most desktop scanners, the 
ScaniV!aker uses a fluorescent light 
source, which needs to wam1 up for opti ­
mal performance. The un it also has a 
cooling fan, which produces moderate 
levels of noi se. The Coolscan, in contrast, 
uses a three-part LED light source with 
one LED each for the red, green, and blue 
li ght required to create a color image. 
T his has rl1e triple advantages of being 

cool, needing no warm-up, and since it 
n eeds no fan, after a few minor start-up 
sounds bei11g as noisy as the average rock. 

The most notable difference between 
these two devices is in their software con­
trols. In addition to plug-in filte rs that let 
you scan directly into Adobe Photoshop, 
both scanners come with simple stand ­
alone modules that provide pre~~ew scans, 
a cropping tool, and controls for resolu ­
tion and image size, brighb1ess and con­
trast, gamma curves, and histograms. T he 
Scaru\faker also comes bundled with Pho­
toshop Limited Edition. 

In design and implementation the 
Coolscan software has a slight edge. For 
instance, its preview scan is much larger 
and faster than the Scarn\'laker's, maki ng 
it easier to see what corrections an image 
may need. T he ScanMaker's preview is 
only about the size of a 3 5mm slide, and 
the zoom tool magnifies only detai ls. The 
Scanl\1aker's preview also takes about 
twice as long as the Coolscan's- about 2 
minutes and 15 seconds on average. 

T he Coolscan software's nicest touch 
is its rea l-time focus mode. Zoom in on 
an area in the preview and the scanner 
rescans to magnify it, not enlarging the 
pixels but giving you more of them. T hen 
you use a dial on the scmmer to adjust the 
lens inside the scanner. The imag·e is re ­
scanned and refreshed every few seconds, 
so you see results instantly. In a second 
focus mode, t11e preview doesn't change 
as you adj ust the lmob; instead, a slider 
bar indicates graphically and numerical­
ly tl1 e precise degree of focus. 

Choosing between these two film 
scanners comes down to deciding wheth­
er you value speed over (unedited) image 
quality or vice versa. The Sca nMaker 
delivers a good image, tl10ugh tending to­
ward a slight yellow cast and flat exposure 
(easily mitigated by ski lled use of a good 
image processor). T he Coolscan produces 
remarkably true images, witl1 good detail 
and color rendition and no noticeable bias 
toward any single co lor. On the other 
hand, even at its slowest setting the 
ScanNiaker del ivers a finished image in 
about half the time of the Cool scan (it 

scanned a 5MB file in about 
four and a half minu tes; the 
Coolsca n took about eight). 
Being biased toward publi­
cation, I prefer the Coolscan. 
For a few extra dollars it 
deli\'ers an image good 
enough fo r applications such 
<IS newsprint publications and 
some types of catalogs.

Compress. The program saves hard disk 
space by compressing files transparently 
or on demand and by creating archives. 
Now Compress includes the best features 
from the market leaders, including Fifth 
Generation's AutoDoubler and D isk­
Doubler, and Aladdin's Stuftl t Space­
Saver, plus some un ique features . 

Installing Now Compress gives you a 
new menu in the F inde r and a control 
pane l for settings . All operations are han ­
dled from the menu, including compres­
sion and decompression, archiving and 
de-archiving, and creating self-extracting 
archives. You can also mark fil es or fold­
ers to be excluded from compression. 
Now Compress comes with three small 
applications-Archive Now, Compress 
Now, and Expan d Nmv-th<lt allow you 
to compress or expand items under Sys­
tem 7 by dragging and dropping them 
onto icons in the Finder. Expand Now is 
freeware that you can give to anyone who 
needs to expand files and archives creat­
ed with Now Compress. 

The program compresses fil es in 
memory, then verifi es the compressed 
copy before replacing the uncompressed 
version. vVh ile AutoDoubler changes the 
icons ofcompressed fi les, Now Compress 
does not; th e on ly way to tell if a fil e has 
been compressed with Now Compress is 
to view the fi le in the Inspector window. 

Inspector is a feature unique to Now 
Compress that lists all the files and fold ­
ers on your disk, along with their status. 
It tells you the uncompressed and com­
pressed sizes for fi les and fo lders, and tl1e 
size percentage saved by compression. 
You access Inspector from rl1e Now 
Compress menu, and you can control all 
of Nmv Compress's compression and 
archiving features through a button bar 
at the top of the Inspector window. 

Now Compress compacts files using 
two methods-Faster and Smaller. As 
you might expect, Faster mode is a bit 
quicker, but it doesn't crunch files quite 
as tightl y as Smaller mode. In most cases,

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it makes more sense to use Faster, as 
Smaller gives only small advantages in 
size. For example, a 215K uncompressed 
Excel file was squashed to 99K using 
Faster and to 86K using Slower. 

Macworld Lab tested 1 ow Com­
press's compression speed and efficiency 
against AutoDoubler and Stuffit Space­
Saver, using 24 files from 7 different ap­
plications. Now Compress crunched most 
fi les a few percentage points tighter tha n 
did the competition but was a little slow­
er at open ing compressed applications 
and documents, usua lly by a few seconds. 
The extent of Now Compress's extra 
compression, while measurable, wasn't 
very large; for example, on our database 
test fi le, AutoDoubler compressed the fi le 
to 54 percent of its original size, while 
Now Compress crunched the file to 48 
percent. All of the compression products 
showed significant slowdowns in launch­
ing compressed programs and fi les over 
their uncompressed counterparts, but 
comparisons of compression products 
showed little practical difference in speed. 
The spread between the fastest and slow­
est products in most ofour tests was about 
ten seconds . I found that switching to 
Now Compress from AutoDoub ler did 
not perceptib ly slow my Centris 650 or 
Powerilook 140. 

The Settings control panel allows you 
to set the volumes that will receive idle­
time compression, the amount of time the 
system will wait before compressing, and 
the amount of time a file must remain 
unmodified before it's compressed. You 
can set compression ~o occur only be­
tween certain times of the day (or at sys­
tem shutdown), and exclude items from 
compression by label, location, type, or 
creator. By default, tl1e System Folder and 
its contents are not compressed. You can 
also set several prefe rences for archiving, 
and pick use r-defined bot keys for most 
Now Compress functions. 

T he Convert fu nction decompresses 
files previously compressed in Auto­
Doub ler, DiskDoubler, Compact Pro, 
Stufflt 1.5 .1, and Sn1ffit SpaceSaver and 
converts tl1em to the Now Compress for­
mat. Now Compress cannot read Stufflt 
Deluxe or Stufflt Lite files, so you need 
to decompress these files with the free­
ware Sn1ffit Expander. 

Now Compress is a good product. At 
press time, Now Software was finis hing 
up a free maintenance re lease tl1at fixes 
minor bugs and improves compatibi lity 
with some applications, mostly disk util­
ities. As a late entry into the crowded 
compression market, Now Compress 
holds its own; it is easy to use, complete, 
and it compresses as well as or better tlrnn

T his program can attach custom tool 
bars to almost any application, includ ing 
the Finder. The tool-bar buttons or icons 
represent menu-bar commands, such as 
opening and printing a document, or 
items in the Apple menu. You can choose 
from a library of standard icons or you 
can draw your own with Icon-It Pro's 
handy bitmap editor. 

Icon-It Pro builds on the same idea 
as the tool bars in the latest versions of 
Microsoft Excel and Word, but it has 
much more Aexibi lity . You create your 
own too l bar, choose its location and dis-

play (vertica l or horizontal), and select the 
number and size of buttons. Also, you can 
specify space between the buttons and add 
a frame around tl1em. 

Icon-It Pro comes with a one-button 
insta ll er, which places an extension in tl1e 
System Folder to manage the tool bars 
you've created, and insta lls the app lica­
tion and some additional fi les, includi11g 
a library of too l-bar buttons. 

The interface is a little clunky and 
multilayerecl, but you get used to it. First 
you open the app lication to wh.ich you 
want to ad'd your tool bar. Then you 
launch Icon-lt Pro's Switchboard, which 
allows you to Create or Auto-Create a 
tool bar. With the latter feature, Icon-It 
Pro buil ds a tool bar based on the appli­

. cation's menu commands. (If you don't 
have enough RAlvf on your Mac to open 

more than one application at once, or 
you're working under System 6's Find­
er, Jeon-It Pro can create a Menu Snap­
shot that lets you assign menu options 
to buttons when the target application 
is not open. 

Once Icon-It Pro generates tile tool 
bar, you have to customize it because not 
every button wil l function correctly auto­
matica lly. You also need to enter the icon 
editor to build an icon bar from scratch. 
You double-click on the buttons to bring 
up Icon-It Pro's icon editor, tl1en link a 
function to the selected button . You can 
even link a macro to a button. If you're 
not completely pleased with the selected 
icon, use the bitmap-editing tools to 
change it or create an icon of your own. 
Icon-It Pro can also extract icons from 
your favorite applications and add them 
to your custom tool bar. 

\i\Then the tool bar is complete, you 
attach it to the program. As your needs 
change, you can edit the tool bar and rein­
stall it in the application. 

Once you get past the steps in this 
process, you'll find that your tool bars 
work pretty well. Occasionally I had to 

re link a button to a command to get it to 
perform the correct operation. When 

building a hirge too l bar and 
attaching· it to an app licarion , 
I sometimes got a message 
that I needed to restart the 
computer to accommodate the 
new tool bar. According to 
Olduvai's tech-support peo­
ple, the Icon-It Pro extension 
loads memory at start-up 
based on the number ofappli­
cations to which tool bars are 
attached. As you expand your 
too l-bar repertoire, memory 
needs may increase. 

Although I didn't uncov­
er any outright bugs, there 

were a few areas of eccentric behavior in 
additio n to the ones noted above. When­
ever I interrupted a screen saver to 
resume work in a program, the Icon-Tr 
Pro tool bar would be all black-it wou ld 
take a second or two for tl1e screen to 
redraw and display the regular tool bar. 
Also, switching from one application to 
anotller resu lted in a momentary delay 
before the tool bar reappeared. Olduvai's 
tech support says the program will per­
form faster in a future re lease. I also found 
that Icon-It Pro didn't deal very success­
fully with appljcation submenus. 

If you're tired of pull -down menus 
and obscure keyboard-command short­
cuts, Icon-It Pro is a usefu l alternative. 
And once you get the hang of creating 
your own icons, it might even be fun.

T'S BEEN OVER A YEAR SINCE J 

started QuickTiming, using SuperMac 
Technology's VideoSpigot board to cap­
ture and then butcher my favorite scenes 
from the Star Trek mo~ies. It's a fairly 
simple process: drop the Spigot into the 
Mac's NuBus slot; hook up the video and 
audio source; launch Super.Mac's video­
capture application, ScreenPlay; and start 
capturing. One catch: If your Mac, like 
my Ilci, does not support built-in sound, 
you need a MacRecorder or other audio­
input device-another expense on top 
of the $500 board. Sigma Designs avoids 
this dilemma by adding audio-capture 
capabilities to its MovieMovie_video-cap­
ture board, at an excellent price. Unfor­
tunately, because the board supports 
only mono sound, the effort may be too 
little, too late. 

Installing the board is simple, and 
since it's a 7-inch NuBus board, Centris 
610 owners need not be left out. On the 
other hand, like the VideoSpigot, the 
MovieMovie lacks the composite RCA 
video cable you need to connect the video 
source and the board, and vou also must 
supply the audio cable. Tl;e board has a 
single female RCA connector. 

The MovieMovie does come with a 
simple video-capture application, Screen­
Edit, and QuickTime 1.6. ScreenEdit's 
start-up window is straightforward; three 
buttons let you play, stop, and record, and 
the zoom box in the upper right-hand 
corner of the window lets you change the 
size of the preview/record window. A 
floating window gives you controls for 
adjusting image brightness, hue, satura­
tion, and sharpness. A second floating 
window provides audio gain and volume 
controls. The clear and concise documen­
tation offers just enough information 
about QuickTime so as not to scare the 
neophyte. Ifyou prefer to do all the cap­
turing and editing in Adobe Premiere or 
Avid's VideoShop, Sigma Designs also 
provides MovieMovie Video Extension 
and MovieMovie Sound Extension. 

The MovieMovie is the first board 
in its price range to use the new chip from 
Sony that converts the NTSC signal to 

RGB directly in hardware. In contrast, 
the VideoSpigot must first convert the 
NTSC signa l to YUV through its on­
board Philips chip and then convert YUV 
to RGB in software. This hardware-based 
conversion, along with a 5I2K buffer, 
gives tl1e MovieMovie board a 15 to 20 
percent speed advantage over the Video­
Spigot. Unfortunately, you have only two 
sizes for recording movies: quarter screen 
(at around 30 frames per second to a fast 
hard disk or, even better, a Ri\.iVI disk), or 

half screen (at around 25 frames per sec­
ond). At full screen, you're limited to 
making single-frame video grabs. 

If you've held out this long for an 
alternative to the VideoSpigot, the 
iVIovieMovie may be what you've been 
waiting for. The price is right, and the 
addition of on-board audio input is a plus, 
even if it is only mono. Now, should you 
buy this board to upgrade your Centris 
610 instead of buying a 660AV? Well, 
that's another review.-DANNY LEE

has n't, but it usually does if yo u open 
more than two tape files without boost­
ing the applica tion's memory by 250K per 
tape.

M o re t roublesome is th e fac t that 
every tape fil e must be a fixed Jength-30 
seconds or 5, 15, 30, or 60 minutes-a nd 
Voice Processor does not notify you when 
you reach the end . To avoid losing dic­
tation, you must watch the Voice Proces­
so r window. Long tapes do not ameli ­
orate this inconvenience because any 
unused tape takes th e same amount of 
space as used ta pe. More choices of tape 
leng th would help: 30 seconds is not 
enough for a business letter and 5 min­
utes is too much. 

L ike a regular tape record er, Voice 
Processo r lets you record over a previ­
ously recorded tape without warning; but 
you ca nno t inser t new dictation in the 
middle of an existing tape as you can with 
the competing product, J\llemorizer (see 
Reviews, August 1993). Voice Processor 
success fully records 30-second tapes 
directly to fl oppy disk, bu t loses chun ks 
of dictati on from a 5-m.inute tape record ­
t:d on floppy . Recording w a hard drive 
presents no problems. 

You can play tapes back at any speed 
from l to 150 percent of normal, but to 
tra nscribe you must put th em into a dif­
ferent mode. In t ranscription mode, 
pressing the enter key plays the segment 
up to the next pause, and you can move 
backward o r fo rward one segment at a 

time, which makes transcrip­
tion mtural and easy. 

Use ful Vo ice Processo r 
saves tra nscripti ons as plain 
text, which you can open and 
form at wi th any word proces­
sor. Too bad you ca n' t oper ­
ate the tape in the background 
whil e typing in a wo rd pro­
cesso r with on- the- fl y spell 
checkin g, smart qu otes, and 
formatting. 

Use ful Voice Processo r 
has what it takes to record mi d 
tra nscribe dicta ti on on a hard 
dri ve, and the sil ence sup ­
press ion and automatic pause 
are very useful. Yet the i1iter­
face is a bi t primi t ive and yo u 
must take uncommon care to 
avo id cras hing. W h en these 
sho rtcomings are fi xed, th e 
program will be a decent value 
(wi th the caveat diat sound 
fi les will sti ll use lots o f disk

The remaining modules are rather 
undistinguished. An Airport modul e 
flashes a quick start-up message to speed 
your passage through airport security; a 
cursor finder is useful on PowerBooks 
with passive matrix screens; and a Menu 
module gives you sticky menus that can 
drop down with or without a mouse-cl ick. 
T here's also a screen saver. T he Disk and 
Modem modules produce menu-bar dis­
plays to monitor disk and modem activi­
ty, but these two modules were nea rl y 
useless, since the displays were barely vis­
ible.High-speed modem-transfer activi­
ty doesn' t seem to show up at all. 

vVhile the competition has added file­
syncing capability, Power T o Go is miss­
ing thi s feature. I would also like to see 
the keyboard mapping of extended key­
boa rd functi o ns that appears in some 
other PowerBook utility products. 

Also included is AJaddin's Stufflt 
SpaceSaver, which , in combination with 
the Magic Menu control panel, gives you 
on-demand compression of fil es via a 
pull-down menu, with a keyboard com­
mand, or by appending a fi le extension or 
label, such as .sit or small, to the fil e name. 
SpaceSaver can also compress fil es in the 
background while your Mac is id le.

Once applications were 
open, though, overa ll system performance 
seemed rurnffected. SpaceSaver does need 
to monitor modem use more thorough­
ly. A few fil e-download sessions term i­
1~ated abruptly when SpaceSaver kicked 
in whi le file transfers were active (the 
screen-saver module produced the same 
problem). 

The basic Power To Go modu les and 
SpaccSaver could be better integrated. As 
it is, you are dea ling with two separate 
progra ms bundled in one box, and you 
have to te lephone separate sources for 
support (Claris for Powe r To Go and 
Aladdin Systems for SpaceSaver). To 
their cred it, both publi shers ' technical 
support-although not toll-free-was 
friendly and helpful.

So, for example, 
if you're hooked up to a network con­
sisting of printers and o ther Macs, tJ1e 
program assL1mes you are at work (or 
anotJ1er location that you've specified) 
and displays an appropriate icon on tJ1e 
menu bar.

You also have a set of network op­
tions, such as whether to save your pass­
word and whether to turn on AppleTalk 
automatica lly whenever you connect to 
a network. You can also adjust the sensi­
tivity of its location guesses, if you regu­
larly connect to more than one network 
(see "On The Road Location Editing"). 

If you need to change control pane l 
settings or use a particu lar application at 
a work site, )'OU can drop an alias of tJ1e 
control panel or application into the 
Startup for On The Road fo lder that the 
program places in th e System Folder. 
Inside, there's a separate folder for each 
location. vVhen you start up your com­
puter in a location, On The Road auto­
matica lly launches whatever al iases or 
programs lie in that location's fo lder. T his 
feature works, but the whole process is 
rather awkward-it would be far more 
convenient to acid start-up items through 
a dialog box. 

For the most part, O n The Road's 
detection scheme works as advertised . But 
it docs have its quirks. One limitation is 
that it doesn't alter location based on the 
presence of a serial printer and tJ1erefore 
wi ll not print automatically when the only 
change in configuration is tJ1e addition of 
a serial printer. T he biggest limita t ion, 
however, is the program 's hardware sup­
port. Vers ion l. l limits you to Apple and 
Hewlett-Packard printers, and modems 
from App le, Global Village, and PSI or 
modems that use Faxstf software. Con ­
nectix promises to add support for orJ1er 
devices in future versions, but for now, 
if your setup doesn't fit this profile, On 
The Road isn't for you.

OP OPEN EITHER A PO\VERBOOK 140 

or a PowerBook 170 and you'll see 
that the daughterboard is marked "Mac­
intosh PowerBook 140/ 170." That's right, 
they share the same guts, except the 140 
has a set of crystal oscillators that keep the 
6803 0 central processing unit (CPU) from 
nmning at full speed, plus an empty space 
where the 170 has a floating-point unit 
(FPU). Change the oscillators and add an 
FPU, and essentially you turn the 16i\IIHz 
PowerBook 140 into a 25MI-Iz Power­
Book 170, minus an active matrix screen. 

That's exactly what Digital Eclipse 
does when it installs its $399 Power Book 
140 F/25 Upgrade. (Digital Eclipse also 
offers a $439 Power Book 160 F/3 3 Up­
grade that increases the processor speed 
of a 160 from 2 SlvfHz to 33lv1Hz, match­
ing that of a PowerBook 180.) 

The F/25 Upgrade is not a user­
installable product; you have to send your 
PowerBook to Digital Eclipse. Typical 
turnaround time is five to seven days, and 
the price includes picl.'Up and delivery 
(add $50 for overnight shipping). 

Digital Eclipse performs a visual in­
spection ofeach Power Book for shipping 
damage, then runs a set ofdiagnostic tests 
to make sure the machine isn't dead on 
arrival. Once Digital Eclipse determines 
that the machine is functional, a techni­
cian removes the daughterboard. 

First, one of the oscillators on the 
daughterboard is moved and another 
oscillator is added. By simply changing 
the oscillators and not touching the 
68030, the PowerBook runs at 25MHz, 
which steps the 140 up to a PowerBook 
145. The increased processor speed caus­
es additiona l heat, so a quarter-inch-thick 
piece of a rubbery compound is mount­
ed on top of the CPU. The compound 
transfers heat to metal shielding under­
neath the keyboard. This shou.ld help pre­
vent the heat buildup that could cause 
premature component failure. 

Once the new oscillators and heat 
sink are in place, the technician careful­
ly mounts a Motorola 68882 FPU in the 
empty footprint directly beneath tl1e 

68030. Although this step requires that 
68 tiny, surface-mount solder connec­
tions be made by hand, the installation on 
my unit looks very clean, with no cold 
joints or excess solder slop. And since 
there are no cut traces or loose wires, tl1e 
finish ed daughterboard is indistinguish­
able from tlrnt of a genuine PowerBook 
170 board. In fact, the System tecognizes 
the modified Mac as a Power Book 170! 

To test Digital Eclipse's claims t11at 
the F /2 5 Upgrade increases processor 
speed by 60 percent and improves math­
ematical computations by several hun­
dred percent, I performed a series of 
benchmark tests on two Power Book l 40s, 
identical except for the upgrade, both 
running System 7. 1, each with 8MB of 
memorv and a 40MB Conner hard drive. 
Using Scott Berfield's Speedometer 3 .2 3 
($30 shareware), I confirmed that the 
upgraded CPU does indeed run 60 per­
cent faster than that of a stock Power­
Book 140. Furthermore, Speedometer 
reported tlrnt Color QuickDraw graph­
ics routines are performed 3 3 percent 
faster, and integer and floating-point cal­
culations are two to three times quicker. 
T he upgraded Power Book .140 showed a 
weighted Speedometer performance rat­
ing 3 5 percent greater than before, mak­
ing it more than four times faster than a 
Mac Classic. Finally, for a real-world test, 
I measured th e time it took to scroll from 
the top to the bottom of a 469K Micro­
soft Vlord 5 .1 document, as well as per­
form a global search and replace. Both 
tasks took 2 5 percent less time on the up­
graded PowerBook 140. 

