For example, if you can
only afford a monthly payment of
$200, you can re-solve the problem in
terms of that constraint. The TKISolver
program will solve the problem, dis-
playing your choice of a higher down
payment, a longer loan term, or a
lesser interest rate.

A bet-
ter spreadsheet, an integrated pack-
age, or a program that uses a mouse
seem to be today’s standard
developments.

The search for a new VisiCalc has
proved elusive even to the authors of
the original. Perhaps it was just one
of those brilliant ideas that comes
along every 100 years or so.

“User-friendly” has become an
overused phrase as well as a puzzling
abstraction that has sent many a pro-
grammer to an early shower. Users
want programs that are accessible
and easy to understand but are not
“user-burdensome,” with option
menus that lead to menus that lead to
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menus. Many user-friendly programs
are really an insult to our intelligence.
Office networking and interfacing
PCs to mainframe computers are
turning out to be much more difficult
tasks than many had thought. Get-
ting your PC hooked up to a big
computer isn't the problem. The
problem is the software interface be-
tween the two. PC users shouldn’t
have to learn mainframe protocols.
The above are creative challenges,
and the talented people in the soft-
ware industry, many of whom have
written articles for this issue, are up
to the task if anyone is. However, one
ugly issue keeps rearing its head and
threatening to blow the house down.
The number one issue facing the
personal computer industry is soft-
ware piracy. Software piracy threat-
ens to rob software authors of not
only their royalties but ultimately
their incentives. It is a growing prob-
lem because it keeps manifesting it-
self in new forms. [ recently heard
about a disk magazine selling pro-
grams obtained from the public do-
main software library of an IBM PC
user group. The user group sells the
software for $5 per disk, and the disk
magazine in turn sells it to a multi-
tude of customers at a much higher
rate without paying the club or the
original authors. The problem is that
it may not be illegal for someone to

repackage public domain software
and sell it. But is it fair for the disk
magazine to make money from work
done by the people in the user group?

As personal computers become
mass-market items, piracy runs ram-
pant because it is easier for pirates to
hide amid the crowd of new software
vendors, distributors, retail outlets,
and users. The pirate’s bounty will
represent a bigger market share un-
less something concrete is done. Un-
fortunately, no one really knows
what to do.

Meanwhile, be aware, and hats off
to the software authors who have
created such an amazing wealth of
programs for the IBM Personal
Computer!















Introduction

Adrian Mello

IBM PC users are fortunate to have one of the largest
and fastest-growing software bases in the personal com-
puter marketplace. That good fortune, however, can
seem like a mixed blessing when it comes time to shop
for programs. To help you find the programs you’re look-
ing for and alert you to the constantly expanding range
of applications for your PC, the PC World Software Re-
view provides descriptions, prices, access information,
and opinions on more than 1250 PC-compatible soft-
ware products.

Perhaps the most interesting aspect of the Software
Review is the comments from readers like yourself that
tell about the useful or not-so-useful features of a pro-
gram. These comments add another dimension to the
software reports by showing the character of a program
as it is perceived by those who use it.

Organization

The Software Review is divided into 18 categories. The
categories, in turn, are listed under two general classifi-
cations: System Software and Applications Software. The
difference between using system software and applica-
tions software is like the difference between building or
remodeling a house and just living in one. To design or
remodel a house you need to understand more about
fundamental structural principles than if you accept a
house as is. Users involved with system software are
likely to have programming experience and be able to
design or modify programs. Applications program users
will probably just want to use their programs as they
were designed.

The categories covered under System Software are
Operating Systems, Languages, and Utilities. Operating
systems permit the computer to control peripherals such
as the monitor, the disk drives, and the keyboard. Oper-
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ating systems also provide fundamental organization for
commonly executed tasks such as maintaining files and
controlling the way the computer uses other programs.
Languages give users a more familiar and human way to
communicate with the computer than the machine lan-
guage that the computer uses. Utilities give programmers
development tools to help them design and modify other
software.

Most programs for the PC fit into the Applications
Software classification, which comprises 15 of the 18 cat-
egories in the Software Review.

Traditional, general-purpose applications are repre-
sented by Spreadsheets, Word Processing, Data Manage-
ment, Graphics, and Communications. These applica-
tions help you perform tasks such as writing, record
keeping, and making graphs.