The F/2 5 Upgrade is supposedly l 00 
percent compatible witl1 all software and 
hardware for the PowerBooks, and my 
experience bears tl1is out. I've had no 
problem with software or internal devices 
such as fax modems, memory modules, 
and video expansion cards. Of course, the 
installation voids whatever warranty may 
still apply to your PowerBook 140, but 
Digital Eclipse has a one-year warranty 
on parts and labor. 

I am very impressed with Digital 
Eclipse's professionalism and the fact that 
the upgrade does exactly what is prom­
ised. For routine tasks, the PowerBook 
140 F /2 5 Upgrade provides a noticeable 
increase in speed, but for math-intensive 
applications that rely on the FPU the 
upgrade demonstrates truly impressive 
gains. At $399, the upgrade seems expen­
sive, but it's the only way to extend me 
viability of the Power Book 140, and is a 
less drastic and costly measure than buy­
ing a new model.-OWEN w. LINZMAYER

The AsanteHub is compact and effi­
cient. The front panel has a si ngl e row 
of 12 ports in three groups of four, mak­
ing it easy to loca te a particular node. To 
t11e left of the 12 ports are tluee groups 
of LED indicators. The first two groups 
give a visual indication of hub utilization 
(bandwidt11 usage) and packet collision. 
These two groups of LEDs resemble vol­
ume-level meters on your stereo receiv­
er. The third group of LEDs are status 
indicators for the nodes connected. 

The rear panel provides the connec­
tion options. An RJ-21 connector lets you 
use a punchdown block instead of the 12 
ports on the front panel. The 3-ln-l Up­
link area provides the three standard con­
nection methods: RJ-45 , BNC, and AU1. 
Redundant links can also be established 
(using one wiring method as a backup for 
another)-this is essential in case one of 
the wiring methods fails. If used in a 
stand-alone environment, t11e extra RJ­
45 port can be used for a 13th node in 
addition to t11e 12 on the front panel. 

To test the AsanteHub, I used ten 
Centris 650s and two ci's, witl1 file and 
application sharing turned on. I then pro­
ceeded to log on to each workstation from 
each ot11er workstation (11 mounted hard 
drives on each desktop). By t11e time I 
mounted tl1e drives on t11e seventh ma­
chine, it took about 5 seconds to display 
the available servers. This was m e worst 
performance degradation I discovered, 
which isn't a big deal. 

I also created overhead on the net­
work by running two different: operations 
(copy and install) between each Mac in fo ur 
pairs ofmachines. After creating tl1e over­
head, I timed the transfer rate of a IMB 
file from one node to anot11er during these 
operations. The first overhead operation 
was to copy a 50MB folder containing a

With this 
overhead, the copy operation took 7. I sec­
onds. The second overhead operation was 
installing 1\llicrosoft \,Yord over the net­
work-the l MB fil e transfer took 7.2 sec­
onds. 'With no overhead taxing the hub, 
the file transfer took 6.8 seconds. 

The AsanteView In-Band manage­
ment software can manage the station as 
a node on the hub; with the Out-of-Band 
version you access your Mac via a dial­
up modem line or directly connect to the 
hub via a seri al port on your Mac. 

AsanteView provides a collection of 
configuration, monitoring, management, 
and mapping options. Installation and 
setup is a relatively painless process. I 
found only one minor problem. The doc­
umentation shows the position of a DIP 
switch incorrectly, but Asante tech sup ­
port was aware of this and gave me the 
correct settings. 

The best part of the AsanteView soft­
ware is its graphica lly oriented approach 
to configuring the hub. For example, the 
port control window shows the front panel 
of the hub with all 12 front ports . You can 
use this window to monitor and configure 
individual port preferences. Available op­
tions include port operatio.n (enabling/ 
disabling), jabber correction (on/off), and 
polarity correction (on/oft), among others. 

Asante provides an incredib le time­
saver for managers who don't have easy 
access to the hub. A window that is an 
exact representation of the front panel 
of the AsanteHub mirrors all mon.itor­
ing functions of the panel. Also included 
in the AsanreView software is a fantastic 
mapping function as well as performance 
meters for the most complete hub­
management system available. 

The network manager can also use 
the software to poll each Mac on the net 
for the type of CPU, FPU, and Mac 
model, as well as the installed RAM and 
system software version. Each polled ma­
chine needs an SNJ\IIP ag·ent insta ll ed. 
(Asante will provide one for an addition­
al charge, or you can use Apple's new 
SNMP for AppleTalk.) 

One minor roadblock is tl1e require­
ment that all machines on the hub be 
assigned an IP (Internet Protocol) address. 
T he IP address gives each node a more 
structured addressing system so tl1at it can 
be easily accessed in a multiplatform envi ­
ronment ofPCs and Unix machines. The 
software has an autoaddressing feature, 
however, for managers who are not fam.i l­
iar with IP-addressing processes. 

T he AsanteHub is a premium device 
at a bargain price, and it fits into the ever­
expand.ing Etl1ernet marker. Asante Cor­
poration's great reputation continues witl1

nal speakers are a must. But are these 
speakers worth tl1e price tag that comes 
with the fancy labe l? 

AppleDesign Powered Speakers look 
like tl1ey're made to sir next to your Mac. 
The>' ' re tnll (about the height of a 13-inch 
mon.itor), platinum, and curvy. Setup is 
a piece of cake, than ks to ~, clear, detailed 
manual, but no thanks to an unnecessary 
nod to high-end stereo paraphernalia. To 
coru1cct the speakers tO each other, yo u 
stick bare wire ends in­
to audiophile-style lev­
er termim1ls instead of 
more user-fri endly ear­
phone-style jacks. T he 
speakers are stu rdy, but 
rather heavy for road 
trips, and th~ir skinny 
tallness makes them 
tippy and unsrnble. 

Sonically, the Pow­
ered Speakers are solid. 
They exce l at repro ­
ducing top and mid ­
range tones and can 
produce uncomfortably 
high volumes \\'ith our 
noticeable dist:ortion. lf 

you want to hook up your portable CD 
player (via a pair of RCA jacks on the 
main speaker), you won't be disappointed. 

AJtec Lansing, while a well-respect­
ed name in home audio, has a few things 
to learn about making PC speakers. The 
main speaker cone sits faceup in a squat 
box while the tweeter flips up and down 
on a hinged arm. This arrangement 
makes sense for traveling, and the speak­
ers tl1 emse lves are li ght. There's also a 
tone control and a DSP (Digital Signal 
Processing) control. 

But any in fatuation with the ACS JOO 
fades about the time you apply power. 
The sound quality isn't as refined as it 
should be-tl1erc's too much emphasis on 
tl1e high end at tl1e expense of the mid­
range. Turning down the treble helps 
some but also muddies the sound. Ac­
cording to tl1e company, tl1e DSP control 
should increase stereo presence and add 
depth, but I didn't notice a difference. 
Also, \vith the vo lume set at a comfort­
able li sten ing level, the Altec Lansings 
hiss noticeably, and on my test units there 
was an occasiona l low hum that didn't go 
away until I wiggled the cords just right. 
Finally, there's no on/off switch. 

Al rec Lansing sells a separate ACS 150 
subwoofer tl1at rounds out tl1e sharp tones 
of the ACS l 00 and gives a growly pres­
ence to a i\IUDI score or a quick round 
of Specn·e, but again, overa ll performance 
is d.isappointing. The bass response is nei­
ther punchy enough nor loud enough, 
even witl1 the ACS L50's volume control 
turned all the way up and the speaker 
placed in the corner of the room. There's 
no power s\vitch, and the Lmir is about the 
size-and weight-of a concrete block. 
You should literall}' weigh the small extra 
benefits this unit might give against its 
considerable heft. 

Eith er set of spea kers wou ld be 
adequate for sma ll presentations or audio 
production, but I would hesita te to rec­
ommend tl1e AJtec La nsing speakers un ­

til tl1 e company works 
out the kinks. The 
Apple Design units look 
and sound good, but 
you can get simi lar 
performance and save 
yourse lf some money 
by shopping at a music 
store (but make sure 
to buy shielded speak ­
ers, as the Apple and 
Altec Lansing units 
are). Just remember, 
once yo u've hea rd ex ­
ternals, you will never 
go back to the 'vlac's 
interrn1l squeaker.

VER GET TIRED OF USING THE SAfvlE 
old Mac? Now Fun is a set of five desk­

top enhancements-all of which install as 
control panels-that let you customize 
everything from menu colors to i\!Tacintosh 
sounds, to liven things up. 

Many of the utilities resemble share­
ware programs you may be familiar with. 
FunSounds, for example, is simi lar to 
SoundMaster, in that it lets you assign 
sounds to computer happenings-at start ­
up and shutdown, when you insert or eject 
a floppy disk, and so on. T he uti lity comes 
with almost 2MB worth of sounds, ranging 
from a baby's giggle to an air horn. It also 
reads standard System 7 sound files, so you 
should have no problem configuring your 
Mac to sound just the way you want. 

FunCursors is a cousin to the shareware 
CursorAnimator. FunCursors lets you cus­
tomize, color, and an ima te the .i'vfac's stan­
dard arrow, watch, text, crosshairs, and 
plus-sign cursors , as well as the program 's 
special ones-from spinning beach balls to 
rotating teacups. Or create your own. 

My favorite Now Fun component is 
FunPictures, which lets you custom-design 
your desktop. Other programs decorate the 
desktop by modifying the standard System 
tiles. FunPictures can use tiles, but it can 
also cover your desktop with a single PICT, 
EPS, MacPaint, Startup Screen, GIF, Wall ­
paper pattern, or Photo CD image. F un ­
Pictures lets you crop and resize the picture 
to fit, although it's slow at resizing. It also 
monopolizes your Mac for a few seconds 
after start-up, a minor annoyance. Many of 
the patterns and pictures that ship with the 
program are either juvenile or dull, so be 
prepared to supply your own graphics. 

FunScreenSa\'ers has modules similar 
to those in Berkeley Systems' After Dark. 
In fact, FunScreenSavers can use After Dark 
modules, although not those from Star Trek 
the Screen Saver-a disappoinonent for 
Trckkics. Many of the included modules are 
just interesting. line patterns; only a few have 
high-quality graphics. More modules like 
Night Rider, which features an animated 
sce ne of a desert motorcycle ride, would 
make this an excellent screen saver. 

F inally, FunColors allows you to 
change the color of just about everything 
you see on your .i'vlac-menu items, window 
titles, and dialog boxes, to name but a few. 
It's not always easy to know exactly what 
you're changing, and a window tinge took 
me a while to figure out (it's subtle). You 
can change colors with several applications 
open, but doing so noticeably slows the 
Mac. Even so, the module kind of grew on 
me. Now when I operate witl10ut it my M ac 
looks naked and boring. 

By no stretch of the imagination can 
you argue that Now l'un is a true Macin ­
tosh upgrade, but it does offer some amus­
ing and welcome changes. Consider it if you 
ever find yourself in a frivolous software­
buying mood.-PAUL DEVINE

Spec­
tre Supreme is different from other games 
with the sa me basic plot because it's so 
engrossing. vVhile it's not exactly realistic­
it certai nly bears no relation to anything 
remotely real-it's very believable. T his is 
partly due to the sense of physical motion 
tl1e game creates: you acn1ally feel like 
you're inside t he game, because what you 
see on screen responds in all details to your 
movements. Also, the Spectre world has a 
sta rk character all its own. VVhen you play, 
you plunge into an intricate, mechani zed 
future. The game's graphics make that 
world come alive. 

In Spectre Supreme, as in the original 
Spectre, your goal is to pick up a series of 
flags and kill the tanks that arc tryi ng to kill 
you . When you get all tl1 e flags, you move 
to a harder level. Spectre Supreme offers all 
kinds of new twists, however: specia l alter­
nate weapons, cybe rmud that slows you to 
a crawl, shields, gateways that transport you 
across the playing field , and other new toys. 
You can also increase tl1e difficulty setting­
which causes the terrain to change and tl1 e 
enemy tanks to get better at shooting you­
and you can customize the keyboard con­
trols. Spectre Supreme also comes witl1 
Sam's Crazy Worlds, a series ofcustomized 
levels. Velocity claims it will be releasing 
more modules to keep tl1e game changing. 

Velocity has also added to the network 
game. fn the original Spectre, there was 
only one game for networks: each person 
played a tank trying to ki ll other tanks . In 
Spectre Supreme, there are 13 va.r iations, 
including Cyberball, which is basically tank 
soccer: the red team tries to knock the ball 
through the white team's goa l and vice 
versa . Cyberba ll lacks the mayhem of some 
variations; in Mano a Mano, for instance, 
you try to kill tl1c other players' tanks with 
no obstacles on the playing field. A message 
at the beginning o f Mano a i\llano says 
"Nothing to hide behind." 

After extensive testing in our lab, the 
,\,1NSTC (Nlacworld Network Spectre Test 

Crew) concluded that the o ri gi nal Spectre's 
network game is superior to Spectre 
Supreme's because it gives players sli ghtly 
greater manem'e rability and speed. How­
ever, Spectre Supreme's single-l1ser game 
is definitely better tlian the original. The 
vast increase in variation far outweighs th e 
small loss of maneuverability. 

Spectre Supreme does have a couple of 
problems. First, there is no way to save a 
game in progress. Second, altl10ugh th e 
!,'llllle frees you to move to another applica ­
tion when you complete a level, you can't 
pause in the middl e of a level and switch 
applications. Also, if you ' re running System 
7 and have other applications open, )' OU 

occasionall y encounter some peculiar color 
changes. F inally, the MNSTC complai ns 
tlrnt in team play, scores shou ld be calcu ­
lated by team and shooting your own team­
mates should be pe[lalized. 

Still, Spectre Supreme isn't like many 
otl1er games i11 which a sinking boredom 
sets in when you realize that you can't get 
beyond a certain point and even if you did , 
it would just be a slightly more taxing but 
similar level. The pleasure o f Spectre 
Supreme comes not in getting farther and 
farther, scoring high er and higher, but 
rather in the almost addi ctive sense of con­
trol that you get from moving that little 
tank around . This game is so much fun , it's 
even fun when you lose.-GIDEON YA FFE

ACK IN Tl-IE DAYS OF SYSTEi'v1 6, 1 
relied heavi ly on two desk accessories: 

CE Software's Di-skTop, which let me copy 
those pesky invisible files the Finder refused 
to see, and Norton's Fast F ind, which 
showed a cute running person as it compiled 
a list of items it found. I stopped usin g those 
DAs lon g ago, and now I've found their 
replacement in Softways' lvlr. File 2 .0. 

Mr. File is an easy-to-use DA that lets 
you maneuver around the desktop and find 
files. Irs Folder window lets you navigate 
your disks and move, rename, launch, and 
copy fi les. The Fi nd window offers search 
criteria, including creation and modifica­
tion elates, using pop-up menus with selec­
tions such as "last 30 days." You ca n save 
the list of found items and later open it as a 
Mr. Fi le file. T he Selection window lets you 
create a li st of files for easy launching. 

lvlr. File uses only 20K of RAi\1 and is 
fairly similar to DiskTop, with one major 
difference: Afr. File offers backgrou nd 
copying and finding. You ca n change the 
product's response by choosing settings 
such as Norma l, Faster, Handling (which 
prevents jerkiness associated wi th back­
ground functions), and Turbo (which works 
in the foreground onl y). T he Normal set ­
ting is described as a compromise between 
Faster ~md Handling. Mr. F ile also has ~­
key equivalents for all major func tions. 

In my tests, copying a L3i\tIB file from 
a file server to a hard drive over an Ether­
net network took the Finder 23 .65 seconds. 
Using Mr. Fi le's Normal setti ng, the same 
task took 57.53 seconds-but it was doue 
entirely in the background. vVith the Faster 
setting it took 22 .28; in Mr. F il e's Turbo 
mode, the task took just 10.78 seconds. 

Mr. File also copies files inte lligently. 
Its vers ion of the "Replace items with the 
same names with selected items?" dialog 
box lets you choose, for example, to replace 
o ld items with newer ones or to synd1ro ­
ni ze al.I copies of a fil e. 

One of my problems with Mr. Fi le is 
its interface, which provides not one but 
two places to select a volume (sec "Getting 
Around"). Also, at one point, a message box 
flashed so quickly I couldn't read it. (I think 
it sa id that ca lculating fo lder sizes would 
take a while.) And while the manual is well

written and entertaining, it comes in two 
parts, one describing an early version of Mr.

If only 
we'd been using Toner Tuner. 

Toner Tuner is :rn incredibl)' simple 
print utility from Working Software. It's an 
extension that lets you adjust the amount of 
toner applied to each print job. N ormally, 
your priJlter uses the maximum amount of 
toner to print documents. vVith Toner 
T uner, you can decrease the amount of 
toner for drafts and less important docu ­
ments, using a slider bar that appears in the 
print dialog boxes. Toner quantity per­
centages range from 0.l to 100_ 

Of course, decreasi ng the amount of 
toner used fo1-a print job means that docu­
ment will be lighter; a document printed at 

50 percent uses half the normal amount of 
toner, though its appearance depends on the 
document type. 

I printed several documents at varying 
percentages with Tone r Tuner. Graphic 
images came out decently; this utility would 
be particularly useful for graphic artists who 
print severa l versions of a design. For text, 

. the readability changes depe nding on the 
font. At 40 percent, thinner fonts in 12­
poi.nt were hard to read, hut everything else 
was surprisingly clear. At 60 percent, only 
Courier, Goudy, and Monaco were hard to 
read in 12-poiJlt_ At 70 percent, most fonts 
looked as though they'd been printed on a 
Stylev\Triter' s Faster settiJ1g. In all of the 
above cases, the larger the point size, tl1 e 
more legibl e the font . 

If you want to print your documents at 
100 percent, simply turn off Toner T uner 
in your print dialog box or set the toner per­

Toner T uner didn't interfere witl1 anv 
of my applications, and its list of produ~t 
incompatibili ties is short (there are prob ­
lems with HP Desk, Vritcr drivers ea rli er 
than version 2-2, Xante's Accel-A-Writer 
upgrade board, and Apple's PC Exchange)_ 
It requires System 6 or later and works o n 
all Macintoshes. 

Aside from my minuscule gripes, Toner 
T uner is an incredibly useful, money-sav­
ing utility . It's hard to assess exactly how 
much money Toner Tuner could save a 
user. But, if your print percentages average 
70 percent, if a toner cartridge norma lly 
prints 3000 sheets, and if your office prints 
18,000 pages a year, using Toner T un er 
could save you $100 an nually_ I suggest you 
only use your printer for final jobs and try 
Toner T un er for your other print jobs. 
After all , if you can't save trees, you might 
at least save your toner.

LTHOUGH DES IGNED FOR ADULTS, 
HyperCard is widely used as an edu­

cationa l authori ng tool. HyperSrudio, a lcid­
oriented imitation HyperCard, is no mere 
clone. Experienced hyperhackcrs will find 
that it has many familiar features , several 
welcome surpri~es, and a few frustrations. 

HypcrStudio documents have the look­
and-feel ofHyperCard stacks, except for the 
presence of color. It's as easy to create a 
HyperStudio stack in which each card has 
a color palette of 16 or 256 colors as it is to 
create a black-and-white stack. You can 
paint color graphics with HyperStudio's 
limited but functional paint tools, or import 
them. You can co lorize buttons and text 
items through dialog boxes. 

Button-creation dia log boxes offer 
more than color; th ey automate many 

processes that require scripting in Hyper­
Card. A few mouse-clicks create a button 
that can play an animated sequence or 
QuickTime movie, activate a self-scrolling 
text fi eld, or control a laser disc or CD . 

The transition fro m HyperCard to 
HyperStudio isn 't completely pl easant o r 
intuitive. T he documentation is incomplete 
and poorly edited. The powerful Hyper­
T.1 lk language has been replaced b>' a lim­
ited version of Logo . HyperSrudio offers 
only one card size. You c~nnot place but­
ton.s and other objects in backgrounds. 
You can record sounds but not ed it them. 
Commands and keyboard shortcuts d if­
fer inexpli ca bly fro1~1 the fa miliar .Hyper­
Card versions, ofte n vio lating Macintosh 
conventions. (For ex;1mple, the keyboard 
shortcut for "Go to next ca rd " is ~€-period, 
which means "srop" in the rest of the Mac­
intosh universe.) 

\¥e tested HyperStudio with a group 
of students and teachers in Craig, Alaska . 
We spent four intense days building a pre­
sentation that included drawin gs, ani ma­
tion, scarmed photos, QuickTime movies, 
narration, and music. \:Ve created and edit­
ed most sounds and many drawings ·with 
other applications and imported them to 
HyperStuclio to improve th e quality. Vle 
also linked several smaller stacks in to one 
large presentation to avoid system crashes.

Even th ough we encountered short­
comings and bugs, we produced an impres­
sive ten -minute multimedia documentary. 
\Vhile we could h ave produced a more pr~­
fessional show using HyperCard, we would 
have needed severnl more days for training, 
scripting, and debugging. Reaction from 
students and teachers was mostly posi rive. 
Some grumbled about the things Hyper­
Studio cou ldn 't do, but most were im­
pressed by all that it could do. 

HyperStudio offers promise as an easy­
to-use authoring tool, especia lly for chil­
dren and teachers. If the pub lishers clean 
up the interface and make th e program 
more robust, it'll be hard to resist.

The Mobile\NriterPS is a sturdy, 
PowerBook-gray box, slightly larger tlrnn a 
PowerBook and decidedly heavier. Setup is 
fairly simple, although I had to read the 
directions. Two latches, one on either side 
of the printer's top, release the cover, which 
then Aips open . A separate metal piece 
hooks into place, creating a paper tray. The 
Mobi leWriterPS has an 80-pagc sheet feed­
er. Although the printer fee ls solid , the 
latches and the sheet feeder feel flimsr, and 
potentially breakable. A bigger prob lem, 
however, is the weight of the printer. The 

Mobi leWrite rPS's 8 pounds, in addition 
to a PowerBook, just doesn't leave me 
mobile enough. 