Applications categories for planning and overseeing
business activities include Financial Applications, Busi-
ness Management, and Accounting. Categories that deal
with vertical markets such as real estate, medicine, law,
construction, manufacturing, and engineering include
Job Specific Applications and Industrial Applications.
The Personal Management, Games, and Entertainment
categories address users’ personal affairs as opposed to
their business activities.

“Finally, the Software Review presents trend-setting
applications that are revolutionizing the usefulness of the
personal computer. Two categories form the vanguard in
the Software Review. Integrated Applications lists pro-
grams that unite a number of traditionally separate jobs
in a single product, making software more versatile and
also making each new task easier to learn due to the
software’s use of similar commands, menus, and
prompts. The programs in Deduction and Reasoning
Applications promise even greater advances with pro-
grams that solve algebraic equations and accept natural
language commands.

Software Review



Each of the 18 software categories in the Software
Review begins with an essay that introduces the overall
purpose and character of the products within that cate-
gory. The essays are written by experts who have played
an important role in developing software for the IBM PC
or who have worked extensively with the type of soft-
ware in the category.

Many categories cover a variety of products. In the
Languages category, for example, you’ll find both inter-
preters and compilers. In the Word Processing section
you’ll find spelling checkers, thesauruses, grammar
checkers, text editors, and general-purpose word pro-
Cessors.

Following the essays are reports on the individual
programs that make up the categories. Each product re-
port is divided into two or three sections. Appearing at
the beginning of every report is the name of the product
and the manufacturer’s name, address, and telephone
number. The second part of the report describes the
product’s purpose and features. Distinguishing features
are mentioned first, followed by more general features.
The product’s list price and minimum system require-
ments are given at the end of the description.

The third part of the report is the comments writ-
ten by readers. The comments, which reflect contribu-
tors’ opinions and not those of PC World, are intended to
serve as stepping stones toward the development of your
own opinions.

Using the Software Review

You can use the Software Review to find out what kinds
of jobs computers do and about the specific programs
that do those jobs. If you already know the name of a
program or its manufacturer, you can use the Product In-
dex or Manufacturer Index to locate the information you
want. To find out about the tasks computers can per-
form, read the introductory essays for each of the cate-
gories. Then go through the reports in each category.

PC World

You may notice that programs in one category are de-
scribed with terminology different from that applied to
programs in another category. The reason is that soft-
ware is as diverse as the fields of expertise for which it is
developed.

Once you know about the tasks different programs
perform, you’re ready to look for the products that suit
your particular purposes. For example, your business
may require that you maintain records that are period-
ically evaluated to monitor your business’s progress. If
you have heard about people who use computers for this
purpose, you may have some idea that data management
programs keep records that can be retrieved in an organ-
ized fashion. To find the best program for you, read the
introductory essay for the Data Management category
to see whether the category suits your needs. If it seems
right, read through the reports and look for promising
products. You may want to look in more than one cate-
gory to find programs that use different problem-solving
approaches. For example, Data Management, Spread-
sheets, Financial Applications, and Accounting all list
programs that help maintain records. The programs in
each section are designed to use those records in differ-
ent ways and for different purposes.

Using the Software Review should awaken you to
the variety of programs that have become available in
the short time since the PC’s appearance on the market.
As the base of software for the IBM PC and compatibles
continues to expand, PC World will keep you abreast of
those developments with new product announcements
and in-depth reviews. We will follow the Software Re-
view in the spring with a companion volume, the PC
World Hardware Review, as part of our commitment to
provide thorough, up-to-date information that can un-
lock the potential computing power of the IBM PC.

Some people who use microcomputers may not even
know they have an operating system. Other people spend
a good part of their day using the operating system to do
sophisticated manipulations on complex bodies of data.
A good operating system should be transparent to those
who don’t want to think about it but also powerful and
easy to use for those who know how to use it.

Of all the software you have, the operating system is
the most crucial. The operating system is what a com-
puter uses to mind its own business. It consists of a su-
pervisory kernel and a collection of utility programs.
The utilities tell the computer how to handle input and
output and how to keep track of the collections of data,
known as files, that are created, modified, moved, cop-
ied, renamed, and deleted. The kernel is the nucleus of
the operating system; it schedules and synchronizes the
utilities’ tasks.

Most tasks peformed on microcomputers are ac-
complished with applications programs. These programs
apply the power of the computer to jobs such as word
processing, accounting, data management, and commu-
nications. They are what you normally think about when
you think of computer programs. For applications pro-
grams to do your work, they must be managed by an op-
erating system.