T he MobileWrite rPS is a therma l­
transfer printer. \ i\Thi le Mannesmann Ta lly 
claims that tl1e printer works we ll on any 
paper, it suggests that sli ghtly glossy, more 
expensive laser paper be used for tl1e best 
results. Macworld Lab tests showed a 
noticeable deterioration in print quality 
from laser paper to plain paper. On laser 
paper the print quality was quite good, but 
on inexpensive bond it was barely accept­
able. T he thermal- transfer ribbons do offer 
the advantage (especia ll y important in a 
portab le printe r) of being impossible to 
spill, unlike toner. Each ribbon should last 
approximately 150 pages, at $ 15 per ribbon. 
This is comparnble to 20 pages per $5 sin­
gle-str ike ribbon for tl1 e GCC WritcMove 
II, another portable therma l-transfer print­
er, or a few hundred pages per $ 19 cartridge 
for Apple's Portable Style \.Vriter. 

TheNlobi leWriterPS is rated at 6 pages 
per minute for text and 4 ppm for graph ics. 
In tests including a multiple-font document 
and a 20-page document using Courier, tl1e 
Mobi lcWriterPS was faster than the ink-jet 
portable prin ters we 've seen. But in tests 
that used QuickDraw (a C laris MacDraw 
Pro document and an Aldus FrceHand doc­
ument) , the Mobi le\ VriterPS was slower 
than the other portable printers. 

Mannesmann Tally's MobileWriterPS 

The Mobi levVriterPS comes with 35 
PostScript-compatib le fonts, plus Adobe 
Type 1 and TrueType support. It's Apple­
Ta lk compatible and emu lates a Laser­
\:Vriter IINT, so it's completely plug-and­
play . The Mobi leWriterPS can print 
approximately 150 pages when the nickel­
cadmium battery is fu lly charged and can 
keep worlcing >v hile the battery recharges. 

At $999 tl1c Mobi leWriterPS is the 
most expensive portable printer we've 
seen-the Portable Style\Vriter lists for 
$449; tl1e \VriteMove II costs $S99. 

If you need a portable printer, this fast 
PostSeript portable may save you time. But 
before you buy, bear in mind the trade-offs 
of its inconvenient 8-pound weight, fa irly 
high price, and need for expensive lase r

T he admin ismitor can configure 
Office Tracke r to open the same boards 
each time you srnrt the program. 

T he network vers ion allows each cli ent 
to customize the appeara nce and layout of 
boards, but Office Tracker provides no way 
to customize a so rt. For example, it so rts 
on ly by the first letter in the name fie ld , so

\,Yh i le Office Tracker is intuitive, easy 
to use, and even fun, the single-user versio;1 
doesn't do anythi ng you couldn't do with 
pen and paper. T he network version, on the 
other hand, is a boon for busy offices. 

T he network ve rsion is set up as a 
client-server package. T he client software, 
V iewer, lets networked users sign in or out 
of the office in seconds. Cl ients can also set 
the Jn/Out dialog box to open at specified 
times. Office Tracker speeds up the process 
of signing in and out by guessi ng individu­
als' destinations. For example, if you sign 
out to lunch at noon every day, the dialog 
box automatica lly displays the edirnble mes­
sage "out to lunch" when it pops up at noon, 
and "home" when you leave at 5 p.m.

He llo Music bundles Yamaha's CBX­
T3 fvllD! tone generator with Passport De­
signs' Trax sequencing softwa re and MIDI 
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Jukebox playback software. The tone gen­
erator (a fancy name for a synthesizer with­
out a keyboard) is a platinum-color box 
about 7 inches deep, 9 inches ta ll, mid I inch 
wide. A plastic base holds it firmly on end, 
so you'll hardly notice it snuggled up next 
to your iVIac. Connecting the uni t to your 
i\1ac is easy, though you have to wade 
through a few pages of the manual to find 
the Nlac-specific section. T he CBX-T3 has 
V.1-inch, line- level out jacks for taking the 
sound to an amplifier, as well as i\1IDI-in, 
-out, and -thru ports. fina lly, you caJ1 plug 
an externa l source, such as a CD player or 
a microphone, into the mini audio-in jack, 
and mix the sound with the CBX-T3, usi ng 
an externa l volume control. 

T he CBX-T3 has 192 voices, I0 drnm 
kits, and digital reverb. It :i lso comes with 
th ree instrument modes-one for General 
i\IIIDI Level l, one for Yamaha 's Disk 
Orchestra Collection, and one that mimics 
the Roland MT-32. T he modes don't give 
you any extra instrum ents-they just map 
the sounds differently. The abi li ty to play 
tunes composed for other devices that fol­
low tl1e popular .MT-32's instrument map 
without remapping the instruments by hand 
is a definite bonus. 

vVhile tl1e Hello Music hardware is 
pretty cool stuff, the softwa re included is 
fu nctional at best. Trax is a Macintosh 
sequencing standa rd that's been around for 

years, and the clunky, black-and-whi te 
interface shows its age; the skimpy, jargony 
manual isn 't much help for MIDI or music 
beginners. Also, Trax was made to put 
music tracks together, not create them; you 
need a keyboard or other MIDI instrument 
and/or composing software for that. How­
ever, many companies (i ncluding Passport 
Designs) se ll li braries of MIDI songs and 
background tracks, fully licensed for pre­
sentation, so you don't need to be a mae­
stro to benefit from this product. Also 
included is Passport Designs' MJDI Juke­
box, which does exactly what its name sug­
gests: plays MIDI songs. You can create a 
set of songs to be played sequentially, or use 
tl1e loop key to play a song over and over 
again-a great feanire for people who need 
background music. 

By itself, the CBX-T3 is an impressive 
perfom1er-plenty of voices and easy com­
patibility with at least two accepted stan­
dards. The included software adds some 
basic functionality . Tf all you want to do is 
play prerecorded MIDI mnes, Hello Music 
is :1 so lid package. Creating a true music 
workstation, on the otl1er hand, requires the 
purchase of a MIDI instrument (keyboard 
o r otherwise, which-surprise-Y:1111a ha 
sells) and composi tion softwa re; externa l 
speakers wouldn't hurt either.

H E. NEW LIGHTNlNGSCAN PORTA­
ble is a lot like Thunderware's ocher 

low-cost hand-held scanner, the Lightning­
Scan 400. It provides the same black-a nd­
white scanning capabilities, the same 
adjustable 400-dpi resolution, and the same 
bundled image-editing and OCR software­
but is tailored especially for Powerl3ooks. 

First, me LightningScan Portable plugs 
into eit11er t11 e modem port or the printer 
port, instead of the SCSI port. That's par­
ticularly good news for Duo owners, who, 
unless they snap on a M.iniDock, don't even 
have a SCSI port. Second, in place of the 
heavy SCSI-interface box that accompanies 
the LightningScan 400, the Portable sports 
a lighter, slimmer interface unit that hous­
es a rechargeable N iCad battery, so you can 
operate the scanner for up to 25 minutes 
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witliout having to plug it into an AC out­
let. Thi rd, it's a modest price to pay for the 
increased portabil ity. 

The LightningScan Portnble is a good 
match for any PowerBook. T he scanner 
wit11 its interface-battery unit adds less than 
20 ounces to your tota l PowerBook bag­
gage. Even so, t11e 7-inch-long interface is 
sti ll a bit clunky. 

Setting up the Lightn ingScan Portable 
is a matter of plugging the interface un it 
into the PowerBook (turning AppleTa lk off 
in the Chooser if you use the printer port) 
and then connecting the interface to the 
scanner. From within t11e Thu nder\.Vorks 
image-editing software, you choose New 
Scan from t11e Sca nner menu, and the 
L ightningScan's LED light flickers to li fe; 
you're ready to start scanning. 

Granted, 25 minutes o f portab le sca n­
ning might not sound like a lot, but remem­
ber, scanning a photo or a column of text 
takes only a few seconds. The Lightning­
Scan's battery drains on ly when the scan­
ner is active, not when it's sitting id le, so 
you can scan dozens of pages on a single 
charge. A DA monitors t11c amount of bat­
tery power remaining. Recharging a fu lly 
depleted battery takes about six hours, and 
Thunderware says that you wi ll have to 

replace the $29.95 battery once a year. 
Switches on the scanner let you adjust 

brightness, resolution (from I00 to 400 dpi), 
and the coarseness of ditliering. The soft­
ware lets you translate the LightningScan's 
black-and-white dithered images into 37 
levels of gm}'· You can adjust t11e brightness 
and contrast of scanned images and apply 
filters to smooth, sharpen, diffuse, or pos­
terize images. ThunderWorks also provides 
basic image-editing tools. 

Though designed as a PowcrBook 
peripheral, the LighmingScan Portable also 
works with some, but not all, desktop Macs. 
The configuration oft11e serial ports makes 
the LC and LC TT incompatible with the 
scanner; nor does it work with 68000-based 
desktop Macs, such as the SE and the Clas­
sic. Jt does, however, work with the 68000­
based PowerBook I 00 and even the old Mac 
Portable. (The LightningScan Pro 256 and 
the LightningScan 400 work with all desk­
top Macs from the Plus up and require only 
System 6.0.7. The LightningScan Portable 
requi res at least System 7.0.) 

If your PowerBook has a SCSJ porr, 
you can get exactly the same performance 
from the AC-powered LightningScan 400.

Ifyou don 't want to fly one of the 
preprogrammed missions , you can jump 
right mto the middle of an ongoing dog­
fight. And if you've got another Mac handy, 
two can pl ay together head-to-head. 

There is very little to dislike about Fal­
con MC. T he disk is copy-protected, but 
it's a one-time-on ly copy protection­
you're asked to look up something from the 
manual upon initial insrnllation . T he pro­
gram uses a fixed-size window small enough 
to fit a l\tfoc Classic screen, even though the 
on ly small-screen Mac Fa lcon MC runs on 
is the Color C lassic. Because it's so com­
plex, the HUD would be well served by the 
abi lity to use more screen area . That same 
complexity also slows the screen redraw 
rate, which is unacceptable on a L6MHz 
Mac unless you turn off all scenery rend er­
ing. Even on an accelerated Mac lid, the 
redraw rate is unexceptional, although 
acceptable. But those are minor inconve­
niences easily forgotten once you 've got that 
MJG in your sights.-MEL BECKMAN

Apple has Macs for all users. 

NE·W 


ln a year that has seen more models come and go than 
ever, Apple continues to shore up its mainstream desk­
top product line to better compete in the \.Vindows 
PC- dominated universe. As part of that effort, Apple 
has now simultaneously enhanced most of the current 
Mac line and revamped how it se lls Macs. Here's what 
these changes mean. 
• The 68040 CPU-the heart of the Quadra-is now 
also part of Apple's bargain-priced consumer and edu­
cational lines. Plus there's a new low-cost Quadra that 
rounds out the 040 business line. 
• The midrange Centris Macs have been enhanced 
and renamed (they're now called Quadras). 
• Several 030-based Macs have been enhanced; one 
resu lt is the first 040-based LC. 
• There are two new Duos and a new type of longer­
lasting PowerBook battery (see "New PowerBook 
Duos," in this issue). 

Gone are the days when each new Mac was a total­
ly new computer. That means lower development costs 
for Apple (and lower costs for customers), fewer hard­
ware versions for third-parry developers to support , 
and the possibility of cheaper upgrades. 

Apple's new Macs also represent a realignment of 
Apple's models and of how the company thinks con­
sumers choose computers. The results are meant to sim­
plify new purchasers' decisions, but for a while at least, 
these changes may confuse current A1ac owners. 

MACS 
We sort out the complex new lineup. 

New Macs in Detail 
First, take a look at the Macintosh desktop offerings and 
see how they match up with your requirements. T he 
table "Apple's Current Desktop Macintosh Lineup" 
shows the specifications for the new Macs. The sidebar 
"The Discontinued Macs" lists those that are being 
phased out, and the sidebar "New Apple System 
Upgrades" deta il s the few system-board upgrade 
options avai lab le for owners of existing systems. 

Professionals' systems The Centris 650 is now the 
Quadra 650, and that just means it uses a 33i'v1Hz 040 
rather than a 25MI-Iz version . Basically, it's a Quadra 
800 in a Centris 650 case. It is a great computer at a 
great price. And because it rivals the Quadra 800 (and 
the Quadra 950) in performance, it's not surprising 
that the Quadra 800 will be phased out in early 1994. 
That leaves one general-purpose tower configura tion in 
the Mac lineup: the Quadra 950. The 950's advantage 
is its capacious internal space for drives, dual-SCSI-port 
implementation for certain types of servers and storage 
systems, and high-level VRAM expansion (enough for 
24-bit color, rather than the 650's l 6-bit). 

Functiona ll y unchanged are the AV M.acs intro­
duced in July (see "The AV i\!Iacs," iVlacworlcl, October 
I 993), although the Centris 660AV is now called the 
Quadra 660A V. 

The new center Four of Apple's new midrange 
Macs have 2 5MHz LC040 CPUs (the version of the 040 
with no built-in FPU) and a single LC Ill-style Proces­
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sor Direct Slot (which accepts boards designed for 
both the LC/LC II type and LC III PDS type). 
They're basicalJy 040-based LC U1's. 

T he Quadra 605 (not avai lable in Europe), LC 
475, and Performa 475 and 476 all use the same sys­
tem board and come in sl im cases. T he LC 475 and 

applications that demand a more capable system than 
these.

A more significant omission for the Quadra 605 
is Ethernet.

Quadra 605 can be ordered wi th 80lvlB or l60MB 
hard drives; a Perfo m1a 475 hns a I 60MJ3 lrnr I dri ve; 
the 476 has a 23 0MB dri ve. By the way, the Quadrn 
605's case differs slightly from tl1e case used in the 
other models, but that di ffere nce is only skin-deep. 
(Apple offered no convincing reason why it coul dn't 
use tl1e existing Centris 6 1 O/Quadra 610 case instead 
of coming up with yet another look.) Apple expects 
individua l Quadra 605s to cost as li ttle as $!000, 
depending on hard dri ve and RAM capacities. T he 
LC and Performa versions should be similarly priced. 

Jn the PC world, the FPlJ-less 25MHz 486SX 
has become the standa rd small -office/home-office 
CPU, used in sub-$ 1000 systems ava ilable at places 
such as Sears, CompUSA, and Circuit City. Apple's 
use of the 25MH z LC040 in similarly priced systems 
looks to be the same strategy. 

But is the lack ofFPU cri tical? For most people, 
the answer is no. AJI of these LC040 systems come 
close to a Quadra 700 in overa ll perfor man ce fo r 
common tasks, and are signifi ca ntly foste r than a 
comparable 03 0-based M:ic-in fact, typi c;1 lly twi ce 
as fast. T he FPU greatly speeds cerrn in ca lculations

NEW APPLE SYSTEM UPGRADES 

F or people with LC II and LC Ill models, 
Apple will offer a system-board upgrade 

to the LC 475 for about $499 . Macworld Lab 
tests show that you will roughly double the 
performance of an LC Ill and triple that of an 
LC IL Apple promises that this upgrade will 
actually be available, unlike the hard·to· find 
upgrades to the LC Ill from the LC and LC II. 

From the now-defunct Centris 610 and 
650, Apple has no system-board upgrades to 
the Quadra 610 and 650, reasoning that the 
modest performance boost is not worthwhile. 
Apple earlier announced that the Centris Macs 
will have upgrades to PowerPC Macs some· 
time in 1994, and these will work In the 
Quadra 610 and 650 as well. But Apple would 
not say whether buyers of the new Quadra 
605, LC, or Performa models would have sys· 
tern-board upgrade options to PowerPC.

T he three Macs in the Performa 460 series-the

faster CPU (331\!IHz versus 25M.Hz). The Performa 
466 and 467 offer a better monitor than the 460 
(0.28111111 dot pitch ve rsus 0.39mm), and all three 
have different se ts of softwa re preloaded on their 
hard disks. T his perhaps represents the Apple defin­
ition of simplification at its most acute-these com­
puters have different model numbers because they 
are sold in slightly different consumer outlets and 
because one offers Super Nlunchers and f.fario 
Teaches Typing, and the other o ffers Monopoly and 
the Apple Font Pack.

THE DISCONTINUED MACS 

In the process of relabeling and redesigning 
boxes, Apple has decided that six earlier 

models need to be buried immediately: 
• The Centris 610 and 650, which are 
replaced by the Quadra 610 and 650. The 
Centris 660AV is now the Quadra 660AV. 
• The llvx, llvi (a lower-performance version 
of the llvx sold only outside the United Sta tes), 
and the Performa 600 (another lower-perfor­
mance variant of the llvx) . 

Another set of M acs are being phased 
out. which means that when dealers run out 
of stock, there will be no more: 
• The Quadra 800. 
• The Performa 400, 405, and 430 (relabeled 
LC ti's), which are being replaced by the Per­
forma 410. The LC II will be sold only outside 
the United States . 
• The Performa 450 (a relabeled LC Ill), which 
is replaced by the Performa 460 series. And 
the LC Ill will no longer be sold outside the 
education market once dealers run out. 
• The Classic II and the Performa 200 (a rela­
beled Classic II) . 

Apple is making deals with volum e re ­
sellers for discounts on the remaining stock of 
many discontinued Macs. For example, Circuit 
City will get the. bulk of the remaining Per­
forma 430s (renamed LC Ill 's) and sell them 
for $999. The price of the Performa 600 with 
CD-ROM drive (a relabeled llvx) will drop to 
$1799 as a closeout deal. Appl e expects 
stocks to run out by the end of the year. 

the sense that rh e Mac is now ca rried by th ree times 
more retail outl ets than it was just a few years ago. In 
a way, Apple has introduced its own lvfa c clones. 

Making Sense of It All 
Despite th e name-juggling and packag·e-tweakin g, 
it's possible to make se nse of the new lineup. He re's 
some advi ce. 
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If you are a first- time computer buyer, you may 
as well do what Apple wa nts you to do and go check 
out th e P e rfo rmas at a retail store 's e lectron ics 
departm ent. They are aggressively priced, and your 
main decision will hinge on whetl1 er you ' re com­
fo rtable with Apple's coarser-pi tch moni tor in th e 
lower-priced variants (be sure you look at botl1 mon­
itors before buying the coarser one). A secondary 
decision is tli is: Are you going to want a CD-ROM 
player som e day? If you will , you can't match the 
system price of th e Performa 55 0 by assembling any 
other combinati on of components on your own. 

If yon have special in terests in mul timedia and 
interactive educational ma terial , the AV Macs are the 
obvious move. If you've managed to live with an S J~. 
or a C lassi c fo r years, you may find that the CD capa­
bili ties of a Performa 550 or LC 520 are plenty daz­
zling in their own ri ght. 

Ifyou already own an 030-based Mac runnin g- at 
25MI-Iz or high~ r , the decision is tougher. You -get 
two to three times tlie perfo rmance b>' migrati ng to 
one o f the newer Qu,1dra s. Or you could wait fo r a 
yea r to see 1vhat the price/ performance situation is 
fo r the first PowerPC Macs, with inevitab le down­
ward price pressures on the Q uadra line. 

Apple obviously had to take dra stic measures 
recently, just to hold market share on th e desktop, 
and M ac owners can' t be blamed for thin king "wait 
<llld see" mi ght be a prudent po li cy. If, however , 
you're working with large da tabases or high-resolu­
t ion color fil es, you 're already wa iting during a large 
chunk of your workday-and your time has irs own 
costs. To make <1 serious evaluation, first look at tlie 
prices in a iVJmworld issue from two years ago and fig­
ure o ut how you wo uld have just ifi ed a purchase 
then. N ow look at th e pri ces in "Apple's C urrent 
D esktop Macintosh Lin eup" and retl1in k th e sa me 
arguments. No matte r how many times the names 
and processors change, the inexo rn ble trend to ward 
more power at lower prices makes this hypothetica l 
two-yea r decision simpler: Get the most power you 
e;111 affo rd now and expect to need later. !.!!

L ike all color LCD screens, the 270c 
screen burns power, and that takes its toll 
in battery li fe. The add itional color cir­
cuitry brings the 270c's weight up to 4.8 
pounds, about a half-pound heavier than 
other Duos. (That's more than 2 pounds 
lighter than the PowerBook 180c, which 
also uses a color active matrix LCD.) 

To accommodate the thicker co lor 
screen , the 270c now measures 1.5 inches 
high, compared with 1.4 inches for other 
Duos. An exo-a tenth of an inch may not 
seem important, but it means that the 
270c does not fit into Apple's Duo Dock, 
so Apple has an upgraded docking station, 
the Macintosh Duo Dock, that allows for 
the tall er Duo. T he new Dock's higher 
door accepts all Duos. Duo Docks 
shipped after the introduction of the 2 70c 
will have the new case cover with a hinged 
door; an upgrade for o lder Duo Docks 
costs $69. The extra height of the 270c 
won't affect other docking stations. 

Beyond the screen, the 270c has a 
redesigned motherboard : the 33lv1Hz 
68030 has a math coprocessor, and the 
system accepts up to 32MB of RAM 
(4MB is standard). If the 270c is plugged 
in to a Duo Dock equipped with a 
coprocessor, the system turns off the 
Dock's coprocessor. T he 270c comes 
wit11 a 240MB hard drive and costs about 
$3000, $3500 with 12MB ofRA.iVl and an 
Express Modem. (See "Duo Speed 
Check" for test results.) 

With the Duo 250 and 270c, Apple 
will ship a new high-capacity Type II 
nickel-metal-hydride (Nil-P) battery wit11 
about 25 percent more capacity. For t11e 
250, Apple says, the battery wi ll last two 
and a half to five hours; for the 270c, two 
to four hours. T he $85 Type II battery 
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also works in older Duos. Software that 
comes with the battery (when the battery 
is purchased as a replacement part) will 
reprogram the EverWatch Batte1y Saver 
softwa re built into the older Duos to 
adjust the charging rate for a higher­
capacity battery. Duos sense which bat­
tery 1:}1)e is in use.

You can upgrade your Duo 210 and 
230 to t11e active matrix gray-scale screen 
for $ 1299.

As usual, t11 e upgrades 
offer li ttle or no financial advantage. 

Docking a Duo 
All Duos have just two ports built in-a 
printer serial port for printing m1d con­
necting to a LocalTalk network, and 
space for a modem with a telephone-line 
connector. Any further expa nsion 
requires a docking station tlrnt connects 
tlu-ough :1 t11 in, wide 152-pin coru1ector at 
the back of t11e Duo. Just about every cir­
cuit in the Duo can be tapped tluough the 
connector- t11e 32-bit-wide data bus and 
address bus, power at severa l voltages, t11e 
telephone-line connection fo r the inter­
nal modem, and more. 