Sometimes an operating system is included with a
computer when you buy it. You should learn the basic
features of the operating systems available for your com-
puter or the computer you want to buy. Consider what
they do, how much software currently runs under them,
and how much will be available to run under them in the
future. In an 8-bit computer the objective is for the oper-
ating system to be efficient and compact, leaving as
much space as possible for applications programs. In 16-
bit machines the emphasis is different. Since memory is
less a constraint, functionality is more important. What
features does the operating system have? Can it support
multitasking, multiaccess file systems, networking, or
shared code? If you are a programmer, you want an op-
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erating system that is a complete software development
environment. Does it have a debugger, an editor, and an
assembler? [s a full range of programming languages
available? Does the system have room for you to grow as
you become more proficient? Are there compatible 8-
and 16-bit versions in case you want to increase system
performance by upgrading from one computer to
another?

Early operating systems were primitive tools used by
computer operators to move data through the system.

Just as early automobile drivers had to be mechanics,

users of the first operating systems had to be program-
mers. Today neither car drivers nor computer users need
to know much about their hardware. We have seen an
evolution that brought us from the ROM-based “operat-
ing system” that ran the Intel 4004 processor to Concur-
rent CP/M-86, which includes 27 utilities, and permits
four applications programs to run simultaneously on the
same computer.

In the future we will see interactive concurrent pro-
cessing. Users will be able to look in on one program
while working on another by means of dynamic win-
dowing, switching screens only when they want to inter-
vene. Networking will make such features available to
many users simultaneously. There will be more and bet-
ter graphics and better user interfaces. Software and
hardware will get better, cheaper, and easier to use.
More people will discover the excitement that is possible
when they bring a microcomputer into their lives. Even
more fascinating times lie ahead.

Gary Kildall was a software consultant at Intel when he
wrote CPIM, the first practical operating system for mi-
crocomputers. Intel could not use it, so Kildall sold his
product to hobbyists via mail order. From this modest
beginning an entire industry evolved. Kildall is currently
chairman of the board and chief executive officer at Digi-
tal Research of Pacific Grove, California.

Other parameters specify the number of data bits
used to encode each character, the number of stop bits
used to separate one character from another, and
whether a bit will be encoded with parity information
summarizing the values of the data bits.

These parameters must be set by the communica-
tions program to match the parameters used by the
computer at the other end of the line. A few of these
parameters are standard in personal computer commu-
nications, such as 300 baud, even parity, 7 data bits, and
1 stop bit. The program should permit you to select one
of these standard parameters with a minimum of fuss.

Another factor associated with parameter selection
is whether the remote computer echoes back the infor-
mation you send it (full duplex) or whether there is no

echo (half duplex).

File Management

As long as the program is merely sending out informa-

tion from the keyboard and displaying incoming infor-

mation on the screen, it is said to be operating in dumb
terminal mode.

Good communications programs are much smarter.
They should allow you to specify a disk file to transmit
outgoing information (a process called uploading) and
another file to receive incoming information (download-
ing). A good program is able to transmit and receive
both text files consisting of ASCII characters and binary
files such as .COM and .EXE programs.

The program should provide a full repertoire of file
management functions, such as the ability to view disk
directories, specify file names, and delete files. Some pro-
grams provide extensions of these file management func-
tions, allowing you to view files on disk while
communications are in progress and even to perform
limited file editing while on line.

Being able to print incoming information instantly
is convenient; however, if the maximum speed of the
printer is slower than the communications rate, you’ll
create a bottleneck that might prove fatal to the system.

Some programs cope with such bottleneck problems
by buffering or storing incoming information in the com-
puter’s memory before sending it to the appropriate file
or peripheral device. The problem with buffering, how-
ever, is that buffered information remains volatile until it
is safely written to disk or hard copy.

Error-checking Protocols

The accuracy of the information you send and receive is
only as good as the quality of the phone line. If you com-
municate over long-distance lines or at high speeds, in-
formation may become corrupted. It’s usually tolerable if
a j gets changed to a k in a letter to your aunt, but if you
are sending important financial data or transmitting a
program, one misplaced character can have disastrous
results.