Deciding on an in ternal modem has 
been easy for Duo owners: App le's 
PowerBook Express Modem ($3 19) has 
been the only one available. G lobal Vi l­

BEHIND OUR TESTS 

• Two features affect 
Duo Dock performance: SCSI and 
video. We used our standard suite 
of video tests, which include Word 
and Excel scrolling processes, to 
determine the rate at which the 
dock feeds video to the CPU. These 
tests were performed in 8-bit mode 
(256 colors) on both a 14-inch and 
16-inch Apple color monitor (see 
"Testing the Docks"). 

To test SCSI performance, we 
opened and saved a 5MB Photo­
shop 2 .5 fi le to an external hard 
drive connected via a standard SCSI 
cable. This test determines the rate 
at which hard drive data is passed 
through to the CPU.

• Finally, Apple's Macintosh Duo 
Dock (price starts at SI 079) n1rns the Duo 
into a full-fledged desktop computer, 
complete witl1 interna l floppy disk drive, 
space for another hard disk, two NuBus 
slots, and all the standard ports. A com­
bi.ned Duo and Duo Dock are essentially 
the equiva lent of a Mac Ilvx. Installing a 
NuBus card is a multi step process; you 
have to take apart and reassemble the Duo 
D ock in tl1e process. Some older NuBus 
cards will not fit, although the slots arc 
full lengtli. \ .\lnen docked to this station, 
the Duo's keyboard and monitor are inac­
cessible, and.you wi ll need to buy replace­
ments (a mouse comes with the Duo 
Dock) . For many users, a separate com­
puter makes more sense. 

A Duo in Your Future? 
By fi lling out its Duo product line with 
the 250 and 2i0c, Apple makes your buy­
ing decision more interestiJ1g- and more 
difficult. Buying a Duo no longer forces 
any compromise in screen quality or in 
com1ectivity. And tl1e new docks give the 
Duos more flexibili ty than an}' other com­
puter. If you don't find portability and 
flexibili ty enti cing, }' OU probably won't 
be convinced to buy a Duo. !!!

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Shape and durability Al l the 
portable docks are awln.vard to carry while 
attached to a Duo. The small in-line 
models do not raise the back of the Duo 
and also fit in almost any carrying case 
(see "Comparing the Docks"). The bulki­
er wedge models do raise the Duo's back 
and don't fit into most carrying cases. 

Security Many docks use the Ken­
si11gton security slot, a small opening in 
the docking station that accepts a securi­
ty cable. The Duo itself has no such slot. 
A few docks have a pass-tluough slot; 
.installing a lock in this slot blocks the 
release button so no one can remove the 
dock from the Duo. Many slots aren't 
pass-through, so a thief can stea l the 
expensive Duo and leave the dock behind. 

A Choice of Docks 
Whether you want to attach your Duo to 
aJ1 external floppy disk drive or connect it 
to an Ethernet network, there's a dock­
ing station for the job. Here's a quick tour 
of docks available now, roughly in order 
of increasing price. 

• Apple 's PowerBook Duo Floppy 
Adapter ($ 109) provides an ADB and 
floppy disk port, a minimum for tl1e Duo 
owner who wants to install software and 
perhaps use a mouse or external keyboard . 

• The Lapis SCSI Dock and Newer 
Technology SCSI MicroDock ($199 and 
$ 175, respectively) are nearly identical 

mode ls tliat use the same plastic housing 
as Apple's Floppy Adapter. The only dif­
ference between the two docks is that 
Newer's version supports using the SCSI 
disk mode cable as a standard SCSI cable. 
The Lapis dock doesn't offer this option. 

• The Newer Color MicroDock 
(S345), which weighs in at less tlian half a 
pound, should appeal to you if you don 't 
want to carry a lot of weight but need to 
use a CRT monitor on the road and per­
haps make presentations with sound. 

• £-Machines' Presentor ($499) 
boasts distinctive features for presenta­
tions, with its television output and robust 
support for monitors of all kinds. Its lack 
of a power switch is puzzling. If tl1 e Duo 
freezes, the only alternative is to remove 
the Presentor '~ith tl1e power on. E-Ma­
chines says removal should cause no dam­
age. T he Presentor's flat, deep case witl1 
no base support can exert considerab le 
force on the docking interface; it's the 
o nly clock that could create inadvertent 
tro~ble if something dropped o nto or 
pulled hard on its back edge. 

• Of the two RasterOps docks, the 
DuoMate 8 ($499) makes sense only if 
you need to drive 19- inch (1024-by-768 
resolution) or 2 l-inch (1 170-by-870) 
monitors. Otherwise, you're better off 
spendi.ng an extra $90 for tl1e more capa­
ble Macintosh Duo Min iD ock from 
Apple (which supports up to 16-inch

\iVhen Microsoft fina lly produced a fast, 
stab le version of Windows in l 99 1, the 
world opened up fo r Macintosh software 
developers. They could begin to share 
their precedent-setting wares with mil­
li ons of DOS-based users. Before then, 
some corporate systems managers who 
did not want to support multiple com­
puters and applications throughout their 
o rgani zation restricted i\1acs to the art 
department. But \iVindows 3.1 made the 
excuse for ghettoizing Macs obsolete. 

The pioneering Nlac progr:ims­
from Microsoft Exce l to Aldus Page­
Maker, from Adobe Photoshop to Claris 
FileMaker Pro-are now avai lable in 
\Vindows \•ersions designed to let Mac 
and \iVindows users work on the same 
files. A few DOS standbys, such :is Lotus 
1-2-3 and \tVordPerfect, have reached out 
to the Mac market the same way. 

Worlds 

Developers have done well in making 

these programs work easily in both envi­
ronments. (Some confidentl y use one 
manual for both platforms; Aidus Page­
Maker 5.0 and Microsoft Excel 4.0 are 
examples.) But there are sti ll hurd les and 
bumps on the road to seamless cross-plat­
form computing. 

This article details how to overcome 
most such problems for the mo t recent 
versions of popular cross-platform pro­
grams. (Another art icle in this issue, 
"Cross-Platform Fi le Transfer," covers 
what is involved i11 <lctually moving darn 
between computers.) I looked at common 
features in these applications, but there 
may be other i11compatibiJities. 

A few popular programs are missing 
from this fearnre; these were from com­
panies who declined to provide review 
copies, typica lly because of in -progress 
upgrades. These include Aldus FreeHand 
and Aldus Persuas ion (206/628-2 320), 
Fractal Design Painter (408/688-8800), 
and QuarkXPress (303/894-8888). Others 
were not yet shipping, including Dcneba 
Software's Canvas for V.' indows (305/596­
5644) and Corel Corporation's Corel­
Draw for the i\.1ac (6 13/728-8200). Bur 
you'll find that the techniques I describe 
will still help you use those and other 
cross-platform products not covered here.

Common Issues 
Even though Microsoft \Nindows 3. 1 has 
brought a more Mac-like facade to DOS, 
W indows is nor a Mac work-a like. Some 
of the differences are due to DOS, some 
to Wi ndows (which, sort of like the Find­
er, runs on top of the operating system). 

Version Compatibility Software 
docs not stand still, so today's cross-plat­
form compatibi li ty may be sacrificed for 
newer features on one platform . For

Even if both platforms' compatib le 
versions ship at the sa me time, there's no 
guara ntee that, say, a Nlac service bureau's 
W indows clients will upgrade when it 
does. T hat's why it's important for pro­
grams to support the previous 
version through a Save As 

dardize on this format for cross-platform 
files. Otherwise, when you move fil es 
from the Mac to th e PC, you get unrec­
ogni zable names created by your transfer 
method. T he 8.3 names ca n be obscure, 
but the names generated by w msfer pro­
gra ms are worse. 

The two systems also work different­
ly when identi fyi ng fi les. T he Word icon 
mosr Macintosh users know becomes the 
.DOC exte nsion most PC users know. 
Fortunate ly, you can con fi gure your 
transfer appli cation to automatica lly as­
sign the co rrect Mac icuns tu fl ies crt:<H­
ed on a PC (see the sideba r " \Vhys and 
H ows of Extension Mapping"). 

Fonts Although rhey both support 
Adobe PostScript Type I and TrueType 
fo nts, \l\l indows PCs and Macs don't 
always hand le these fonts the same way. 
T his is particu larly true for Type I fonts; 
si nce the character sets on the two plat­
forms ;i re different, the character widths

And be warned- just because a com­
pany offers a product with the sa me name 
for botl1 the Mac and Windows doesn't 
mean it's a cross-platform program. 
Exa mples include Microsoft \ Vorks, 

lari svVorks, and Peach t ree Software's 
Peachtree Accounti ng progra ms. 

File Names T he Mac supports file 
names with as many as 3 I characters, 
whi le DOS (and thus vVindows) uses t11e 
so-ca ll ed 8.3 fonmt of an eight-character 
name optionally fo llowed by a period and 
an exten sion of up ro three characters 
used to identi fy t11e fi le type. 

Because the 8.3 fo rm at works on 
Macs, cross-p latfo rm use rs shonld stan­
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are often sli ghtly d ifferent. T he font 
names also sometimes differ for t11 e same 
font (t11e classic example, Furura Medium 
on the Mac, is simply Futura on the PC). 
This means a printer or appl ication will 
think ir lacks t11e font required for out­
put. Newer Type I fonts share the same 
character widths and font names, howev­
er, because type developers ha ve begun 
to desiE,'11 rhcm for cross-platform use. 

TrueType suffers fewer of chese 
problems because it was jointly developed 
by Microsoft and Apple. The most com­
mon characters-th e lette rs, numbers, 
and symbols on i1 ll keyboards-arc th e 
same. Spec ial characters vary. T hese 
include some fo reign letters (t11e Mac has 
severa l Greek lette rs thar \ .Vi ndows 
doesn't, such as n, wh ile \Vindows has 
seve ral special characters, such as S and 
jl, which the Mac doesn't); ligarures (such 
as fi, not <Wa ilable on \Ni ndows); and spe­
cial symbols (you can get :;g and 9 in some 
fonts on the Mac but not on \t\/indows, 
and you c:m usuall y get± in \Vindows but 

not usually on the Mac) (see "Sarne Font, 
Different C haracters"). 

There's nothin g you can do to access 
the miss ing· characters short of using a 
symbo l fo n t; but ro address th e mis­
matched character maps and font names, 
you can use software tlrnt translates True­
Type and Type I fonts across plarforms. 
Two such t ranslation packages- Arcs 
Software's Fon1:1\1onger ($149.95, 415/ 
578-9090) and Altsys's Fonrogrnphcr 
($495, 214/680-2060)-are ava ilable in 
Mac and \ .Vi ndows versions. (They also 
le t yuu modif)r fonts or create your own.) 

T he latest versions of PageMaker and 
QuarkXPress also automatically remap 
characters when tra nsferring fi les across 
platforms. Th.is takes care of the most com­
mon characters in the most popular fonts . 
U nfortunately, you can't create you r own 
translation map for unsupported fonts. 

Both programs also automatically 
translate t11e names for those fo nt5 whose 
names differ on each platform (such as 
Furura). PageJ\tlaker goes a step further by 
incorponicing Else\Vare Corporation's 
Panose technology, which categorizes 
typefaces stylistically and lets applications 
suggest eq uivalent or simi lar fonts when 
the origina l is not available. 

Consistent character widths ensure 
tlrnt a document does not reflow when it 
changes platforms; the slight differences 
between some versions of t11e same fonts 
(again, mostly older Type I) can be dev­
astating in a cross-platform publishing 
environm ent. Using translated fonts usu­
ally solves tl1e problem. 

Common Formats Although mosr 
progra ms use their own fi le format, some 
formats transcend a particular appli ca­
tion . These are mostly graphics formats, 
such as EPS, CGM (a n object-ori en ted 
format found mostly on workstations and 
non-Mac PCs), PICT, TIFF, and PCX 
(a widely used bitmap format on non-Mac 
PCs). Bur t11ese common formats are not 
always the sa me across platforms-and 
nor even wit11in a platfom1. 

• Gmphfrs The EPS format has the 
most variance. On the Mac, Adobe and 
Aldus have different types of EPS files. 
Although publishing programs can load 
both, illustration progra ms usually ca n­
not. Jn 'Nindows, th e Adobe Illustrator 
l. l version of EPS is the de facro sta n­
dard . Ifyou need EPS reliability, buy A1t­
sys's $89 EPS Exchange, which mrnslatcs 
between Illustrator EPS and Aldus EPS. 

T he preview header-the image that 
displays on screen, which is a bitmap rep­
resentation of t11e EPS file's underlying 
PostScript code-can also create prob­
lems.

\;\/bi le Mac applic;1tions usually have 
no trouble reading compressed TIFF fi les 
(especially the popular LZ\V type), some 
Windows app lications do (for example, 
Qua rk,~ress for vVindows 3.1). lfyou 
get a pa rtia l o r corrupted image when 
loadi ng a Tffl' fi le, save the origi nal as 
uncompressed and load it aga in. 

• Text Even the common ASCII 
text-only fo rmat varies. Although it 
doesn't support formatting such as bold­
face and indents , ASCCI was for years tl1e 
on ly sure wa y to move data between 
applications nnd across platforms. There 
are two main ASCU vnriants: Apple's text­
only version and IBM's extended version. 

Based on the needs of tel etypewriters, 
ASCII uses two characters to end each 
line: a carriage return (to move the print 
head to the beginning of the line) and a 
line feed (to move the print head down to 
the next line). Apple decided one charac­
ter (the ca rriage return) woul d do, so 
ASCII text on the Mac lacks the l.ine feed 
that PC programs expect to sec.

T hus, ifvou load a \Vindows­
created EPS fi le i n r~ a Mac program, you 
may get a gray box that lists the fi le name 
and creation date. The sa me is often a·ue 
if you bring a 1\:Iac EPS fi le into a Win­
dows program. T he image prints correct­
ly, since the PostScript code needed by 
the primer is platform-independent, but 
you can't easi ly size or crop the graphic 
since you can't sec it on screen. 

For example, you can view Corel­
Draw's previews on a Mac, but not pre­
views from the \Vindows version of 
Adobe Illustrator. Both PageMaker and 
QuarkXPress (on a Mac or PC) now rec­
ognize the Mac EPS headers and Corel­
Draw's PC EPS header, but neither rec­
ognizes the PC EPS header generated by 
Jllustrator or Computer Support Corpo­
r:1tion 's Arts & Letters Graphics Editor (a 
v\Tindows technic;i l-illustration program). 

T here arc two solutions to translating 
the previews: 

I . Explicitly save the EPS fi le witl1 a 
Mac or PC preview (as appropriate) . 
Quark,~ress is one of the few programs 
that offers this feature. 1\:[ac Ulusa·ator 
does have an option to save EPS fi les witl1 
a PC preview, but PC programs still ca n't 
read that preview. 

2. Use a translator program . The 
general-purpose MacLinkPlus/Transla­
tors Pro, $169 from Data\Tiz (203/268­
0030), can convert between Mac EPS and 
PC EPS, but it does not always translate 
the previews correctly, particu larly for 
color files. TechPool Studios' graphics-

T he ASCII standard is defined with 
12 8 characters, but because computer 
data is 8-bit, there 's room for 256. In the 
days of the original PC, IBM added 128 
characters, called extended ASCII. o did 
Apple, but not the same 128. (This is one 
reason special symbols and accents often 
don't wmsfer correctly.) If you must use 
ASCIJ, stick with the l 28 standard char­
acters imprinted on your keyboard. 

Embedded and Linked Files Many 
applications embed otl1er files in their do~­
uments, such as graphics in a word pro­
cessing document. But these embedded 
files don't always transfer across platforms. 
For example, when I transferred a \"1in­
dows \1\Tord fi le with an embedded EPS 
fi le, tl1e EPS fi le was replaced with a PICT 
preview (a tra nslation of the \i'Vindows 
metafile preview for the embedded EPS 
fi le), and tl1e file wou ld not print because 
ofa PostScript error. vVhen I returned tl1at 
file to W indows \;\ford, both the PICT 
preview and the origina lly embedded EPS 
fi le disappeared completely. 

Beware of more complex links, such 
as publish and subscribe on the Mac and 
Microsoft's OLE (Object Linking and 
Embedding) in Vlindows and in some 
Mac app lications. These technolog ies 
make it easier to create composite docu­
ments, but most application deve lopers 
haven't designed their implementations 
with cross-platform use in mind. 

Individua l programs have their own 
idiosyncrasies and strengths that you must 
also take into accmmt when working cross-
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platform. T he fo ll owing evaluations de­
scribe these issues for populnr programs. 

Editing Programs

But em­
bedded pictures were lost, leaving behind 
a prev iew that often prevented the file 
from printing. Jn fact, \ i\Tindows \ Vo rel 
could load no embedded graphics from a 
Mac \Vord file . To keep the embedded 

graphics, you must save the file as a Vilin­
dows Word file first. f<or EPS grnphics, 
you also lose the underl ying PostScript 
code, retaining just the preview. 

\Nord was also un even in importing 
graphics files. The \,Vindows \•ersion, for 
exa mple, could not open Mac-crea ted 
compressed TIFF files, although the Mac 
version coul d read PC-created com­
pressed TIFF files.

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Last year when Macworld Lab found a 
rewritable optical drive that outpaced its 
nearest direct competitor by 16 percent, 
we wondered if the performance of this 
storage medium cou ld get any better. 

\-Vould you believe a whopping 25 
percent better? 

Drives that are based on the Max­
Optix Tahiti IIm mechanism beat out last 
year's speed leader, P innacle .Micro 
PM0-650, by that remarkable margin. 
And the Tahiti Tun is doing so at a high­
er capacity, I GB. 

Besides speed, other remarkab le 
developments have occurred since we last 
looked at optical drives (see "Optical 
Update," J\1mworld, November l 992). For 
one thing, prices for high-capacity drives 
have been dropping; ca rtridges packing 
hundreds of megab>rtes of data now cost 
less than 50 cents per megabyte. This is 
due in part to the proliferation of higher­
capacity dri\'es. T his all means the street 
prices for 51/4- inch I GB and 650MB 
drives shou ld come down to around 
$3500 and $2000, respective ly. 

MACWORLD LAB PUTS 44 OPTICAL DRIVES THROUGH THEIR PACES 

Another reason for this expected price 
drop is anticipation of new l.3GB drives. 
Although these drives were still in devel­
opment when we conducted our tests, 
severa l should be availab le by the time 
you read this article. Macworld Lab 
looked at several drives based on prelim­
inary l.3GB mechanisms, and we were 
impressed by their performance. 

In addition, 3 'h-inch drives are con­
tinuing to multiply. This year, more than 
half of the 44 units Niacworld Lab tested 
are 3 Yi-inch models, and they're cheaper, 
too, with an average retail price of $1400. 

All of this serves to demonstra te how 
optica l is maturing as a storage technolo­
gy. In fact, you may find an optical drive 
an atn·active option as a second hard drive 
or at least as an alternative to tape for 
archiving- all without having to clean out 
your bank account to buy one. 

What Is It about Optical? 
Despite the many func tiona l parnllels 
between optica l drives and hard drives, 
there are important differences between 
them. Take reading and writing, for in­
stance. Hard drives have lightweight 
heads with tiny magnets that fly low over 
each surface of a stack of platters.

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By comparison, magnero-optical (MO) drives' 
heads use a laser to heat spots on a disk while a large 
magnet on the reverse side of the disk changes the 
polarity of these heated spots to represent either 
zeros or ones. These optical heads glide high above 
the surface of the media on one side of a single plat­
ter. The distance between the optical head and the 
media aids removability. At the same time, all of the 
equipment necessary for reading and writing data to 

optical cartridges makes the heads very heavy. 
But some drives reviewed here have an answer 

to this weighty problem-split-head optics. Split­
head optics eliminate this problem by taking the 
heavier components of the head, like the laser and 
focusing apparatus, and making them stati onary. 
vVith fewer parts, the optical head is lighter and thus 
can move over the di sk fas ter than a conventional 
MO head can.

The drives are listed from overall 
fastest (top) to slowest (bottom) In 
each category. To determine rankings , 
Macworld Lab indexed test results 
against the fastest drive in each test. 
Thus, for 31/2-inch drives, the FWB 
hammerDisk 130 gets an index num­
ber of 1.00. and the Maximum Storage 
Cachet System 5 gets a 0.67. Index 
numbers for overall performance are 
listed to the left of the product names. 

Some manufacturers ship with Write 
Verify on and others ship with it 
off-in some cases users can switch 
between the two options. We tested 
all drives in their default configura­
tiop, mean\ng that some drives wdre 
tested with Write Verify on and others 
with it off. Having Write Verify on may 
Increase the time It takes for a drive to 
save, sort, or write. Likewise, drives 
with Write Verify off may perform 
these operations at a sligh tly faster 
rate.

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Another harrier to optica ls' bid to catch up with 
hard drives is the space between the head and the 
magnet. T his space provides an easy path for you to 

in sert the cartridge safely. But the rna g·net in :m MO 
dri ve is massive and distant from the media . Beca use 
of its size, the magnet ca nnot switch po larity fa st 
enough to wri te a pattern of ones and zeros in a sin­
gle pass. To write over exi stin g data, the drive must 
first erase the track containing the data by writing all 
zeros, and then it must switch the polarity of th e 
magnet to write the ones. 

To read da ta , MO drive la sers use a low-power 
mode so that data is not alte red . T he laser beam 
reflects off the su rfo ce of the disk and back through 
the lens to a sensor that distinguishes the ones from 
the zeros. 

Bur the second pass is what is ho lding back the 
performance of optical drives, and manufacturers 
have been working hard to design singl e-pass mag­
neto-o ptical mechanisms. O ne resul t of this work is 
the introduction of phase-change drives. 

Fo r our tests, we received one phase-change unit, 
the Plasmon Data Systems 51/.1-inch RF-7010 drive, 
whi ch is based on a .Matsushi ta LF-70 LO mechanism. 
Pam1 sonic also has a phase-change dri ve, bur the 
company was un able to provide us with software 
before the end of our testi ng. 

Phase-change drives write data in a single pass 
by changing the refl ective properties of the med ia . 
Because the heat of the laser alone changes the struc­
ture of th e materia l, no magnet is required. 