The solution is to communicate files using an error-
checking protocol. Although several protocols are used,
they all involve sending the information in blocks (usu-
ally of 128 to 512 bytes) along with an error-checking
value called a checksum. A checksum is the result of
mathematical calculations performed on each block of
data. Once a block of data has been transmitted, the
sending and receiving computers have to agree that the
checksum relates properly to the block of information
before proceeding with the next block. Use of an error-
checking protocol for file transfers ensures better than 99
percent accuracy during data transfer.

Of the available error-checking protocols, some are
in the public domain (such as Ward Christensen’s
Xmodem protocol) and are available in a wide variety of
communications programs. Other protocols are part of
specific software packages. Even if the sending and re-

A brief history of computer games shows why the
PC is coming into its own as a game machine. Computer
games are almost as old as computers, but until the
1970s they were confined to a few legendary programs
such as Adventure, running on large, expensive comput-
ers that only the high priests of computers could access.
In fact, when one of the first video games was developed
at MIT in the 1960s, the equipment on which it was
played reputedly cost over $50,000.

In the 1970s a series of arcade games, from Pong
onward, captured the hearts and wallets of a generation.
Computers designed for games sought to provide the
same pleasures at home, but the home systems had two
major limitations. Hardware was not up to arcade stan-
dards, and the machines lacked a keyboard. In the late
1970s home computers stepped into the breach. These
computers were more powerful than the earlier game
machines, and the presence of a keyboard opened up
new kinds of games ranging from adventure and role-
playing to education and sports. Many computer owners
tried their hands at authoring games, and entertaining,
innovative programs and instant fortunes resulted.

Even so, the video games were not yet up to arcade
standards, and the text games were limited by the capa-
bilities of the machines. Memory, graphics, and pro-
cessor power all constrained the would-be game author.

Today, the IBM PC bridges the gap between game
and “serious” computers. The graphics are equal to
those available on any other popular computer, ap-
proaching arcade quality when displayed on an RGB
monitor. The PC is also a generation ahead of other
home computers in computational power. Its advanced
processor and tremendous storage capacity allow ap-
plications unthinkable on earlier machines. Of equal im-
portance is that the game programmer need no longer
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worry about saving every byte of memory; he or she can
concentrate on the substance of the game itself. The
power of the PC means that programming skill will be-
come less important than game-design skill—surely
good news for PC game players.

The entertainment potential of the PC is beginning
to be realized. Many games currently available are con-
versions of games for other computers, but authors are
starting to use the speed, graphics, and extra memory of
the PC to produce uniquely identifiable PC games. While
the first wave of PC entertainment products consisted
primarily of old standbys such as blackjack and tic-tac-
toe, the past year has brought forth arcade-quality video
games, excellent text games, and simulation programs
that could never have been written for a less sophisti-
cated computer.

With time the entertainment products available for
the PC should have a diversity and sophistication un-
matched by those for any other computer.

Accounting is a central function in every business, wheth-
er it is a small enterprise or a multimillion-dollar com-
pany. Accounting procedures keep track of the financial
information a business person needs to manage a com-
pany effectively. Accounting involves processing orders;
keeping track of inventory, receivables, and payables;
writing checks; calculating payroll; providing manage-
ment reports; and maintaining a complete financial
picture in a general ledger. Accurate accounting informa-
tion is critical to such activities as forecasting and cash
flow management.

Accounting software provides one major advantage
over traditional accounting methods: the programs save
tremendous amounts of time and effort. Computeriza-
tion eliminates tedious reentry and information process-
ing, making it possible to obtain information instantly
that was previously available only after hours, days, or
even weeks of research and calculation. One example of
sophisticated accounting software is a program that pro-
vides an income statement report with budget variances
and that automatically compares actual costs to bud-
geted amounts and calculates a percentage difference.
Another example is a program that produces an in-
ventory performance report showing net sales in both
quantity and dollar amount with computed inventory
turnover and margins from cost to retail price. Such a re-
port quickly provides essential information like the aver-
age amount of time inventory has been in the warchouse
and the cost of the inventory.

The key to selecting optimal accounting software
lies in carefully assessing your company’s requirements:
the reports that must be generated, the way payments are
recorded and customers billed, and necessary special fea-
tures. Carefully evaluate accounting packages to deter-
mine which ones best fulfill these requirements. Look for
flexibility and integration. The program should work for
several applications and provide both standard and cus-
tomized reports. It should include as many options as

PC World

possible for ledger setup, open credit reconciliation, tax-
table computation, and report generation.