But phase-change is not yet the answer to creat­
ing a single-pass drive. Our tests found the phasc­
changc drive rn be slower than the MO drives. This 
is chiefl y because phase-cha nge also makes a second

HOW DRIVES ENSURE DATA INTEGRITY 

A ll but a handful of the opti­
cal drives we tested have a 

feature, called write verify, as a de­
fault setting. Standard magneto­
optical drives make two passes on 
writes: one to erase and one to 
write data. A wri te-verify feature 
ensures data in tegrity by making 
a thi rd pass over the disk, reading 
back what it has just written and 
comparing it with th e original 
data. Obviously, write veri fy 
slows optical drive performance, 
but most people th ink it is worth 
the wait. 

Configuration options for 
write verify come in four flavors, 
the most common of which offers 
verification as the default, with a 

user option to disable it. This set­
ting gives users the greatest pro­
tection while maintaining th eir 
freedom to choose. Much less 
common is no verification as the 
default with the freedom to en­
able it. This method-used by 
FWB, vendors who bundle FWB's 
Hard Disk ToolKit Personal Edi­
tion with their drives (Liberty, 
Olympu s, and MacDi rect) , and 
Pinnacle Micro- implies a confi­
dence in the soundness of optical 
media that few share. Then there 
is verification with no option to 
disable it, which is used by Opti­
ma , Microtech, Mass Microsys­
tems, Procom, Fujitsu, and GCC. 
And fi nally , there is no verifi­

cation and no option to turn it 
on- only three vendors, Dyna­
tek, ETC, and Mirror, ship their 
drives without the verification 
safety net. 

Without verification you run 
the risk of losing data, but th e 
performance for writes increases 
by about 20 to 30 percent, de­
pending on the application. 

Vendors are currently work­
ing to get around the speed prob­
lem while ensuring the safety of 
your data . Already the high-end 
drives have robust error-co rrec­
tion schemes. 

Further advances in optical 
drive technology should come in 
the next two years. Stay tuned .

caches. Serving as data buffers to and from the disk, 
these small blocks of RA.i\11 usual!>' improve the effi ­
ciency of data transfe rs. High-end dr ives are 
equipped with large caches of a megabyte or more. 
However, caches can slow data-transfer ra tes if they 
are optimized for the wrong data-packet sizes. Cache 
efficiency depen ds grea tl y on the vendor's imple­
mentation as well as on the app licati on you are using. 

A Smattering of Small Drives 
Regard less of size , most of the drives we tested are 
good values. M.ost companies offer a one-yea r war­
ranty, good or accepta ble technica l support, and 
good software. T here are some clear bargajns among 
the bunch, as well as some uni ts you should avoid . 

Performance among 31/i-inch drives was remark­
ab ly flat. An efficient read cache gave F\~TB's ham­
me r Disk 130, based on the Ma tsushita L F- 3000 
mechan ism, the edge in our speed tri als. Ocea n 
Microsystems, Liberty Systems, DG R T echnologies, 
each with the 256NIB MO ST R..vrD-5200-S mecha­
nism, were next in line in terms of speed . \Vi th the 
exception of the DGR un it, these drives ilid well, in 
part because they do not veri fy data after writes (see 
"H ow Drives Ensure Data ln tegri ty"). 

Although, in gencrnl , the performance of the 
256MB drives was slightly fo ster than that of the 
I 28MB units, the l 28MB dri ves are a good dea l, 
mostly beca use they' re about $750 less than the 
256MB drives. 

There we re a lot of barga ins this year in 31/ 2­

inch drives. Seven drives were in contention for Edi ­
tors ' Choice, all priced at less than $ l 000, including 
T hird \Vave Computi ng's and MacDirect's Dyna­

BEHIND OUR TESTS 

Macworld Lab compared the relative 
performance of 44 rewritable optical drives­
from 3%-inch drives with 128MB of space to 
5%-inch drives that can hold 1.3GB of data. We 
took these drives through their paces, reading 
and writing large, 1.3MB PageMaker files, as 
well as sorting a 4th Dimension database of 
4730 records . Our final test targeted high­
capacity transfers with large, simultaneous 
read s and writes from 10MB uncompressed 
Photoshop 2.0 fil es. (Photoshop 2.5 format 
defaults to compression, testing the processor 
as much as the storage subsystem.) Each drive 
was formatted with the software provided and

Drives ro avoid are few. ETC Peripheral s, fo r all 
its good in tentions, has produced confusing software 
fo r its $ 1599 DataDrive 128R. T he interface is a set 
of unlabeled bu ttons with such custom icons as a 
happy Mac for ini tialization and a wheel for driver 

ARE BIGGER DRIVES BETTER? 

T he new 1.3GB drives, besides ottering greater 
capacity, are faster as a class. They use higher 

rotational rates, split-head optics, and smarter con· 
trollers with large caches to achieve their advantage. 
But bigger isn't necessari ly better, as we discovered 
whi le observing the re lative speeds of beta Max­
Optix T3-1300 drives: they were actually slower 
than the drives based on the 1GB MaxOptix Tahiti 
llm mechanism released last year. 

This anomaly is the result of a quirk in the ECMA (European 
Computer Manufacturer's Association) standard for 1.3GB car­
tridges and how they write data to disk. 

Both Tahiti drives implement a format, called ZCAV (Zoned 
Constant Angular Velocity). that packs data more efficiently into 
bands that have variable transfer rates. The band at the inner 
edge of a disk has 1600 sectors, and each successive band adds 
more sectors; the outermost band has the most sectors. ZCAV 
takes advantage of higher linear velocities at the outer edge of a 
disk by reading the higher number of sectors in the same time it 
takes to read the sectors at the inner edge. 

Like hard drives, optical drives usually start writing data at 
the outer edge of the disk surface, where transfer rates are high­

est. With the 1.3GB cartridges, the T3-1300 drive 
starts writing at the inner edge-the slowest part of 
the disk. When using a 1 GB cartridge that conforms 
to MaxOptix 's earlier implementation, the T3-1300 
drive does start writing at the outer edge. In this 
configuration, the beta T3-1300 drives are 21 per­
cent faster than their Tahiti llm cousins. 

But starting at the outer edge doesn 't always 
guarantee speed. For instance, the 650MB ISO car­

tridges also start with the outer edge and move inward, and they 
aren't as fast as the ECMA 1.3GB cartridges. Without the addi­
tional sectors provided by ZCAV on the outer bands, the drive 
still reads only the same number of sectors per revolution as it 
does on the inner tracks. 

Writing to the inner band first is inherent in the ECMA stan­
dard, so other 1.3GB drive mechanisms will have the same prob­
lem. Alphatronix will include an option (not the default) to for­
mat the disk so that writes begin in the outermost band and work 
their way in, band by band. A simpler way to get around the 
1.3GB format limitations is to partition your cartridge. The first 
partitions you create will be the slowest. A 1 OOMB-to-200MB 
partition at the outer edge will guarantee the best performance.

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installation. Although these icons are cure, they're 
unintuitive. Fortunately, the help icon is obvious-a 
question mark. 

Others to steer clear of include Procom Tech­
nology's MEOD 128, which atS!895 gives you com­
pulsory write verification that you can't disable, and 
unacceptable technical support. Ricoh Corporation's 
Transporter Macie drive has a $1995 price tag that 
is S500 above the average street price of the other 
31/1-inch drives we tested. Since the only redeeming 
value of this drive is the manual that comes with the 
software, thi s is not a very good va lue. Finally, avoid 
the DynatekROS128- $2295 is too much money for 
a drive that has no manuals, so-so software, metlim:rc 
technical support, and an ugly case. 

The Big and Heavy Hitters 
The PU Infinity MaxOptical Ilm, with its Tahiti Ilm 
mechanism, unseated the Pinnacle PM0-650. T he 
lvlaxOpt:ical Ilm's performance outstripped our ex­
pectations while offering a reasonable price of$4113. 

However, there still is a reason to recommend 
the PM0-650. It remains the fastest 650MB drive 
with a reasonable price, $3 199. But that doesn't mean 
this unit is without problems. Because Pinnacle uses 
spin rates that are too high for most media, PMO 
cartridges are incompatible with other drives. A far 
greater drawback (and one of the only serious prob­
lems I had using any formatting software) is that 
Pinnacle Micro's PMO Formatter l.3r0 let me re­

move my Start-up partition. T his would be the equiv­
alent of the Macintosh Operating System allowing 
you to format your sta rt-up disk-which it does not. 
And neither should Pinnacle J\tlicro's software. 

You can find 650MB units for less than S3000, 
but they'ye not tl1e good, all-around values that tl1e 
128MB 31/i-inch drives are. T he best of the 650MB 
drives include ClubMac's Sharp JY-750, with its 
$1829 list price. 

On the downside of 650MB units, Microtech 
Internationa l surprised us by having unacceptable 
technica l support. Liberty also has poor tech sup­
port along with absurdly inadequate user manuals. 
DGR did well in most areas, but its cartridge with 
Anubis driver software would mount only in Sony 
mechanisms. 

Drives to avoid include the 650MB units from 
Dynatek, Ricoh, and Procom. Like their siblings in 
tl1e 3 'h-inch form factor, these drives as a group had 
the worst price-to-performance value, and they pro­
vided poor overall value. 

No Slowing Down for Optical 
\Nitl1 competition increasing in every facet of the 
storage market, optical vendors intend to push the 
capacities higher while attempting to eliminate per­
formance bottlenecks tlrnt keep optical lagging far 
behind hard drive performance. 

A newly proposed standard capacity of 23 0MR 
for 31/i-inch optical drives, sponsored by big players 
such as Sony and IBM, may leave MOST's 256l\1B 
format out in the cold. The standard guarantees users 
compatibility between many drives, as well as back­
ward compatibil ity for existing 128MB media. Prod­
ucts developed according to this new standard are 
due out in mid-1994. And capacities may continue

By ilie time you read tl1is, you might wallt to con­
sider one of the bevy of 51/i-inch l.3GB drives that 
are due out relatively soon. vVe glimpsed speeds of 
the future in a test of prerelease l.3GB drives using 
MaxOptix T3- 1300 mechanisms. (Based on our ear­
lier look, iliese drives should perform at speeds close 
to low-end hard drives.) The l.3 GB mechanisms 
aren't without their qu irks, though the oddities 
have more to do witl1 how cartridges at these capac­
ities are formatted than ''~th the mechanisms them­
selves (see "Are Bigger Drives Better?"). Expect 
prices for these units to be at the h.igh end, ranging 
from $3800 to $4300. 

Otl1er vendors were also readying JJGB mech­
anisms at the time of our testing, amo ng them 
Pirurncle Micro, Sony, Ht:wli::tt-PackarJ, ;rnd IBM. 

Not content to rest on their laurels, manufacmr­
ers plan to push 51/4-inch cartridge capacities to 
2.6GB i'n the next year. According to MaxOptix, sin­
gle-pass writes are expected by the end of 1995. 
However, the fabled blue-light lasers that promise 
to increase capacities fourfold over 650MB are sti ll a 
good four years away. 

Ambitious design and engineering investments 
in rewritable optical technolO[,'}' will be matched by 
otl1er storage technologies. However, new products 
will w1doubtedly move current top-of-tl1e-line drives 
down to affordable levels while their performance 
approaches that of hard drives. So optica l drives may 
indeed compete with hard drives for a prom inent 
place on your desk. m

GRAPHICS PROFESSIONALS SHARE THEIR SECRETS 


by Cathy Abes 
Artist: Darrel Anderson, together with 
hi s partner Rick Berry, has created 3-D 
ill ustrations and animations on the Mac 
for the past six years. T he .image shown 
here-and many others produced by 
Anderson and Berry through their studio, 
Braid-will appear in a book, also called 
Brnid, to be published in 1994. 
How It Was Done: Anderson designed 
this 3-D illnstration for a promotional 
piece to showcase severa l Pixar shaders 
he wrote for use with RenderMan. 
Shaders similar to the ones shown here 
are available from The Valis Group 

. (5 10/236-4124; fax 510/236-0388). 
In Swivel 3D, Anderson began by 

building and posing the basic models, 
which he output in RenderMan's RIB for­
mat. Then, using a conversion utility he 
had previously created, he altered the RIB 
fil es to convert them from Swivel's polyg­
onal structure into parametric objects. 
T his produced smoother, better- looking 
models that wou ld render about two to 
three times faster in RenderMan. 

Then Anderson imported the models 
one by one into Pixar ShowPlace, where 
be positioned them, added other objects 
such as the floor and the square-shaped 
stone slabs. Next he added lighting: two 
distant light sources; two spotlights, one 
emanating from inside the lamplike screen 
of the console and the other from direct­
ly behind it; plus some ambient light. 

Also in ShowPlace, Anderson posi­
t ioned tl1e camera and app lied various 
shaders to the objects. Then he saved the 
entire scene as a RIB file and rendered it 
with RenderMan using the rendering 
application RenderApp. 

After importing the final rendered 
image into Adobe Photoshop, where he 
adjusted color balance, brightness, and 
contrnst, Anderson placed a previously 
rendered 3-D image behind the robots as 
a fururistic backdrop. 

The models took about 20 to 30 
hon rs to create; the setup of the scene 
for rendering rook another 15 hours; and 
the fina l rendering took about 12 to 14 
hours. "J he final image size was 6MB . m

guide, interactive rutorial, and comprehensive hyper­

tem look slapdash by comparison. 
Tech support U nfort1.111ately , neither vendor scored 
particularly well in answering our battery of tech­
support questions. Only one of the calls resulted in a 
rating better tha n poor (the one successful cal l- to 
Aldus-resulted in g·ood answers with no waitin g). 
vVhile the tech-support represe ntatives were fr iend­
ly and helpful , they were (in five cases out ofsix) sad ly 
lacking in knowledge of how the ir products work. 

Which One's for You? 
You ca n create consummately professional publica­
t ions of almost any type with either of these pro­
grams. The differences li e in how easily you ca n pro­
duce those documents. 

For longe r and more text-intensive documents, 
PageMaker's superior style sheets and book rools 
give it the edge. For more design-intensive work 
(brochures, ads, fli e rs), QuarkXPress's gro upin g, 
locking, ali gnm ent, and distributi on too ls make 
it <1 be tter cho ice. PageMaker handl es color E PS 
fil es and the mechanics of color separation be t­
ter (nrnkjng it a good choi ce for production work), 
whil e Qua rkXPress h;1 s EfiColor co lor mana ge­
ment (a plus fo r design work and separating RG 13 
fil es directly). 

If you ha ve a liberal software budge t, Qua rk­
XPress may be tl1e best choice beca use ofa ll the avail­
able XTensions. Those XTensions go a long way 
toward minimizing Quark.X.P ress's fa ilings vis-a-vis 
Pagei\llaker- and taking it into whol e new realms.

Data Processing on the Mac 

DO YOU SUSPECT THAT YOUR MAILING 
list contains thousands of duplicate en­
tries? Did a temporary employee post 948 
checks in your accounting system with the 
CAPS LOCK KEY DO\VN? Is the data 
you need to look at with a spreadsheet 
stored in some oddball format on the 
company mainframe? Do you need to ex­
tract some records from two different files 
and combine them into a third file? And 
how can you get those product descrip­
tions from a FileMaker Pro database into 
a catalog you're laying out with a publish­
ing program? 

Normal database programs aren't de­
signed for tasks like these, so you need 
specialized data processing utilities. Data 
processing utilities don't have features for 
creating fancy data entry screens, typing 
new records, or browsing, because they 
work with existing databases-created 
with Mac data managers or transferred to 
the Mac from other computers. 

We aren't talking glamourware 
here-the utilities I'll describe are no-frills 
affairs from the unsung-heroes ward. But 
when you need their data-massaging 
skills, they're priceless. 

How Data Processing Works 
T he utilities I'll concentrate on are 
\VorksWare's Data.Mate, Seawell M.icro­
Systems' DataMerge, and Main Event 
Software's Rosanne (I worked with an 
early prototype of Rosa1me; Main Event 
expects to ship Rosanne before the end of 
the year). I'll also look at some data pro­
cessing utilities geared for database pub­
lishing (see "Publishing Yottr Database"). 

Data processing utilities operate on 
text files-files containing only raw text­
not on files formatted by a data manager. 
Ifyou need to modify a database created 
with, say, FileMaker Pro, you must export 
the database to a text file. You can also use 
a data processing utility to process spread­
sheet data-just save the spreadsheet in 
text-only format. 

A data processing utility accepts one 
or more of these text-only input files, 
modifies the data according to your speci­

fications, and then crefttes a text-only out­
put file, which you can import back into 
your database program. Processing the 
data into the form you want often requires 
several steps, so the final product may 
benefit from some advance planning. In 
fact, you might be wise to sketch out the 
steps to make sure you're being efficient­
it doesn't make much sense to first sort 
your data on one field if you plan to de­
lete most of the records based on the con­
tents of a different fie ld . 

Case Workers 
A database whose entries are in all-capi­
tal letters is fine for printiJ1g mailing labels 
and the like, but it's unsuitable for tasks 

record is separated so that 
your database program will 
be able to tell where one 
ends and the next begins. 

Most Mac database 
managers (and spreadsheets) 
can import and export fil es 
with the fields delimjted by 
tabs or commas and the 
records separated by car­
riage returns. But if your 
database came from a mini­
computer or mainframe, it 
may not have these delim­
iters. Mini and mainframe 
databases often have ftxed­
length records: instead of 
each record's length vary­
ing to accommodate the 

such as creating customized form letters 
using a word processor's mail merge tea­
ture; nothing gives away a form letter 
more than a salutation such as "Dear i\llR. 
DAVE BYRD." 

Basic data managers such as Fi le­
Nlaker cannot convert case. \i\'ith the pro­
gramming language in high-end databases 
such as 4th Dimension or FoxBase+/Mac, 
you could write a program to examine 
each word and capitalize its first charac­
ter. But a much easier method is to use 
\;\.Torks\;\.Tare's DataMate. 

After you have specified the input fil e, 
indicate which fie lds vou want Datalvlate 
to include in the output file, select the 
field (or fields) whose case you want to 
convert, and choose Text Conversion 
from the Options menu. Select the de­
sired conversion option, click on OK, 
specify a name for the output file , and 
then click on Process. 

Unfixing Field Lengths 
A thornier chore involves modifying a 
database that was created on a different 
type of computer, such as a minicomputer 
or mainframe. To be able to bring the 
data into a Mac data manager, you must 
ensure that the database is properly delim­

ited-that each field and 

data within it, all records 
are the same length, and 

each field has a specific number of char­
acters-15 for a last name, for example, or 
2 for a state abbreviation. If a field isn't 
full, the database manager simply rncks on 
empty spaces. (The fixed-length data for­
mat lets the computer run at full steam 
with no need to watch for the next tab or 
comma, but tlus format truncates records 
that are too long.) 

All three packages can convert fixed­
length data to a delimited format. The

~ 	 PUBLISHING YOUR DATABASE 

T he art and science of combining a database with a publishing program Is 
called. logically enough, database publishing. Any structured document that 

originates as a database Is a candidate for database publishing; examples include 
telephone and personnel directories, catalogs, real-estate listings, and price lists. 

Most Mac database managers provide extensive layout features, so why bother 
going to a publishing program? One reason is superior typographic features, such 
as text kerning and tracking, to Improve legibility and aesthetics. Publishing pro ­
grams also offer superior printing and graphics-manipulation features . 

There's a first-rate database-publishing utility for each of the two top publish­
ing programs. For Aldus Pagefv1aker, there's Step Two's DataShaper 1.2, and for 
QuarkXPress, there's Em Software's XData 2.0. The two utilities are similar. After 
exporting a database to a delimited text file, you create a template that tells the 
publishing program how to format each field-where to place it on the page and 
what typographic attributes to use. You then import the database text file and 
apply the template. Both utilities have advanced features-they can import graph ­
ics, print text only if certain conditions are true (for example, you can set them up 
not to print a field label reading "Fax Number" if the fax field in the data file is 
blank) , generate automatic headers and footers, and more. DataShaper can also 
tap into PageMaker's indexing features to automatically index a publication. 

If you use ACI US's 4th Dimension database manager and Frame Technology's 
FrameMaker publishing software, you can get a free database-publishing utility 
from ACI US. 40/FrameConnection is a collection of 40 external procedures that 
enable 40 to generate text files containing data from the database with the neces ­
sary formatting codes in FrameMaker's mark-up language. When you Import the 
text files, FrameMaker interprets the codes and formats the fields accordingly. 

specifi c steps vary from package to pack­
age , but g·enerally, the process involves 
identifying· each fi eld in the input fil e and 
th en specifying what kind of delimiters 
you want in the output fil e (see "Dara Pro­
cessing on the ?viac"). 

Removing Duplicates 
Accumulating duplica te reco rds is espe­
cially common in mailing- list databases: 
sli ght variations in a name or address be ­
come new records in the database. Purg­
ing dupli ca tes from the list eliminates 
sending multiple copies o f a mailing ro the 
sam e household, whi ch saves on postage 
and printing costs; reducing the number 
o F records in th e database also increases 
perfo rmance. DataMate and Rosanne can 
locate and delete duplicates. 

D :itai\tfate's Duplicate Record E limi­
nator dialog box lets you fin e-tune what 
the program fl ags as a duplicate . You can, 
for i.nstance, te ll D ataMate to check capi­
t:1lization wh en comparing records. Acti­
vatin g this option lets you snare subtl e 
duplicati ons like "Jack lvJcDufP' and "Jack 
M cduff." DataMate can save the deleted 
records in a separate fil e, where you can 
make sure yon really want to delete them, 
or you ca n have DataM.ate ask if it should 
keep or discard each suspect record 
(though if your database is big, you' re 
going to get mighty bo red with that). 

Data1\1ate al so lets you specify that 
only certain fi elds be checked for dupli­

cates. For example, you probably won't 
want to check the City, State, or Zip Code 
fields for duplicates- a mailing-list data ­
base will be filled with th em. 

Stripping and Changing Fields 
Say your company has a client database 
containing names and addresses along 
with buying histories and credit i.nfonna ­
tion. You want to use those names and 
addresses in a new database, but you don 't 
need all the other information. Some M ac 
database programs let you speci fy which 
fields to export, but if you're working with 
te:>..1: fil es that originated on a main frame, 
nirn to a data processing uti lity. 

StTipping· out certain fields involves 
first speci fying th e input fil e and th en 
specifying which fields you want the out­
put fil e to contain. DatalVlate, DatalVlerge, 
and Rosanne can handle that. 