Computerized accounting systems should be capable
of expanding as business requirements grow. With many
systems, as an organization’s needs change, new pack-
ages that work with the existing system can be added. If
the system is fully integrated, you can avoid entering in-
formation over and over, since the components report to
one another and automatically update data files. One ex-
ample of integration is the ability to update accounts re-
ceivable transactions to the general ledger. Another is the
ability to use data created by one program with another
program, such as a word processor or a spreadsheet, to
allow you to make maximum use of information.

You can expect microcomputer accounting software
developments to continue in the direction of increased
flexibility and integration. The first microcomputers had
limited memory and disk storage capacities, and as a re-
sult early accounting programs could perform only the
most basic operations and store a minimum of dara. As
the microcomputer industry developed, storage and
memory capacities increased. Expanded capabilities now
provide room to run complex programs and store de-
tailed accounting information. Hard disk systems that
store many programs and data base management systems
that cross-reference information from various sources
will become more prevalent.

With better software, accounting information will
increasingly become a management tool, used for not
only day-to-day accounting requirements, but also man-
agement reporting, analysis, and projections.

Job specific software often requires
more expertise than retail salespeople can provide, be-
cause the task or industry in question must be thor-
oughly understood in order to evaluate the programs.
Developers often sell and distribute vertical applications
through industry magazines that focus on a particular
audience and through value-added retailers who market
dedicated systems.

Selecting the right software is like choosing any
important business tool. The program must do what you
want it to, so evaluate several before making a choice.
One design may be more useful than another for your
application. When judging a demonstrated program,
consider its features, efficiency, overall capability, and, of
course, performance. The product should reflect its de-
veloper’s thorough knowledge of a particular task and
awareness of its purpose. The program should be easy to
use from the start. It should give feedback and on-screen
assistance and enable you to recover from mistakes. Doc-
umentation is an essential part of the system. Instruc-
tions should use language native to the field, and you
should not be required to learn unessential technical
concepts.

Find out if the program is compatible with existing
software. Integration with other programs in the same
environment makes a product more useful. Check on the
developer’s plans for updating and expanding the pro-
gram. If the program can accommodate a business’
growth and industry changes, it will be useful for many
years.

Job specific software will continue to flourish. Es-
tablished companies are considering adapting generic
programs for specialized use. Vertical market software is
likely to follow the industry movement away from single-
function programs like data management or word pro-
cessing and replace individual applications with inte-
grated packages. Job specific software from apartment
management applications to window ads will play an in-
creasingly important role in the computerization of pro-
fessions and industries.

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The advantages of the product family approach are
that all the products come from a single source, so ap-
plications packages can be added to the product line to
suit the needs of a special audience.

The all-in-one applications packages, represented by
1-2-3 from Lotus Development and MBA from Context
Management Systems, offer a unified user interface and
data structure. The advantages of such systems are the
integrated operations that stem from combining multiple
applications into one package. One disadvantage is that
such systems are not regarded as “open-ended”—adding
a new application to the package is difficult. Some devel-
opers of integrated programs, however, are making the
systems more open by including macro language features
that allow people to add customized applications to the
integrated system.

The third approach to productivity tool software,
the operating environment, is represented by Visi/ ON
from VisiCorp, DesQ from Quarterdeck, and the Apple
Lisa software. These systems consist of a central operat-
ing environment program to which applications are
added. All such applications are integrated by the central
program. Some open environments use a window meta-
phor and a mouse controller to improve the user inter-
face.

The advantages of operating environments are their
open-endedness and improved user interface compared
with the product family approach. The disadvantage is
slow performance speed due to the memory space re-
quired by the central operating environment program.

As 16-bit personal computers become accepted by
major corporations, the demand for improved software
productivity tools will continue to increase. Integrated
programs help reduce the waiting time caused by swap-
ping disks and loading and reloading data when using
separate programs.

PC World

Although 1-2-3, MBA, and other programs have
made great advances, improvements in integrated ap-
plications packages will continue. User interfaces will be-
come simpler, and power and functionality will increase
as programs take advantage of technological advance.

The most important task for those who are develop-
ing integrated programs is improving user interfaces. De-
velopers are looking for alternatives to programs that use
different commands, control codes, and function keys to
perform similar operations. The goal is to combine pro-
gram functions under one user interface and create soft-
ware that is easy to use.