Rosanne has a unique feature that lets 
you change the con ten ts of fi elds. The 
Recode option is Rosanne's equ ivalent o f 
a word processor's search-and-replace fea­
ture. Say your input file contains a State 
fi eld, but you want the output fil e to sim­
ply reflect what sales territory cljents are 
in-Northwest, \Vestem,' Midwest, and 
so on . Supply Rosa nne with a list of 
the states in each territory, and Rosanne 
will examfoe each record 's State fi eld and 
replace the state information with the 
territory value.

Merging Ahead 
Another data processing scenario involves 
combining databases. For exa mpl e, if 
you have severa l databases, each with sa les 
information for one county, you can 
merge them to produce a sta ~e\;ide s;1les 
data base. 

Darn.Merge and Rosanne have merg­
ing features. In DataMerge, merging da­
tabases i1wolves specifyi11g the input files 
an d then selecting the fi elds tha t you want 
to be written to the output file. 

Rosanne's merging features are more 
sophisti cated . It can perform a relational 
merge, which means that it adds a record 
to the output fil e only if the contents of 
fields you specify match values you speci~' 
in more than one input fil e. For example, 
you could do a re lational merge of a da­
tabase of customer names and addresses 
with a database of customers' recent pur­
chases to find out how much response you 
got from an advertisement ta rgeting acer­
tain area. Rosanne could also save records 
that don't meet both fil es' criteria to a 
sepa rate fil e, which would pinpoint cus­
tomers who haven 't purchased recently. 

Other Data Processing Jobs 

I've covered t11e primary uses of data pro­

cessing uti lities; here's a brieflook at some 

of t11 e other tasks you ca n perform. 


• Processing zip codes T he United 
States Postal Service offers discounted 
rates on bulk mailings addressed with 
nin e-digit zip codes. For no charge, the 
Postal Service will add t11e e:-..tra four dig­
its to mailing-list fil es that you submit­
if t11ose files are in a speci fi c format. Data­
Mate can convert your data fil es to the 
right format. (For more in fo rmat ion 
about this, contact the Post Office's Disk­
ette Processing Services Department at 
t11e National C ustomer Support Center, 
800/238-3 150.) 

• Sampling Sometimes you may 
want to extract only a certain number of 
records from a database. P erhaps you 
want 1000 records out of a I 00 ,000­
record database for a test mailing. Or per­
haps you have thousands of records of 
data points generated by a laborato1y in ­
strmnent, and you want to extract a rep­
resentative sampling of them for statisti­
ca l analysis or gra phing. You can tell 
Da taMerge and Rosa nne to write only 
every nt11 record to the output fi le-every 
thjrd record, every tent11, and so on. 

• Scripting Ifyou need to make t11e 
same changes to the same kind of data files 
repeatedly, speci~1ing field and conversion 
options for every run gets old fast.

A typical data processing task involves preparing mainframe data for use in a 
Mac database or mail merge. In this example, the data is in fixed-length 
format; each field is the same length In every record and must be converted 
wi th a data processing utility to a delimited format, in which a delimiter (such 
as a comma) separates each field . 

Fixed-Length Format 
In this mainframe data file, the LASTNAME field contains 10 characters-if the 
name is shorter, as is SMI T H, the field is filled up with blank spaces (a longer name 
would be truncated) .

But if 
you're working with minicomputer or 
mainframe databases-or even with dBase 
or Lotus 1-2-3 files stored on DOS PCs­
check out Snow Software'.s Snow Report 
V\' riter. It can create reports that combine 
data from numerous files, and it provides 
on-screen rulers and other tools for de­
signing forms si milar to (but not as com­
plete as) those ofa Mac darabase manager.

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ot long ago, finding documents 
with information you needed 
meant looking through bankers 
boxes f·ull of musty file fo lders, 
leafing through the Reader's Guide 
to Periodical Literrtture, or making 
yourself queasy skimming rolls of 

microfiche just to find two paragraphs 
relevant to your search. 

Fortunately, recapturing the past is 
easier these days, thanks to special sofuvare 
for archiving and reu·ieving text. T he 
primary function of text-archiving-and­
retrieval sofuvare is to store text on your 
computer and to find it for you later. The 
most basic text-retrieval packages, such as 

Claris's Retrieve It, Alki Seek, Microlytics' 
Gofer, and On Technology's On Loca­
tion, respond to your typing in a word or 
several words-jazz and Charlie Prn-kcr, 
for example-by listing all fi les on the vol­
ume you're searching that contain those 
words. These packages are well suited for 
individuals who must often dredge up half­
remembered Facts or deeply nested files. 

But many retrieval packages go far 
beyond simply finding a few words. The 
high-end packages, as well as On Loca­
tion, preindex text or store it in an ar­
chive- a text database-to speed up the 
search. Many, including Blueridge Tech­
nology's Optix Network NLS (Natural 
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Locate any information, anytime, anywhere 


Language System), Apple's AppleSearch, 
and Mainstay's MarcoPolo, are designed 
for network access to an organization's 
darn; in fact, some products, such as Ver­
ity's Topic and Excalibur Technologies' 
PixTex/EFS (Pictures and Text/Elec­
tronic Fi ling System), even let Mac clients 
access data stored on a non-.Mac server. 
And others, including Knowledgeset's 
GrnphjcKRS (Knowledg·e Retrieva l Sys­
tem) and Fulcrum Technologies' Search­
Too ls, ac tually include programming 
tools for designing a custom interface, 
which is especially useful for d is tributing 
your organization's a.rchives-or even 
selling information-on CD-ROM. 

Advanced Search Features 
A simple word search can return a list of 
document~ so long you'll wish you were 
back at the microfiche reader. Boolean 
operators-AND, OR, and NOT-and 
proximity operators are useful for zero­
ing in on the text. For instance, a search 
for Jazz Al\T]) Monk \i\'1THI N 10 New 
Yo rk yields documents containing both 
Ja zz and Monk, but only if these two 
words are witilln ten words of New Y01k 

\ i\!ilei-ca rd searching and fuzzy 
searching, which looks for approximate 
spellings, come in handy when you don't 
know the exact spelling of a word, or if 
you're looking for related words . For 
instance, Bio* (the asterisk is a common 
wild-card symbol) might find Biology, Bio­
chem isny, and Biotechnology. 

Some high-end packages, such as 
AppleSea rch, Personal Library Software's 
Personal L ibrarian, and Opti.~ l ct\vork 
NLS, provide a natural-language search 
engine, so you mn type what you wanr to 
find in plain English. If you look for the 
phrase "a rticles about modern music;' the 
program might return files with informa­
tion about the Spin Doctors, jazz, and Bran­
ford MarsaHs. Natural-language searching 
understands relationships between words, 
either by looking them up in a built-in dic­
tionary and thesaurus, or by analyzing the 

content5 of documents and finding words 
that frequently occur togetl1er. 

Even with a!J these search tools, you 
can wind up with a lengthy li st of 
rea·ieved files. Ifyou didn't create tl1e files 
yo urself, you have no way of lmowing 
which make only passing reference to the 
search term and which are useful. Fortu­
nate ly, some natural-language systems 
figure this out for you and rank the files 
according to their relevance. 

Finding Your Search Tool 
Searching for a text-retrieval package can 
be abou t as compljcated as searching for 
documents, so decide what you want to 
accomplish before you choose a package. 

For insrn nce, if you have an 80MB 
hard disk and your filing system is totally 
disorganized, a bas ic retrieva l package can 
help you find lost files more eas ily. Alki 
Seek, Retrieve It, Gofer, and On Location 
are geared for thjs. All four packages pro­
vide the basic Boolean operators, but 
beyond that there's a big gap in offerings. 

Retrieve It has the most basic set of 
sea rch tools: Booleans and proximity 
searching. However, it does provide a 
smorg-asbord ofproximity sea rches, letti ng 
you look for words before or after other 
words, fo r example. It can pause a search 
in progress or sea rch in tl1e background. 

Gofe r is sli ghtly better, lettin g· you 
search for up to eight words separated by 
the Boolean and prorimit:y operators and 
adding \1;ild-ca rd searches. You ca n search 
in the background with Gofer and search 
Ii.Jr near spellings . Hmvever, since Gofer 
doesn't run on the 68040 processor and 
Microlytics has no plans to update the 
program, avoid Gofer if you own or plan 
to buy a newer l\1ac. 

Gofer :md Retrieve It are outdone by 
Alki Seek. Seek o ffers mo re text-search 
criteria than you ever thought possible. Its 
well-designed query window won't over­
whelm you, ~111d its Banter Box describes 
in plain E nglish what you' re sea rchin g· 
fo r. You can save and reuse your sea rch 

criteria, and Seek also lets you open up a 
document and view it in its original for­
mat-Seek supports XTND as well as 
formats of major programs like Word and 
PageMaker. (Retrieve It and Gofer can 
show the text of found documents witl1­
out formatting.) However, Seek can't 
search in the background, and it doesn't 
have relevance ranking. 

T hese tluce packages arc painfully 
slow for large amounts of text because 
they have to read tl1rough the actual files. 
In an informal test on a PowerBook 140, 
I searched for Macintosh AND Centris in 
roughly 3 77MB of text from back issues 
of.Mrtcworld. Seek took about 23 minutes, 
Gofer took nearly 30 minutes-and Re­
trieve It had the sense to quit after 20 min­
utes and chastise me for my search criteria. 

Programs that index all the text and 
then search the index instead of the orig­
inal documents are much faster. On Loca­
tion performed the same info rmal test in 
5'12 minutes. Indexing saves searching 
t ime, but it costs hard disk space: some 
programs' indexes are about l percent of 
the size of the data you're index.ing, but 
others q 111 be 100 percent. 

On Location has a nice feature-it 
can index in the backgrmmd and update 
the index automatically when you mod ify 
your files. On Location's indexi ng· out­
weighs the sparse set ofsearch criteria and 
lack of relevance ranking and makes On 
Location the best basic package, though 
Alki Seek should be upgraded with index­
ing and background sea rchi11g by the time 
you read this (see "Fast Find"). 

Sharing Your Knowledge Base 
Text-a rchiving-and-retrieva l tools really 
come in to their own when vo ur work­
group or company can share information 
on a Mac network. Virginia Systems Soft­
ware's Sonar and Sonar Professional, 
MarcoPolo, GraphicKRS, and Personal 
Librarian make it easy to do tl1is. 

Both Sonars hav~ the standard Bool­
ean search operators, fuzzy and proximi-

ty searching, wild-card searchi11g, and rel­
evn nce ranking. Sonar Pro can also search 
phonetically-by finding words that 
sound like the search terms-and lets you 
pause in the midd le of a query, conduct 
another search, and then resume the pre­
vious search . GraphicKRS also has this 
branching search capability. 

GraphicKRS moves the text to be 
searched into a separate archive. Tools for 
programmers let you build a complete 
app lica tion around this archive-for 
example, you can build an interface and 
set up hype rtext links between parts of 
documents. GraphicKRS also imports 
graphics embedded in documents into the 
arch ive. Sonar Pro has a hypertext fea­
ture but isn 't programmable. Both pack­
ages record the current session's search 
path, so you can easily retrace your steps. 

GraphicKRS has wild-card and 
Boolean searching, but Sonar Pro adds 

concept searching-a technique that is 
similar to natura l-language searching but 
requires the user to define the relation­
ships between words. Concept sea rching 
makes Sonar Pro a better retrieval tool 
than GraphicK.RS, but Sonar Pro is out­
done by Persona l Librarian's naturnl­
language query capability. Personal 
Librarian looks for statistical relation­
ships between words in the documents it 
retrieves. For example, if you tell it to 
look for bnsebnll, it will notice that many 
of those documents contain the word 
umpire and may start to turn up docu­
ments containing the word umpire that 
don't mention baseball. Personal Librar­
ian also has fuzzy an d wild-card searches, 
and ranks the files it finds for you. 

MarcoPolo stands out from this 
group for severa l reasons . The Sonars, 
GraphicK.RS, and Personal Librarian use 
System 7 file sharing to run on a network, 
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Fast Find On Location 's limited search criteria 

make it hard to filler out files that are marginally rel­

evant to your query, but its index does make retrieval 

very rapid.

relevance ranking, and is not program­
mable (see "Marco.Polo's P icture F ile"). 

Marco.Polo has a nice feel and is very 
easy to set up, thanks to stra ightforward 
manua ls. Still, the nod for these packages 

goes to Personal Librarian, because of its 
natural-language querying and relevance 
ranking (see "Relevant Details"). Second 
place goes to Sonar Professional, despite 
confusing manua ls that make setting up 
the program difficult, because Sonar Pro 
has some great extras, such as sticky notes 
that you can add to documents and that 
become part of the index for searching as 
well. In my informal speed test, Sonar 
took a bit under three minu tes, and 
MarcoPolo took just under four. 

Serving Up Information 
For very demanding situations, you need 
to look at client-server systems. There are 
three client-server systems that can be 
all -Mac- Optix, l\11ARS (Microdynamics 
Archiving and Retrieva l System), and 
AppleSearch. In several others the Mac's 
role is only as a client on a VNIS, Unix, 
OS/2, or ma in fra me server. 

Personal Optlx Network

Matching Patterns PixTex/EFS looks for strings 

of letters in stead of entire words, so it can find 

Charlemagne even though the search term is mis­

spelled as char/amain. 

T hese systems are for large organ.iza­
tions with manv users who need simulta­
neous access. For instance, a company 
might have a help desk that receives calls 
about its products and needs to track prob­
lems and make the solutions accessible to its 
technicians. A~ records of calls build up, a 
wealth of information accumu lates in the 
retrieval system so that a technician can 
type in a description of a problem and get 
references to previous solutions. 

AppleSearch is based on Persona l 
Librarian's search engine, so it incorpo­
rates natura l- language se:Hching. Like 
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Persona l Librarian, AppleSearch saves 
queries, but it goes a step further: you can 
set an AppleSearcb query (called a 
Reporter) to run automatically on a sched­
ule-for example, to sea rch information 
downloaded from the wire services once a 
day. Resu lts are ranked by relevance . 

Optix NetworkNLS can run as a sin­
gle-user system but is designed for Mac­
intosh clients on a Unix server. Optix's 
natural-language engine is a little dif­
ferent from AppleSearch's o r Personal 
Librarian's-it uses a dictionary and a 
thesaurns to analyze the words in a query 
and draw relationships between them. 
You can control how sensitive Opcix is to 
finding these relationships (see "Search­
ing in E nglish"). 

Verity's Topic, with a Mac cli ent that 
can access servers on severa l platforms, is 
for people who have a good idea what 
they are looking for and how to ask for it. 
Topic uses concept searching, so you (or 
an expert in the subject you are investi­
gating') must define the queries, or topics, 
by setting up l1ierarchical relatio nships 
between search words and weighting each 
part of the query. As you add new sub­
jects and words to a query you can change 
the relationships to reAect any new 
emphasis you might want to m1derscore. 
Topic ranks finds in order of importance. 
Verity also sells a modu le, called Topic 
Rea l-Time, that sea rches rea l-time data 
feeds such as news wires. 

Exca libur's PixTex/EFS runs as a 
Mac client on Unix and VNIS se rvers. 
PixTex specializes in pattern recognition, 
searching at a fine resolution that ignores 
words and looks fo r letters- it compares 
every sequence of characters in your 
que 1y agai nst every sequence of charac­
ters in the docmnents. This makes pho­
ne tic and fuzzy searching unnecessa ry. 
You can even type in approximate 
spellings of words, and the program finds 
anything having similar sequences of 
characters and ranks them by releva nce 
(see "Matching Patterns").

Micro Dynamics' MARS is a docu­
ment imaging system with a text-sea rch 
modu le, FreeForm, that would be im ­
pressive as a stand-alone progra m but is 
not sold separately. Micro Dynamics 
started out selling turnkey systems, com­
plete with a server, storage, and Macs 
with preinstalled software, though the 
company now sells the software without 
hardware. iVlARS's FreeForm offers up 
to eight levels of nested search terms 
and can perfonn automatic searches that 
are simi lar to those of AppleSearch's 
Reporters. 

Fulcrum's Search T ools is a program­
mabl e system, like GraphicKRS, that is 
rea lly designed for developing in- house 
text-retrieval systems and searchable CD­
ROMs. SearchTools adds a new wrinlde: 
it incorporates a version ofSQL, the uni­
versal database query language, that has 
been extended with commands specific 
to text-retrieval operations. SearchTools 
runs as a Macintosh cli ent on Unix or 
OS/2 servers (a \iVindows NT server is 
also in development). 

\.Vith such a wide variety of search 
tools available, there is certain to be one 
that can help you find all the information 
you need . Now if someone would just 
hurry up and convert all those reams of 
microfiche into digital text. m

Tips, Tricks, and Shortcuts 

SOMETJlvt ES WHEN YOU'RE CREATTNG A 

form or entering column headings in an 
Excel worksheet, you want to control line 
breaks yourself rather than let Excel wrap 
lines automatically. Although the Excel 
manual describes how to force a line break 
in chart text (~-return) or in a text note 
(option-return), Mike Aquino of Pitts­
burgh could find no equiva lent method 
for forcing a line break while typing text 
in a worksheet cell. He devised a work­
around that uses Excel's CHAR(13) fimc­
tion. For example, the formula ="Mike" & 
CHAR(13)&"Harry " puts a line break be­
tween die names iVlike and Harry. He also 
found it necessary to select the cell and use 
Excel's Alignment command to turn on 
the 'Wrap Text option. 

In checking out this tip, I tried severa l 
key combinations and discovered that typ­
ing :re -option-return or a~-option-enter 
puts a line break in the formu la bar. (I 
later found the latter key combination 
obscurely listed in d1e Excel manual chap­
ter "Using the Keyboard wid1 Microsoft 
Excel." For example, typi ng The Three, 
pressing ~G-option-return, and then typing 
Stooges would put the first two words on 
one line and the third word on a separate 
line in the formula bar-but not in the 
worksheet cell. The key to making the 
lines break on the worksheet is the second 
half of Mike Aquino's tip: set the cell's 
\Nrap Text option with the Alignment 
command. Excel's manual describes d1is 
procedure, but it's not easy to find (hint: 
look up mrringe return in the index). 

GrayShare StyleWriter 
Stuck with a StvleWriter and wish it had 
a StylevVriter Il's GrayS hare technology? 
All vou need is the Stvle\i\friter II soft­
war~, a :o\fac with Colo~ QuickDraw, and 
time. Because they lack Color Quick­
Draw, Macs diat came wicl1 68000 micro­
processors (the Plus, SE, Classic, Por­
table, and Power Book I00) can't use the 
StylevVriter II sofrware to print grays. 

Reinhard Geiger of Dornbirn, Aus­
tria, and other readers report success in 
printing shades of gray on Style\Vriters 
connected to other Macs with the Style­
vVriter II software installed. 

vVhen I tried it, 1 had mjxed results. 
Using TeachText 7.0, my Style\i\lriter 
produced (a lbeit slowly) smooth gray­
sca le prints of sma ll PICT images. Print­
ing a half-page Aldus Freel-land drawing 
took over four hours (prin ting time may 
vary depending on drawing complexity,

The problem with Style\Vriter H 
software is acquiring it. Apple does not 
acknowledge that the newer software 
works wid1 the older printer, and does not 
distribute the StylevVriter U software 
through the same channels as its other 
printer software. Some readers obtained 
the software nefariously, by copying it 
from a Style\\lriter IT owner. Others took

there. 

If you do get the Style­
vVriter II software, install it 
with the Installer program on 
the first installation disk. The 
Installer also updates the Choos­
er to 7.3 (3.7 if you use System 
6.0.7 or 6.0.8) and other system 
software d1at may need updat­
ing depending on your Macin­
tosh model and your system 
software version.

options you want. You can work around 
this limitation by putting each section in 
a separate fi le and connecting the fi les in 
a series with tl1e File Series option of tl1e 
Documents command (as described in tl1e 
\Nord manual's chapter on setting up long 
documents). You can have Word number 
pages consecutively throughout the com­
pound document, or not, and Word can 
compil e an index and a table of contents 
as though the series of files were one. In 
contrast, ~ford's commands for finding, 
replacing, formatting, and spell ing do not 
span multiple fi les. To minimize tediously 
repeati ng these actions, hold off splitting 
a doeument into mu ltiple flies until you 
have final ized content and format. (Don't 
go to tl1e opposite extreme and try to

telephone line charges, dial-up routers 
could be the answer. Dial-up routers let 
users connect LANs over the wide area 
using switched services instead of costly 
private lines. 

Two companies have announced 
plans to ship, in tl1e first quarter of 1994, 
dia l-u p Ethernet routers that include 
support for Apple Ta lk networks. These 
routers work without user intervention , 
automatical.ly dialing· up a telephone con­
nection when data from a LAN worksta­
tion is ready to be sent over the \VAN. 

Ascend Communications (510/769­
600 ! ) announced a family of three routers 
ca ll ed Pipeline. The Pipeline 100, which 
lists for $3300, is designed for small 
remote offices, wi ll come with wide-area 
'network connections, nnd work with 
switched 56 and ISDN BRJ services. The 
$5000 Pipeline 400, for sma ll central sites 
or remote sites with mu ltiport connectiv­
ity requirements, .wi ll support switched 
56, ISDN BRT, T l , E l , and PR.I services, 
as well as 32 \VAN connections. At 
$ 11 ,000, the Pipeline L600 is an ex­
pandable, high-bandwidth system-level 
unit designed for central sites witl1 a large 
concentration of dia l-up needs and multi­
med ia requirements. All three units, 
which also work with leased lines, will 
support TCP/IP, IPX, and App leTalk 
protocols. 

Compatible Systems (303/444-9532), 
best known for its line of AppleTalk 
routers, is making its debut in the 
dia l-up wide-area rourer market witl1 
Micro.Router 1ODOR, which will list for 
about SI 500.

Software Juggles

ietin board ca lls, and faxes when you 
have just one phone line and a single ~er­
ial port can be a frustrating experience. 
To help users handle the balancing act, a 
small group of Russian engineers have 
developed a $79 communications utility 
ca ll ed LineS hare. 

LineShare, from Stalker Software, 
sets itself up as an intermediary between 
the modem and the communications soft­
ware, so tliat any number of communica­
tions appli cations can sha re the sa m e 
Macintosh serial port for both outgoing 
and i11corning c;1Us. The utility works by 
partitioning a sing·le serial port into sev­
era l vi rtual ports, registering them with 
the Apple Communications Toolbox, and 
tl1en assigning a virmal port to each com­
munications application. Incoming ca lls 
automatically go to the correct program, 
outgoing calls to a modem. 

LineShare, which is available now, 
works with all programs that run the 
Communications Toolbox, including 
AppleTalk Remote Access. LineShare 
supports all Hayes-compatib le and Fax 
C lass 2 modems.

A \Vindows-bascd product, M.iramar 
Systems' Persona l MacLAN Connect 
(805/966-2432), takes the opposite tack.

Another product, Coactive Comput­
ing Corporation's Coactive Connector 
for Macintosh (4 15/802-1080), offers a 
more limi ted transfer capabi li ty. T he 
\i\findows-based hardware-software com­
bination essentially emulates AppleShare 
on ~1 PC. The comrol box (about $165) 
plubrs into a PC's parallel port and has its 
own control firmware on board, which 
frees up precious memory. A $29 adapter 
box (with no control circuitry, since it 
uses the Mac's built-in networking func­
tions) plugs into a Mac's serial port. 

PCs on a Coactive network divide 
their files into t\vo fo lders, shared and pri­
vate. (U11 li ke the Mac's own fi le sharing, 
with PCs on a Coactive network you can't 
simply designate which fo lders and drives 
ca n be shared.) \Vhen se lected through 
the C hooser, the shared PC folder 
appears on the desktop of a Mac on the 
network. (Nlacs can only be clients; \ i\Tin­
dows PCs can be either clients or servers.) 

Sharing by E-Mail 
T he major mail appli cations-Lotus

Since Lo"tus Notes uses cc:Mail for 
its cross-platform E-mai l function (see 
Nevfrws, Macworld, September 1993), fil e 
exchange between Mac and Windows 
Notes users works the same as for any 
cc:Mail system. 

Like cc:Mai l and QuickMail, Micro­
soft Mail offers automatic extension map­
ping. Both PC and Mac versions of 
Microsoft Mail come configured with 
maps fo r M.icrosoft's appli cations, but the 
mail administrator can add maps for any 
other Mac programs. 

A Note on Compression 
No matter which E-mail system you use, 
it's smart to send compressed files to save 
transmission time. 

Unfortunately, PCs and Macs use dif­
ferent compression fonuats : Aladdin Sys­
tems' Stuffit is popular on the Mac, 
PK.Zip on PCs. But with Aladdin's share­
ware UnStuff!PC (available on major

Ir's on ly fair that DOS and \Nindows 
users also rake responsibility for reading 
Mac data. \tVindows users have three op­
tions to read and write Mac disks.

If your DOS colleagues sti ll use 5111­
inch disks, you can read them through 
Day1rn Comm unications' $599 extern al 
DaynaFile a floppy drive. But, since 31/z­
inch disk dr ives are standard and cheap 
today (about $7 5 each), it makes more 
sens~ for DOS users in mjxed sinrntions to 

modernize their drives. PC users C<lll even 
buy a new kind of drive from Teac that 
reads and writes to both 31/2-i nch and 5 '.4­
inch disks (about $150) but takes just one 
drive bay, li ke a regular floppy drive. 

Using High-Capacity Cartridges 
Like the Mac market before it, the PC 
market is increasingly embracing SyQucst 
and Bernou ll i drives for their usefulness 
for archi ving, backing up, and tra nsfer­
ring huge darn fi les. Because these sorts 
of drives are expensive, sharing them is 
an attractive option, even if you don't do 
many cross-platform file transfers. 

T he key to sharing removable drives 
across platforms is to get SCSI drives for 
your PC, wh ich means getting a SCSI 
host adapter boa rd. A few yea rs ago, tliat 
wou ld h:ive been an exe rcise in frustra­
tion, as one company's drive typically did 
not work with another company's adapter 
board. And you usually cou ldn't da isy­
chain multiple drives to one adapter 
boa rd. T his was not the SCSI that Mac 
owners lmew. But rodav, tlianks to tlrn de 
facto adapter hardwar~ and driver stan­
dards set by Aclaptec and Corel Corpora­
tion, PC users ca n insta ll a SCSI that 

Mac SCSI adapters. Ifyour PC 
has a pl1rallel-port-based re­

movable drive and your Mac has a SCSI­
based one, you can't exchange drives, but 
you can sti ll exchange the cartridges. 

Although SCSI drives can be run 
from a Mac or PC, the data on tl1e car­
tridges is not formatted the same across 
platforms. But you ca n get arou nd tliat, 
too, meaning you can read caru·idges for­
matted on a PC from your .Mac, and vice 
versa. The D OS Niounter Plus and 
AccessPC INITs that let iVTacs read DOS 
disks also let Macs read DOS cartridges. 
And PLI's 1\:Iac-to-\tVindows and Pacific 
Micro E lectronics' Mac-In-DOS Pl us 
($ 199) and Mac-In-DOS P lus for \Nin­
dows ($349) let a PC read Mac-formatted 
SyQuest (44.MB and 88/vJB onl y), Ber­
noulli , and Sony magneto-optical car­
tridges. Mac-in-DOS Plus requires DOS 
users to set the removable drive as C or D, 
designations usually rese rved fo r hard 
drives. You can change t he hard dr ives' 
letter assignments, but most users don't 
know how. Doing so also goes agai nst 
DOS's automatic drive-labeling conven­
tions, which can cause confusion. 

What's Right for You 
Transportation may he hal f the challenge 
of cross-platform fi le sharin g, but there 
are plenty of solutions, and at least one is 
right for }' Oll. \Vhether you use a fi le serv­
er, peer-to-peer connections, or E-mai l, 
networks are the conduit of choice 
because of their avai labi li ty and ease of 
use. But sneaker net is sti ll an appropriate 
option, especially when dealing with ser­
vice bureaus, clients, or remote offices 
that may nor be connected to your net­
work. Whatever methods you use, there's 
no longer an excuse to keep from collab­
orating wit11 your DOS :ind Windows 
counterparts. m

Remote-Control .~on1puting 

THERE :\RE TLVIES V.' HEN A POWERBOOK 

cannot replace another i\1ac; for instance, 
when the other Mac has something you 
need-~1 software package or a resource or 
some information tucked awa}' in a fil e. 
\Vben you can't be there in person, re­
mote control is the next best thing. \Vith 
remote contrnl,one Mac-the local (guest) 
Mac, such as your Power Book- controls 
another-the remote (host) Mac. The 
contro l link can be over an AppleTalk lo­
cal area network (running on any Apple­
Talk-compatible wiring and protocol), 
using AppleTalk Remote Access (ARA) 
via modems, or by direct modem connec­
tion without Apple Talk. 

Two companies offer remote-cono·ol 
programs in several versions; all require a 
different copy-or at least a different se­
rial number-for each Mac. 

• ScrcenLink, previously called 
CarbonCopy/i\fac (Datawatch Corpora­
tion, 919/490-1277), rw1s only on Macs; 
it is not compatible with CarbonCopy/ 
PC. ScreenLink is sold in three different 
versions: a $99.95 Twin-Pak for two 
Macs, a $299 Zone-Pak with a license for 
unlimited AppleTalknodes within a single 
zone, and a twin pack as part of the 
$ 149.95 SuperSet utilities. Each twin­
pack version works over AppleTalk or by 
direct connection via modem, but the 
Zone-Pak version works by modem only 
via Apple T alk Remote Access (ARA), not 
by direct-modem connection. SuperSet 
includes the excellent Citadel with Shred­
der security program as well as the Virex 
virus-detection program, the 91 l Utiliti es 
disk- and file-recovery program, and 
Complete Undelete, which lets you re­
cover accidentally trashed files. 

• Timbuktu. (Farallon Computing, 
510/814-5000) is available in three forms. 
Timbuktu for Macintosh ($ I99 per copy) 
work5 over AppleTalk networks and via 

ARA. Timbuktu/Remote ($195 per copy; 
$295 for a twin pack) also works on Macs, 
through direct modem connection but not 
over Apple Talk. "Jimbuktu fo r Windows 
lets a Windows computer control or be 
controlled by a Mac-to which it's con­
nected \'la AppleTalk-running Tim­
buktu for Macintosh. (Timbuhu for \Nin­
dows a l s~ lets one Windows computer 
control another, but it isn 't su itable for 
pure vVindows networks, since they rarely 
employ AppleTalk protocols.) Neither 
Timbuktu for Macintosh nor Timbuktu 
for \iVindows is compatible with Tim­
bukm/Remote. 

How Remote Control Works 
All the various i\1ac versions of both pro­
grams install an extension and a contro l 
panel in each Mac. vVhen you turn on the 
program, you can set a Jvfoc to be the lo­
cal or remote computer. The screen of the 
remote computer appears on the local 
Mac, which can either control or simply 
observe the remote Mac. \Vhen the loca l 
Mac is in cono·ol mode, all its keyboard 

notes 

and mouse activities within the remote­
control window are transferred to the re­
mote Mac. All of these programs also sup­
port bidirectional file transfer; you .select 
files from a standard file-selection dialog 
box without going through System 7's 
file-sharing procedure. On the remote 
l\rlac, you can set password security and 
access levels. 

Depending on the situation, you may 
need to set up some special arrangements 
for access to the remote l\rlac: 

• Attended remote Macs. If an as­
sociate is available when you connect to a 
remote Mac, you can simply ask that per­
son to turn on the Mac, start the remote­
access program, deal with modems, even 
run scanners and change CD-ROMs as 
required. Two phone lines help out; one 
for the modem connection, the other for 
conversation. In this mode, two Maci11­
tosh users see the same screens-an ideal 
setup for inso·uction or troubleshooting-. 

• Unattended remote Mac left 
running. An unattended remote Mac is 
fairly easy to deal with; just put the re­
mote-control program (or its alias) in the 
Starmp Items fo lder within the remote 
Mac's System Folder so if you need to re­
start the Mac, the program will automati­
cally load. 

• Unattended remote Mac that isn't 
running. To turn it on with a phone ca ll , 
you' ll need a remote power switch-such 
as the .PowerKcy (Sophisticated Circuits, 
206/485-7979) or the PowerSwitch LT 
(Radiant Enterprises, 415/296-8040); 
which one you get depends on the q1pe of 
l\IIac being accessed (for more details, see 
Prnv~rBook Notes, August 1993). 

Basic Operation 
\Vhen you sit at your local Mac with re­
mote control running, you are, in effect, 
L"ontinues 
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For Finder rnsks, such as 
searching hard disks for a fil e, 
remote control by modern 
works adequately. ·why would 
you want to use remote con­
trol for a file search when you 
could set fil e sharing for the 
entire hard disk and use ARA 
to look through the fil es?

gram-such as Farallon's Timbuktu for M acintosh, shown here­

the screen of th e remote M ac being con tro lled (here, O ffice Mac) 

appears in a window on the screen of th e local M ac that 's doing 

the controll ing (in this case, a PowerBook). All keyboard and mouse 

act ivities taking place wi thin the PowerBook's remote-control win· 

dow are automatically transferred to the screen of the remote· 

co ntrolled M ac. As delivered in the box, 

sitting at the remote Mac. There are some 
complications. First, th e remote's screen 
updates slowly (see the chart "How Slow 
Is Remote Control?"). Over LocalTalk, 
the screen updating is fast enough that 
you can perform most computing tasks 
witliout undu e discomfort. A complex 
graphics-intensive document may stretch 
your tolerance, however. 

Connections by modem-either by 
direct connection or ARA-arc much 
slower; you' ll probably be wi lling· to put 
up witl1 the process only for important 
tasks that ca n't wait. Use 14.4-Kbps mo­
dems for the link; 9600 bps is absolutely 
the slowest tolerable speed for running a 
text-based progran1. Only tl1e rea lly des­
perate will ever run a gra phics program 
over a modem. 

ScreenLink in its direct-mo­
dem mode and Timbuktu/Remote sup­
port mostly older modems. If you have a 
newer modem, you should contact Data­
watch or Fara llon to get support files by 
mail or by modem. Neither program sup­
ports Apple's Communications Toolbox, 
which would have made instalUng new 
moderns easy. ARA uses tl1e Comm Tool­
box, so if you have problems witl1 modem 
compatibi li ty, you can use AR..1\ instead. 

Screen Size and Bit Depth 
T he remote Mac's screen will probably be 
larger tl1an your PowerBook screen (640 
by 400 pixels for most mode ls). To ac­
commodate large screens, both Screen­
Link and Timbuk.·tu put the remote screen 
in a scrollable window. Both autoscroll : in 
couti1111cs 

How Slow Is Remote Control? 
To test re lative performance of remote-control 

programs in various operating modes, I mea­
sured the time for scrolling a Microsoft Word 
document from a PowerBook connected to a 
desk top host via LocalTalk or ~ 14.4-Kbps 
modem. 

For equivalent modes, Farallon's Timbuktu for 
M acintosh runs almost twice as fast as Data­
watch's Screenlink, an advantage that justifies 
Timbuktu for M ac's much higher cost~three to 
four times more than Screenlink. And Timbuktu

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for M ac is the only program that supports Clip· 
board transfer between M acs. 

In direct-modem mode Screenllnk runs about 
one-third the speed it does in ARA (AppleTalk 
Remote Access) mode, so use ARA instead. 
Screenlink is adequate for occasional use, but if 
you rely on remote control regularly, you'll want 
Timbuktu for Macintosh. Although Timbuktu/ 
Remote runs a little faster over phone lines, the 
greater flexibility of Timbuktu for Macintosh 
makes It the best choice.

ScreenLink, when the cursor reaches the 
edge of the window; in Timbukt11, when 
it gets with in an inch of the edge. If you 
find the effect disorienting, you can uirn 
off autoscrolli ng and use standard scroll 
bars to move ;uound the window. How­
ever, if you're accessing a remote Mac 
with a very large screen, be prepared for 
a lot of scrolling; the disk icons and Trash 
Can are always off in the dista nce. Setting 
windows on the remote Mac to a smaller 
size helps, but the best solution is to set 
the screen size of the remote i\ifac to the 
size of th e PowerBook's screen. The 
$39.95 system extension MiniScreen from 
The Morgan Davis Group (6 I 9/670­
0563) lets you change a Mac's screen 
size-the predefined 640-by-400-pixe l 
PowerBook size works best. Then you can 
g·ive the remote window the full screen on 
your local PowerBook. Don't worry if you 
fo rget to set the screen size in advance. 
You can start the remote-control session, 
change the screen size with the M ini ­
Screen control pane l, and restart die re­
mote Mac; but you will need to reesrab­
lish the conn~ction after a restart. 
MiniScreen was origina ll y designed to let 
software develope rs si mulate various 
screen sizes; a time-limited demonstra tion 
version is avai lable from online sen 'ices 
and user groups. 

The bit depth of the remote Mac's 
screen can create some problems . For 
ScreenLin k, which works only on I-bit 
black-and-white screens, this is a moot 
po int. Timbuktu supports grars and col­
ors; however, black-and-white works fast­
est. And if you switch die remote Mac to 
black-and-white, you can avoid the occa­
sional legibi lity p.roblems that may arise 
when viewing gray or co lor images on a 
black-and-white PowerBook screen. 

Doing DOS and Windows 
Timbuktu for \Nindows lets you extend 
the remote-control concept l~eyond the 
Macintosh. A Mac can comTol a \Nindows 
computer and vice versa, :rnd the comput­
ers can exchange files. There are some 
special considerations. 

• Timbukru for \Vindows does not 
support a modem directly, and d1ere is no 
equiva lent of AR.I\ for a Windows com­
puter. The on ly \vay to control a \Vin­
dows computer over a phone line is to set 
up a Mac with ARA as an intermediary. 
You dia l into an ARA-equipped Mac, nm 
Timbuktu to take control of i.t, and start 
another Timbuktu session of the AR.I\. 
1'vfoc that takes control of the vVindows 
computer. Your PowerBook thus con­
trols a remote Mac that in turn contro ls a 
\ i\Tindows computer. This three-point 
operation is for the truly desperate; per­

• T he standard Windows color 

screens are often illegible in black-and­
white; menu items freq uently disappear. 
For screen legibili ty and maximum speed, 
when setting up the vVindows comput­
er choose VGA with the monochrome 
screen video drive r supplied wi th Win­
dows 3. 1 (in the Main program grou p, 
choose \ ¥ indows Setup, then System 
Settings). 

• You can also control DOS software 
by running the DOS prompt from within 
Windows. T he defaul t setting for the 
DOS prompt gives it tl1c entire screen, 
bypassi ng the \V indows screen dri ve r; 
since T imhuk tu ca n only tra nsfer \Nin­
dows screens, the DOS session disappears 
from the controlling Mac's screen. At tfos 
point }'OU can't press conrrol-cnrcr to 
switch to a DOS session in a wi ndow, 
since the v\Tindows computer will not re­
spond. To correct th is problem, change 
the Windows sernp. Use the PII• editor in 
the main progrnm group, and ed it tl1e file 
DOSPRJ\tlPT .PIF in the main Windows 
subdirectory. Set display usage to \tVin­
dowcd instead of l'ull Screen; the DOS 
session will th en come up in a window 
that T imbuktu can tra nsmit to the remote 
computer. 

• Windows progrnrns typically make 
heavy use of function keys (F l through 
FIS, home, end , and so forth), which are 
mi ssing on Powe rB ook keyboards. Use 
Connectix PowerBook Uti li ties (CPU) 
2.0 to get these function keys on a Powcr­
Book. A potential problem, howeve r, is 
that CPU doesn't support com pound 
keys, such as control-Fl. rn addition, 
C P 's function-key emulation does not 
work reliably in DOS sessions. An alter­
native is to connect an extended keyhoard 
to the ADU port of rour PowcrBook. 

Future Steps 
Faster telecommunications should miti ­
gate the performance problems. Highcr­
spced modems and digita l con nections \'ia 
TSDN (64 Kbps) or switched 56 Kbps wi ll 
help uven.:u111e die sluggish upcraLiun in­
herent with 14.4-Kbps modems. Furure 
Macin tosh appl ications might include an 
option to suppress un necessary screen 
updating to make the remote-control pro­
cess smoother. 

Even though today's remote-control 
programs arc far from perfect, th e}' do 
provide you with the essentia l abi li ty to 
go on the road without leaving you r 
office behind . !!!.

APS Technologies (816/373-5800) makes 
two srwrningly usefu l stocking-stuffers 
for your favorite Power Book owner. First, 
complying with the industry trend of 
ditching Apple's monochromatic palette 
of gray paim shades for more colorful al­
tematives (see "Scrcenies," below), tliere 
are the APS PowerBalls. These Day-Glo 
trackballs replace t11e soot-colored one 
that comes wit11 each PowerBook (59.99 
apiece, in neon orange, shocking yellow, 
violent green, and obscene pink; speci~, 
PowerBook model). For best present­
unwrapping reactions, give the full $19.99 
four-color set (but Fa iling to mention t11at 

tliese are not, in fact, gumballs could have 
unpleasant results). 

But the PowerBalls can fill up on ly 
four toes of the stocking. If you want to 
fill the big-toe slot wit11 somethi11g useful, 
consider this. A Power Book's SCSI jack is 
an odd-looking square matTix, not the 
wide rectangular 25-pin jobber we're used 
to. App le wou ld be delighted to sell you a 
$39 converter c;1ble so that you can, in 
fact, plug a SCSI device into the jack. 

APS's SCSJ Boy, however, is a simple 
plug that performs t11c same feat with less 

clutter and expenditure ($29). And for 
$49, you can get t11e less funni ly named 
but doubly useful SCSJ Doc: an identical­
looking plug tlrnt, witli t11e flip of a switch, 
becomes an adapter for use with SCSI 
Disk Mode (where tlie PowerBook itself 
becomes an externa l hard drive for an­
oilier Mac), clms saving you from having 
to purchase yet another, difj'ercnt $39 
Apple cable.

THE ICONOCLAST

Duo Trouble 
Is it too late for Apple's lightweights? 

PPROXIMATELY ONE YEAR 
after the October 1992 intro­
duction of Apple's Duo note­
books, I ventured to a New 
York hotel suite for an ad­
vance look at the new models. 
Ir had not been a great year for 
the Duos. Apple had pre­
sented these as the Certs of 
computerclorn: two computers 
in one. In theory, a Duo pro­
vided half of the ultimate so­

lution to the conundrum facing sclf-st:ylecl 
road warriors who yearn for portability on 
the road and workstation power in the of­
fice. \Vhen the ultracompact notebook 
met its other half-the docking station­
the m1ion of Duo and mothership would 
result in a fire-breathing modular-style 
lvfacintosh. 

That was the theory. In practice, 
Duos weren't selling as well as Apple had 
hoped. T he Duo line's product manager, 
Peter Fletcher, was claiming a somewhat 
limited satisfaction at their perfonnance­
"after a slow start-off, things are much 
better," were his actual words. But else­
where in this issue Cary Lu's feature, 
"New PowerBook Duos," reports an es­
timate that on ly about 100,000 had been 
sold through )une. Considering that 
Apple has hopes for Duo sales to run 
neck and neck with traditional Power­
Books-which sell in the millions-that 
figure is abysmal. 

\Vil! the new models turn things 
around? I'm guessing not. The problem is 
not so much the Duos but the docking­
a concept whose time never really atTived. 

Birth of the Duos 
Trouble came as soon as Apple unveiled 
the first two Duos. Their primary virtue 
was subtraction: by shedding certain parts, 
such as floppy drives and connection 
ports, Duos weighed in at a mere 4 .2 
pounds instead of the Power Book's 7. 
This was good- very good. \\That's more, 
these newcomers were heavy-duty com­
putational beasts. They may have been 
light, but they were certainly not lite. On 
the more powerful model, the Duo 230, 
the microprocessor runs at a blistering 
33MHz. (The 210 clocks in at 25.) 

T hen there were the docks, which by 
virtue of a simple connection would make 
a Duo into a regulation Macintosh. The 
smaller ones-let's ca ll them babv docks 
-fit onto the back of the laptop. The big­
ger ones-Duo Docks by Apple's desc1ip­
tion, papa clocks by mine-actually swal­
low up the whole thing like some desktop 
leviathan. Once docked, your little laptop 
suddenlv transforms itself into the heart of 
a full-bl~wn Macintosh cockpit that could 
support color monitars, printers, floppy 
disk drives, foll-size m:ice, and even Nu­
Bus cards. 

Apple's expectation was that people 
would snap them up: Duos on the road, 
docks at home or in the office. The pun­
dits of teclmolancl lined up to blow the 
alarm-few Apple products have garnered 
such rave reviews as did the Duos last fall. 
The Duos' nifty dimensions had gotten 

the company off on the right foot. 
But tl1at foot promptly stepped on a 

banana peel. ~'11ile the Duos were im­
pressive, the docks were missing in action 
-an especially embarrassing situation 
since App le had made a big deal about 
how, unlike some clocking schemes at­
tempted in the DOS world, the Duos 
were going to prove that tl1e rwo-in-one 
concept could work . .It's a touchy business, 
selling a new paradigm like docking. Even 
if everything goes right, you have a big 
job ahead of you. But if tl1ings don't go 

right, problems multiply logarithmically. 
So imagine the problem when Apple 

began selling Duos but was not able to 
immediately offer the other half of the 
equation-the docks. It was like sa]t with­
out pepper, the Captain without Tennille. 
Further compounding the problem was 
the fact that Apple's Express Modem, for 
one year the only internal modem that fit 
into the nonstandard viscera of the Duo, 
was also a no-show. And when it did ar­
rive, it was plagued by demonic gHtches. 

Even now the folks at Apple have no 
good explanation for this bungle. "There 
was no one thing that slowed us up," says 
Fletcher. "We fai led to make some pieces 
available that were important to the con­
cept." As a result, the first Duo custom­
ers were not docker types, but those who 
si mply loved the idea of a 4-pouncl Power­
Book, even if it had no floppy disk drive. 

They already hnd Macs. To 
get files into and out of the 
machine, Duo owners used 
their laptops as remote 
SCSI hard disk drives to 

deshop machines-or they 
used a different adapter to 
hook up the optional exter­
nal floppy drive. 

In the confusi11g demo­
lition derby ofApple's prod­
uct inn·ocluctions, price cuts, 
and discontinuations, the 
whole docking concept got 
lost. Only recently have the 
components become avail­
able-not only Apple's baby 
and papa docks, but a host 
of tl1ird-party products de­
scribed by Lu in his article. 

Yet I suspect it is too late. Apple may have 
pulled off the concept witl1 more panache 
than Compaq and other hopefuls, but 
there is sometl1ing essentially flawed 
about the idea itself. T he public indiffer­
ence to Duos thus far suggests that the 
whole idea is headed imo tl1e dustbin of 
technology. 

Small Is (Almost) Everything 
I do want to emphasize that in some ways 
the Duos are very cool machines. I am

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impressed with the way Apple has man­
aged to squeeze near-Quadra power into 
such a littl e contain er. After lugging a 
standard PowerBook for a couple ofyears, 
I cert;1inly appreciate the fact that a Duo 
fits snugly in a briefcase and doesn't 
stretch your pees. But that's the end of the 
positives. Jn case you blinked, let me re­
peat: a Duo is smaller than a PowerBook 
and lighter than a PowerBook. But in ev­
ery other respect, a standard Power­
Book-anything from the 160 on up-is 
far superior. Because Apple figured that 
people would supplement Duos with 
docks, they left off all sorts of goodies. 

T he biggest hol e, of course, is the 
missing built-in fl oppy drive. Maybe it's 
me-I do know people who 10\'e Duos­
but I am constantly ill at ease when using 
a computer without an easy way to get in­
fom1ation in and out. Carrying around a 
separate external floppy di sk drive and 
adapter ce rtai nly isn ' t a so lution-if 
yo u're going to lug all that junk arou nd , 
why not just use a standard PowerBook? 
And consta ntly venturing over to my 
desktop Mac-or to my papa dock, if I 
had one- seems a perpernal annoyance. 

Even though Apple's various solutions 
for getting softwa re in and out of Duos 
seem to work, th ey are all a pain in the 
neck. Just because it's easy to hook up a 
cable or two doesn't mean that the process 
isn ' t annoyi ng. \Vhat makes it worse are 
various mandatory shutdown fea mres 
when docking. T hey are there for a good 
reason- to keep everything in the fidgety 
SCSI chain working properly-but who 
wants to restart just to load a program? 

On the road, tl1e sintation can get 
dire. vVhat if an application becomes cor­
rupted.and you need to reload it? ·w hat if 
someone slips you a disk with his or her 
new book on it-or one of those Voyager 
electronic books-and you want to read 
it? \Vhat if you call up ; new applica tion 
and you get a message reading, "Insert 
master disk for verifi cation"? If one of 
these events crops up on an airplane, you 
have no choice but to slam down tl1e lid 
of the Duo and watch the movie. 

T hen there are the less onerous com­
promises. T he slightly smaller screen one 
can get used to, but the Duo keyboard is, 
to my dancing fingers at least, just a tad 
too tiny for adequate touch -typing. At · 
least it comes close, though. On the otl1er 
hand , the shrunken Duo trackball-no 
bigger than a mal ted-milk ball-is inad­
equate for the task. Every cmsor move is 
an advenrnrc. 

T he docking option was supposed to 
redress the compromises, of course. But 
the economics don't make sense. Those 
docks are expensive-even a baby clock, 
which basica lly bequea tl1 s the Duo with 
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tl1e ports and connectors of a PowerBook 
160, lists for $579. (Prying one of those 
things off a Duo is like solving one of 
those wooden Japanese puzzles .) And if 
you use a baby dock, you're still stuck with 
the smaller keyboard and the thumb-twid­
dling trackball. Of course, if you use a 
papa dock, yom Duo can be attached to a 
full-size keyboard and a regulation mouse. 
But that monster starts at $1079-not 
much less than tl1 e street price of a low­
end Centris! 

Ifyou lust after a Duo, buy one-but 
if you work at a desktop at all , forget about 
buying a dock- get a standard-issue Mac 
instead. That way, you have two indepen­
dent units-invaluable if you ever share 
your machine witl1 a fri end or colleague, 
and surprisingly useful even if you're a 
one-person operation. 

Dry-Docked 
I suspect that even Apple is beginning to 
realize the futility of pushing the dock 
co ncept. ~Then I attended tl1e road show 
of the new Duos, the 250 and tl1e 270c, 
they were sitting on a tabletop-without 
a docking unit in sight. In fact, the key 
improvement in the machines tl1emselves, 
the active · matrix screen technology 
(which , I do admit, is quite beautiful), is 
in a sense antithetical to tlie docking 
ethos. If people want to spl it the machine 
f1mction between trave l and docking, 
wouldn't tl1ey want to perform their seri ­
ous display work on a large-screen moni­
to r? The answer is that people aren 't 
docking and don't care about docking. 
T hat is why Apple believes that custom­
ers wi ll pay for expensive and gorgeous 
active matrix screens-because Duo 250s 
and 270c's are very rarely going to find 
tl1emselves swallowed up by papa docks, 
and that makes other screens irrelevant. 
Further evidence tliat Apple is fudging on 
the docking concept comes from its in­
tention to sell the Duo 230 in a low ­
cost bundle (around $1500) with a floppy 
disk drive. 

Which brings me to the obvious con­
clusion: instead of coming up with elabo­
rate schemes to mitigate tl1e incomplete 
nature of tl1e Duo, Apple shou ld devise a 
new generation of PowerBooks that gives 
us nil the features we need in a smaller, 
lighter pnckage. 

vVhen Apple figures out how to get 
the PowerBook down to fightin g weight, 
tl1e Duo will go the way of tl1e dinosa ur. 
I bet we won ' t hear many requiems for 
that trackball. 

See you h1ter, dock! !!!.

CONSPICUOUS CONSUMER

Tips for Buying by Mail 

Compare policies, take notes, and always use a credit card 

HE READERS OF MACWORLD 

often shop by mail, and most of 
them are happy with their pur­
chases. Bur Richard Abanes of 
Irvine, California, is an excep­
tion. On August 4 of this year 
he mailed a check for $4 L49 to 
Data Link Resources of Austin, 
T exas, for a new PowerBook 
180 with 14MB of RAM, a 
160MB hard drive, and a G lobal 
Village modem. According to 

Abanes, he decided to patronize Data 
Link in part because of the prices and 
in part because of the answers he got 
to his questions. Abanes said he asked 
company owner Sanjiv Misra if Data Link 
was an authorized Apple dealer and also 
asked if the PowerBook's seria l number 
would be changed. According to Abanes, 
Misra said Data Link was an authorized 
dea ler and promised the PowerBook 
wou ld have an Apple serial number. 
i\1isra deni ed to Macworld that he made 
those statements. 

After the check cleared and the prod­
ucts arrived, Abanes might have been 
happy; except the PowerBook's original · 
serial number was replaced with another 
number and the machine seemed to be 
fau lty. The D ata Link invoice states there 
is a 3°0-day Ii.ill-replacement policy, an of­
fer that Misra promised to fulfill but later 
reneged upon, according to Abanes. i\ilisra 
told lV!a.-wodd that his company had tried 
to accommodate Abanes's ever-changing 
demands and said, "If he needs it fixed, 
we'll fix it. If it needs to be replaced, we'll 
replace it." Misra said the Apple resell er 
from wh ich he bought Abanes's Power­
Book changes seria l numbers "to protect 
everyone." Apple and Apple dealers typi­
cally don't honor warranty service on 
rcserialized computers, however. 

Abanes would have been in a bener 
position to negotiate a solution with Data 
Link if he had used a credit card instead 
of a check in purchasing his PowerBook. 
A credit card is the single most effective 
tool consumers have to protect them­
selves. Had Abanes used a credit card, he 
could have disputed the payment for his 
PowerEook while he worked to resolve 
the situation. 

Because some companies refuse to 
accept credit cards, m1d others, like Data 
Link, add a surcharge for credit card use, 
many people simply send a personal 
check, money order, or cashier's check to 
save money when making large purchases. 
As a result, nearl y every year I get calls 
from anguished readers who have paid 
thousands of dollars for Macintosh equip­
ment that they never received-be ­
cause the checks went to a company goiJ1g 
out of business. Two yea rs ago CDA 
Computer Sales closed its doors. Last 
year MacSource went belly-up, and this 
year MacBest went out of business. 
L1 such situations, credit card holders 
aren't charged fo r purchases they never 
receive, but customers who write checks 
that have been cashed never see their 
money again. 

People who write checks "have to re­
alize it's like being in Las Vegas and roll­
ing the dice," said a Macintosh mail-order 
veteran who asked not to be identified. 
"Under Chapter 7, small creditors don 't 
get their money back." Many Mac mail­
o rder companies are solid ly establ.i shed 
and provide excellent service <llld support. 
But some aren't-and it can be difficult to 
tell the difference between a thriving 
company and a marginal one. T he size or 
quality of a company's advertisements is 
no guarantee of great service, support, or 

finances, for example. So the number one 
consumer tip when buying by mail is 
alwnys use a credit card. 

Mail-Order Hints 
Abanes started making calls about Data 
Link after he became dissatisfied with his 
purchase. The State Attorney General's 
Office in Austin, Texas, and the local Bet­
ter Business Bureau there both reported 
that Data Link had failed to respond to 
complai nts filed about the company. The 
number of complaints was sma ll.: three 
and two, respectively. A ca ll to Apple 
(800/538-9696, ext. 525) showed that 
Data Link Resources was not an autho­
rized dealer. 

(In fact, while Apple sells its comput­
ers by mail, no ot11er company has yet 
been authorized by Apple to sel l Macs by 

mail. And most mail-order 
companies arc more than 
wi lling to explain that to 
their customers. Instead, 
mail-order firms buv Macs 
from authorized ·Apple 
dea lers and then resell 
them, a perfectly legal and 
profitable enterprise. Apple 
dea lers don't always pro­
vide warranty service on 
mail-order Macs, however, 
and tliat's why it's impor­
tant to buy from a mail­
order company that can 
provide good customer 
service.) 

Abanes got his in for­
mation after the fact, but 
you don't have to wait. In­
vestigate a cmnpany's repu ­

tation before buying by checking with 
local user groups, online services, and 
friends. T he State Attorney Genera l's 
Office and Better Business Bureau can 
sometimes be useful as well. But don't 
stop there. Try the tips below when buy­
ing from an unfamiliar company. 

• Go elsewhere if a company will not 
accept credit cards. (Some people swear 
by C.0.D., but one reader reported that 
he once paid for t11e delivery of some 
bricks-instead of a CPU-\'ia C.0.D.)

• Don 't do business with a company 
that wi ll charge your credit card before it 
ships your purchase. ff :1 company claims 
it won't charge before shipping but does, 
cancel the order and contact your bank to 
di spute the entire amou nt. Don't fo rger 
to include any fi nance charges based on 
the order. 

• Compare poli cies and ask severa l 
questions befo re you buy- when was 
the company founded, for insta nce. Age 
doesn't guarantee wisdom, bur most mail­
order compan ies tha t fail arc fo irly young. 

Can the company track back orders? 
T he number one mai l-order complaint 
from re.1ders involves dc laved deliveries . 
Some companies track . b;1ck orders 
and share that information with their 
customers. 

Can you return a product without 
penalty? Many companies charge up to 20 
percent of the purchase price as a restock­
ing fee. :\ full money-back guarantee is 
the best policy for consumers. 

\Nha t arc the shipping charges? A S3 
charge for shipping overnight is common 
fo r some companies; others ;1dd an insur­
ance fee and clrnrgc by weight. A few 
compani es wi ll p:1y return shipping on a 
defective purchase, bu t most won't. 

[s a Social Securi ty number required 
for credit card purchases? Several com­
panies now ask fo r that information i11 an 
effort to crack dow n on credit ca rd fraud. 
Some companies be li eve that's the best 
way to fight crim e, but I'm not as con­
vinced. Ifyou're not comfortable sharing 
such information, move on. 

Vi/hat happens if you receive defective 
merchandise? Some companies refer cus­
tomers to manufocn1rers rather than re­
placi ng or fixing the product themselves. 

• Do a test run . Ask technical ques­
tions before you place an order. Poor re­
sponse? Better to know before you bu)'· 
Ifyou're getting ready to place a large or­
der from a company you've never used be­
fore, first make <l small trial purchase to 
see how it goes. Sa ve large orders for 
companies you know. 

• Keep trnck of who said what, when. 
"Customers have a responsibi li ty to keep 
mick of the transactions they hnvc," said 
reader Don I-I. Hockenbury of Tulsa. 
H ockenbury won a product rebate he was 
entitled to in part by documenting 22 ca ll s 
made to a company. "Tt rea lly doesn't rake 
that much time to keep track of who you 
spo ke to and what happened," he said. 
"And it's worth the exrra buck to get a re­
ceipt showing that yo u mailed some­
thi ng back." 

• Fight back tenaciously. Most Mac­
intosh compan ies will work wi th you to 
resolve problems. If you lo run into 
troubl e, be polite bu t persiste nt in com­

municaring the problem, the requested 
solution, and a reasonah\e time frame for 
resolution. (For more consumer advice, 
see Couspimous Co11s11111er, May 199 I.) 

A Tale of Two Perspectives 
When I spoke to Sanjiv Misra, he told 
me his company made very little on the 
sa le to Richard Abancs and didn't charge 
a shipping or configuration Fee. More­
over, Misrn denied he'd eve r been told 
:\banes was having problem. with his 
computer. iVlisra told me he'd done hi s 
best to help Abancs, and Misra denied thnt 
he had sa id Data Link was an authorized 
Apple dea ler. "\,Ye are a mail-order com­
pany," said J\tlisra. "We are not an autl10­
rized outlet. The reason [customers] get 
better deals from us is because we're a 
mail-order company." 

In late August a !Vfncworld srnffer pos­
ing as a potential customer ca ll ed Data 
Link Resources. A man who identified 
himself as Sanjiv returned the staffer's 
call. \Vhcn she asked him if Data Li nk 
Resources was :in authorized Apple dea l­
er, he responded, " o, we're not an 
autl10ri zed Apple dealer, because we're a 
mail-order company." But when the 
staffer asked where Data Link got its com­
puters, the man said, "\Ne get them 
directly from Apple- we're an authorized 
retail outlet." 

By late Septem ber, Ri chard Abanes 
was a satisfied PowcrBook owner because 
Apple made an exception to its no­
warranty rul e on computers without orig­
inal serial numbers. Apple located :in 
authorized dealer willing to service his 
computer. Technicia ns at the Online 
Connecti ng Point store in Irvine diag­
nosed the foulty modem and quickly or­
dered a new one. Looking back, Abanes 
said the money he saved on his Power­
Book doesn't justify the headache and 
hassle he encountered. H is advice? Agai n, 
check up on compa nies before placing an 
order, and "always use a cred it c;1rd, don't 
ever send a check." 

To help ensure a good mail-order ex­
perience, fo llow the rips above. And ca re­
fully select the business you pa troni ze. 
Recentl y i\!llll-worlr/ surveyed more than 
LOO readers to find out which mail-order 
companies tl1cy recommend. 1 une in next 
111ontl1 for tl10se results and more in fo r­
mation on buying by mail. .!!!

Defying Gravity 

How to !mcceed by really trying 

NE THING THAT MAKES MY 

blood boi l about the Mac­
intosh software market today 
is that big companies li ke 
C laris, Symantec, and Cen­
trnl Point Software are telling 
the proverbial two guys in 
a garage that it's too la te to 
start a company. This drives 
me crazy because it stifles the 
creative, c.1n-do spirit of Mac­
intosh. I know from recent 

experience that rwo people in a garage 
can sti ll make history. 

Getting into the Market 
O n October 30, 1989, Terry Morse and 
a few fe ll ow employees from Ma nsfield 
Systems went out to lunch to celebrate his 
birthchiy. Unfornmatcly, he had to pay for 
his own lunch because that morn ing the 
company annou nced that it would be ~ l os­
ing down. Its venmre ca pitalists had 
grown tired of pou ring money into the 
company. (Lesson I: Never eat out on the 
day your company goes broke.) 

Lloyd Chambers, a fe llow employee, 
and Morse found themselves unemployed 
and out of money. Between the two of 
them, they had s; 12,000 from Morse's 
40 1 K plan, $5000 from Morse's parents, 
and a short stack of Chambers's credit 
c:1rds. So it made pe rfect (Maci ntosh) 
sense to sta rt a company. 

Morse ;ind C hambers's first product 
was Parmer, a precursor to the publish ­
and-suhscribe technology that you still 
never see anyone usi ng. Morse and 
C hambers shipped version 1.0 of Pa rmer 
six weeks after M.:111s fi eld went unde r. 
(Lesson 2: Ship something quickly and get 
into the m;1rketp lace.) 

In the past, Chambers had created a 
freeware product ca lled ·TacCompress 
that compressed and expa nded Macintosh 
files on U nix compu ters. \.Vhi le com­
pleting Parmer, he worked on another 
file-compression utili ty that wou ld be­
come DiskDoubler. C hambers intend ed 
to distribute this as a shareware product 
or to use it as a gift with the purchase 
of Parmer. (Lesson 3: Let prog rammers 
work on whatever they want to.) 

Morse and C hambers staned showi ng

off Parmer and beta versions of Disk­
Doubl er at Computerwa re, an all -Macin­
tosh softwa re and periph ernls store in Palo 
Alto, Ca li forn ia. T hey noticed that Disk­
D oubl er- not Partner- was gettin g the 
oohs and aahs. Luck, or .Macworld Expo 
impresario Mitch Ha ll 's mistake, stepped 
in: the San Francisco Macworld Expo was 
in Apri l that year, not j anmiry. Morse and 
Chambers had three extra months to fin­
ish DiskDouhler. 

ln four days at the show, Computer­
ware sold 500 copies of DiskDoubler. By 
the summer of 1990, Morse and Cham­
bers were selling I000 copies a month . 
T hey knew they needed outside, experi­
enced advice, so they contac ted Marty 
Maz.ner, the fo rmer publisher of MacUser 
and fo rmer executi ve vice president of 
Computerware. 

Seeking Outside Help 
Mazner understood the potential ofDisk­
Doubler, but he also knew that if an estab­
lished company entered the market, 
Morse and C hambers mi ght be snuffed 
out. So he an~mged to show DiskDoubler 
to Symantec, and asked me to come along. 
T he suit (he's su bsequently "left" Syman­
tec) who ran the meeting had worked at 
Ashton-Tate, ht: had Symantec's clout, 
and he was going to wa lk all over Morse 
and Chambers and bestow upon them the 
honor of add ing OiskDoubler to Syman­
tec Uti lities for i\·1acintosh (SU!v1) for a 
pittance in roya lti es. Twanted to puke. 

ln Syman tec's parking lot, Morse told 
me he needed $25,000 ro get a company 
going, and yours truly promised it to him. 
Salient Software incorporated in June 

1990 with $50,000 of capital .from myself, 
Marty, and Sa lient 's law firm. (Lesson 4: 
A~k and you shall rece ive-if you have a 
great product .) 

\ Vitl1 Mazner 's help, Morse and 
C hambers bootstrapped DiskDoubler by 
trad ing copies of it for ad space in lead­
ing mail -order cata logs. Morse and 
Chambers didn't take any sa lary for four 
months, until Salient's monthly sales we re 
about $50,000. (Lesson 5: Ym; don't need 
millions to start a sofrware company.) 

Cashing Out 
Salient's sales kept increasing by I0 ro 15 
percent a month unt.il June 199 1, when 
System 7 shi pped, and sa les exp loded. 
DiskDoubl er had b(!come a successful 
product in a seemingly infinite number 
of small upgrades. (Lesson 6: Constantly 
enhance your product- don't beli eve the 
quann1m-leap upgrade theories.) 

Bv tl1c end of 199 1, Sa lien t was sell­
ing s2 mi lli on of product a year. fn June 
J992, Sa li ent had amassed year-to- la te 
sa les of $3.5 mill ion, and Mazner worked 
out a dea l to sell Salient to Fifth encra­
tion Systems for a price I cannot disclose. 
Suffice it to say tlrnt Morse and Chambers 
co nside r neve r worki ng another day in 
thei r lives to be a viable option. (Lesson 7: 
You can sti ll make a lot of money with 
Macintosh software.) 

Getting out of the Garage 
Two guys in a ga rage c.1 n sti ll succeed. rt 
took Morse and C hambers only three 
ye<1 rs. T hey weren't in timidated by bozos 
who work for large comp:111ies, and who 
have never started a company but arc will ­
ing to tell yo u why you ca n't. T hey cre­
ated a product that was simple, easy to 
explain , and did a few thin!,rs well. If you 
believe in yourself and work you r ass off, 
you can defy gravity, too. i\nd you ca n 
take this to tl1e hank. !!!.
